Probably the cnrllenl wall paiatings
are the ancient Egyptian, They em-
ployed a distémper containing dissol-
ved gum, and their principal pigments
were white chalk, a vegetable yellow,
ochres, Ethiopian cinnabar, blue pow-
dered glass stained with copper and
charcoal black.
