lNEW MOORISH SULTAN TAKES
| LONG-THREATENED STEP.

{To Massacre Christians—Public Criers
Are Exhorting the People to Rise and
| Slay—Fear Same at Fez.

Tangier, Jan. 17.—The holy war which
Ihas been so often threatened in Moroc-
co and proclaimed here and there by in-
| dividual priests and chiefs, seems now
to be beginning in earnest. Mulai Hafid,
who is now acknowledged Sultan
throughout Morocco, except in the coast
towns, has formally proclaimed a Jehad;
and publie eriers ave exhorting the peo-
ple of Marrakesh to rise and’extermin-
ate all Christians. There is great ex-
citement in the city. Mulai Hafid is re
ported to be marching to attack the
| French. It is expected that the Jehad
will shortly be proclaimed at Fez, and a
sudden blaze of fanaticism throughout
the country is feared.

Fears for Coast Towns,
London, Jan. 18.—The Tangie® cor
respondent”of the Times telegraphs that
the Moroccan situation has been made
more aerious owing to the proclamation
of a Jehad, or holy war.
