lent* 1>lown out of tho shaft by the 
force cihe explosion, but in such frag­
ments to be altogether unrecognizable. 
The ga ignited the coal, and for some 
hoars t) pit was in flames. At 1 n. m. a 
man roÉteefed todescer.d, notwit list and-, 
ing seval minor shocks had occurred, 
but wht the cage returned to bank ho too 
was goi, nor could he bo rescued before 
3 p. m. ta following day (Tuesday.) when 
he was land insensible and apparently 
dead boh yards front tho bottom of the 
shaft, fe has since recovered and states 
that onfita descending he distinctly hoard 
cries forflp, but this is generally con­
sidered wy improbable. Up to Tuesday 
night onl fifteen bodies were recovered. 
Some wet burnt to cinders, others singed 
black wit the explosion, the scene around 
being pasdescription. The crowds of 
poor womn, some of thetn having lost 
three or tor of their family, standing m 
the wildm grief round the pit, hoping* 
against hoe that their loved ones might 
still be reaped alive, tho heartbreaking 
sobs of tiudiildrun, and the sterner grief 
ôt the mei, made the scene agonizing in 
the extrem.

On Weffiroday morning l went early to 
the spot ad found that altogether fifty 
bodieshadoeen recovered and were placed 
in a neighlari.ig shed for recognition. En 
route thithjj.I met cart after cart carrying 
away one tr two coltins and two large vans 
loadedlwitl empty shells for the reception 
of the bodies as they vero brought to 
hand. I aw altogether thirty corpses, 
and their «ate defies description. Here», 
long shainiess black mass, which tho 
miners told you was use of their comrades, 
but in whià it was difficult to recognize 
the slightest likeness to humanity—here 
one had his head blown off, there one his 
arm, one lay on his bed of leaves with his 
face split open, another as though much

"l «P » ' .
and the bodies were placed in their shells 
and their lames written on tho lid in 
chalk. A shriek in you corner would tell 
of a mother recognizing her son or a wife 
her husband lying among ^ho long row of 
unsightly corpses, while the plaintive wail 
throughout told of a far wider-spread grief.
I conwrhid with one of tho miners who 
had just come.up, and he said tho labor of 
recovery must bo very slow (about one 
body every three hours,) as tho sides of 
the mine had fallen in, and they had to 
work the coal away. In the most cases 
they found the men lying under tho sides 
of the mine, some buried in coal, others on 
whom the coal lutd fallen, and then burnt 
up. ( hie was found near the mouth of the 
farthest shaft, hardly injured at all, and 
as he lay in the shed l»o formed a striking 
contrast to his companions, being extreme­
ly while and well dressed. Tho appear- 
:mcu of tho few recovered seems to indicate 
ili.it it.- st of them mmtt have been killed 
front .-mii"cation, being much swollen in 
the face, slid nearly all bleeding considur- 
ubly at the nose, only a few, at present, be­
ing much burnt with tho explosion.

Two men work at a time at each end, the 
t wo shafts being unite three hundred yard* 
separated, but they ceased work at the end 
nearest tfio village on Tuesday. Each man 
as ho descends is asked whether he is per­
fectly willing to go down, and at first nwa 
w;w held for those who were to descend at 
the top of tho pit. The depth is 330 J 
French metres, and the colliery is situated 
at the top of a considerable elevation, com­
manding a splendid view of Dresden aitu 
the valley of tho Elbe. The trains daily 
pour hundreds out at the hitherto quiet 
little station, and tho pit and its environs 
are guarded by a company of soldiers and 
police agents. Tho King, it is said, has 
given 500 thalers (about £75 toward the 
relief of the destitute poor. It Seems very 
improvident, but tho miners here only u*e 
the open lamp, so they arc altogether un- 
pi otiwted from the effects of gas, itc. They 
also descended when searchinir for the 
bodies smoking cigars, but 1 heard tho 
doctors had told thorn, to do bo on account 
of the lion ible smell below. ,

Among tho many distressing cases one 
hears of, one alone 1 will mention—that 
>f a poor girl travelling in tho same car­
riage witli a friend of mine, who had lost 
her father, two brothers, and a step­
brother her whole family being swept off 
in one uay. One should bo thankful this 
accident happened when it did, if accident 
there must needs have been, for the For- 
aelxcesc, the annual feast of the Saxons, 
held at Dresden night and day for one 
week, -had attracted many others who 
would otherwise have met tho same sad 
fate as their follows. There is great 
difficulty in obtaining details, 
but this ts unavoidable, owing to 
the rivur w ith which the soldiers are bound 
to keep the public back, in order not to 
interfere with the progress tif the search.

A Hideous Reminiscence,

Tho death of Mr. ltoobling suggests a 
strange incident in which hq was an 
actor. In 1854, when ho was building 
the Niagara suspension bridge, a terrible 
epidemic of cholera broke out among his 
loborers, Mr. Roebling had an idea that 
he could euro cholera by a modification 
of the hydropathiotreatment. There were 
plenty of patients, and he began in the 
morning with a little child, and before
night had five cases jp oMihsoty.

Everybody who was smitten on that 
sultry Saturday died.

Both 
went back to Lookport and died the next 
night. That closed the tragedy. IFith all

Tho Applo Worn-Dr. Tnmblo'e Re­
medy.

Wo gave some notice a few weeks since 
of. the successful application of tho hay 
rope aa a trap to eaten the larvrn of the 
apple-worm or codling moth, as shown bv 
specimens of tho bark and trunk covered 
with tho cocoonaof tho insecte which had 
crowded beneath these hay rope* as a hid­
ing place do effect their transformation. 
Having since had mi opportunity of visit­
ing l)r. Trimble's ground at Newark, N.J., 
he pointed out a number of experiments 
in the course of trial in his own grounds 
and those of his neighbors ; in their in­
stances the rojhcs had been placed round 
tho trunks about a week previously, and 
had already caught largo numbers, sums 
of which had changed to the pupa state, 
and others had just reached thotr hiding, 
place, and were, yet lurvæ. Tho whole 
.number of insects thus caught on on6 tree 
iu a single season had In extreme 
amounted to about a thousand, proving 
conclusively tiro value of the remedy. In 
Home cases tho number of pours on young 
trees which wore infested with the worm 
had been carefully counted when the ropes 
were applied. The same, or very nearly 
the same, number of insects had been sub­
sequently caught ill tho trap sot for thorn, 
atfirding satisfactory evidence that tho 
remedy might bo relied on for effecting 
their general destruction. Trees which 
formerly lost their fruit were now, under 
this treatments, bcaritfg tolerably fair 
crops ; a complete extermination could 
not, of course, bo expected, while tho 
neighbors entirely neglected the remedy.

These hay ropes should be long enough 
to pass tvro or three times about the trunk 
of tho tree, and should be applied as early 
in the season aa the young fruit is observed 
to be affected at tho blossom or calyx end. 
Dr. Trimble applies two belts of the kind, 
ono two or three foot high, and the other 
higher. Insects are lound under both,and 
he thinks those under the higher belt de­
scend the trim before tho fruit dropd, and 
those found under the lower, crawl up 
from tho fallen fruit on the ground. As 
formerly stated, wo have beenlee i 
ful in several trials of this remedy, but wo 
intend to repeat it under varying cil 
stances, and perhaps may learn the cause 
of the partial failure ; a* applied by Dr. 
Trimble, nothing appears limiler or easier, 
and to be attended with more uniformly 
favorable result*—fbimfrv Gentleman.
