May sold at 60% 
cents at best point and had a break 
in the last hour to 60Xc, closing 
only a shade better than the low 
quotations. For three days past 
Cash com has shown X to Xc ad­
vance daily. Receipts are smqll, 
covering the period between the old 
and new supply. Weather conditions 
favor handling the new crop and re­
ceipts of new corn here were con­
siderably increased today. Bear 
leaders became somewhat aggressive 
after the first hour and the market 
showed a lower tendency.

May oats closed %c lower at 41X 
to 41%. There was fairly good com­
mission house buying of oats futures 
during the morning, but the market 
joined in the weakness with wheat 
and corn the last hour. As stocks 
are large this market is expected to 
keep in line with any decline in 
corn.

Belated shorts in November lard 
advanced the price 40c during the 
morning. There was a sharp up­
turn of 40c in January pork, which 
made top prices of $20.25. January 
lard and ribs showed gains of 10c at 
best figures. The market weakened 
before the close.

fitm previous impressions to the 
effeqt»thah.the. present season has sur- 
pâssed' all others in so far as the 
total increase in the country’s wealth 
is concerned. The old records have 
gone by the board, and a new set 
of statistics has come into public 
notice. Without venturing into the 
sphere of prophecy, one may be par­
doned for intimating that the farmers 
will have a heavy task before them 
in attempting to duplicate or sur­
pass the achievements of 1909. The 
success which has attended their 
labors during the present year has 
been largely, if not entirely, due to 
the bounty of Providence in sending 
the varieties of weather which would 
best insure favorable returns. All 
the energy, perseverance, science, 
and skill they might have displayed 
would have counted for little if the 
atmospheric conditions had not play­
ed an important part in the process 
of production. If ever the workers 
in the west had occasion to express 
their deepest gratitude it was dur­
ing that portion of the month of Aug­
ust this year when the grain was 
maturing, and they found themselves 
able to garner it without loss or dam­
age.

Few Misfortunes.
In other seasons it was necessary 

to include in-a survey of the general 
agricultural situation a reference to 
the injury sustained by the crop in 
some districts where the weather was 
unsatisfactory at a critical period. 
Happily there is little need to take 
account of such misfortunes this 
year. With the exception of com 
paratively light losses from hail, the 
weather has been responsible for uo 
concern among the farmers. The 
crops have suffered injury from 
other causes, but these have been 
matters more or less subject to hu­
man control. The supply of labor 
has not always been satisfactory, and 
fields which were ready for harvest 
ing were neglected. The ever-pre 
sent weeds have figured in the situa­
tion, and have reduced the yields in 
many instances. The results have 
been most gratifying, however, on 
the whole, and the greatest encourage­
ment to continued production and 
deevlopment has been iven. There 
is no doubt about the gratitude of 
the farmers. They realize the great 
benefits and adavntages which they 
have received, and they ffnow that 
without the rain and sunshine their 
poor efforts would have been of little 
avail.

There is a fair assurance that suc­
cessful agriculture will continue to 
make for better conditions of living 
in all parts of the west. The prim 
ary object of living of the farmer who 
establishes his home on the plains 
is to secure sufficient revnue to main­
tain himeel* aud his family in com­
fort. This process does not occupy 
a long period in any event, and with 
the continuance of such conditions 
as have prevailed during the present 
season, not more than three, or per 
haps four, years would be required.

Grasping Too Much.
After that the desire is to improve 

the home-eurroundings so as to make 
living on the farm more comfortable 
There are many, far too many, in­
stances where farmers have made 
unwise or even foolish use of the 
revenue gained from hard labor and 
careful attention to the details of

Minneapolis — December opened their calling. They have tried to
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double their land holdings, or have 
speculated in town lota, or have gone 
into debt for unnecessary supplies, 
or have deviated in some other man­
ner from the path of right judgment. 
They have usually made mistakes 
which proved to be serious in the 
long rur^, and many a man now re­
grets that he did not hold what he 
had. They did not drop the bone 
to grasp at the shadow. They tried 
to seize the shadow while they re­
tained control of the bone. The re­
sult was much the same. They lost 
both. Not every man can spread his 
farming operations over an indefinite­
ly large area, and few of the men 
who have attempted to cultivate big 
tracts have succeeded. Nor is it 
reasonable to suppose that a specu­
lator can give proper attention to 
the work on his farm. He would 
need to be in a position to watch 
the trend of values very closely, and 
in so doing he would be neglecting 
duties about which he should be

particularly concerned. The un­
necessary supplies purchased by 
some farmers are not confined to im­
plements and household utensils. 
There is a ertain product iu the 
manufacture of which the fermenta­
tion of grain plays an important
part, and which is supposed to 
quench thirst. A fondness for this 
beverage has helped many farmers 
to dispose of their revenues in short 
order, and it is accepted as a basic 
fact in western philosophy that a 
record-breaking yield gives prospect 
of a big harvest for the saloons. The 
man who looks far ahead can see 
better uses for his money. He can 
improve the dwelling in which his 
many hours of leisure are spent. He 
can make the homestead attractive 
by. careful attention to the planting 
of trees and the cultivation of gar­
dens, and he can import info the 
circle of his domestic activities

this can be done without an approach 
to extravagance, and the investment 
pays huge dividends.
