CHICAGO GRAIN MARKETS.
Chicago, August 9.—The board of 

trade adjourned at noon today be­
cause of the Knights Templars parade 
in order to give the brokers an op­
portunity to view the procession. 
September sold at 1.00 1-2 to 1.00 6-8 
to 1.01 1-2; December at 1.03 5-8 to 
1.04 1-2 and May at 1.08 3-4 to 1.09. 
They closed at 1.01 1-2 yesterday, 
September 1.04 6-8; December 1.09 
1-8. The wheat market while strong 
was dull, the board taking holiday 
appearance because of the big parade. 
The professionals sold prices off early 
on the Government August report, 
which showed a gain of forty-four 
million bushels for the month and 
was twelve million bushels In excess 
of a year ago. There was heavy sell­
ing early but this was followed by 
heavy buying on the part of the 
local crowd and the (French crop 
news says that France will be obliged 
to import forty million bushels of 
wheat this year.

The big decerase in the European 
visible supply was not only unex­
pected, but it drove many of the 
shorts to cover, the figures being 
2,632,000 bushels.

The Canadian visible supply is now 
4,101,000 bushels against 10,196,000 
bushels a year ago.

The Liverpool wheat market was 
unsettled, the opening was lower an 
the British government reports of 
rain in the Argentina, and bad re­
ports from Romania, the total re­
serve of wheat will amount to eight 
million bushels.

The new crop is moving freely by 
rail and barge. Spot wheat at Liver­
pool was unchanged to 1-2 cent high­
er, and futures 5-8 to 3-4 cent. Paris 
advanced 1 1-2 cents on wheat and 
2 1-2 to 2 3-4 on flour. Berlin wheat 
was 1 1-8 cents lower, while Buda­
pest was 1-8 cent better. North­
western wheat receipts, 234 cars, and 
Winnipeg 196 cars compared with 
54 and 34 cars respectively a year 
ago.

Best Crops Around Edmonton, La- 
combe and Regina.

Ottawa, Aug. 8—The following tele 
gram has been received at the De 
partment of Agriculture from Dr 
William Saunders, director of Expert 
mental Farms:

“Calgary, Alta., Aug. 6
“From Regina to Saskatoon the 

crops are very variable. About Re 
gina and for the first twenty miles 
north there are many good fields 
Further north, the larger part of the 
grain is stunted and has suffered much 
from drouth and the yield will be 
very light From Saskatoon to Ros- 
There are many good fields about 
of Saskatoon on the Grand Trunk 
Pacific through northern Saskatch­
ewan the grain fields vary much, 
Some are good but the larger part 
have short straw and promise light 
yield. Through northern Alberta to 
Edmonton the crops average better. 
There are many goold fields about 
Edmonton and south to Lacombe. At 
the experimental farm at Lacombe I 
saw some of the heaviest yields met 
with anywhere. From Lacombe to 
Calgary the yields are variable. There 
are many good ones, others lighter, 
and becoming very light near Cal­
gary.”

and requests from numerous deputa­
tions at the Boar dof Trade rooms in 
the King Edward Hotel. The rooms 
were delightfully cool and the task 
of hearing the representations from 
town and country was unattended 
with the fatigue to the Prime Minis­
ter that resulted from the labor of 
the previous day.

The first deputation to meet Sir 
Wilfrid was from the farmers of Ed­
monton, Clover Bar and Strathcona 
districts. They were introduced by 
F. H. Herbert, of Strathcona, and pre­
sented their requests in a most busi­
nesslike manner, which was very 
favorably commented on by all pre­
sent.

The Farmers Heard.
F. C. Clare, of the Edmonton Local 

Union A.F.A., forwarded resolutions 
dealing with the encouragement of the 
chilled meat industry, and the griev­
ances arising from the mixing of grain 
at lake elevators.

Rice Sheppard, Strathcona, present­
ed a memo of arguments in favor of 
the government control of terminal 
elevators in order to remedy existing 
conditions.

J. E. Jackson, of Clover Bar, pre­
sented a petition asking for stricter 
laws governing the liability of the 
railways for cattle killed on the tracks 
and for better cattle guards.

Joshua Fletcher, Strathcona, ex 
pressed the views of the deputation on 
the tariff and endorsed the views ex­
pressed by the Grain Growers’ Asso­
ciation at Brandon. He asked for 
duty-free farm implements.

D. W. Warner, Clover Bar, was to 
speak on legislation for cooperative 
societies, but reserved his remarks for 
Red Deer.

The Premier's Reply.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in replying, 

thanked the farmers for the business­
like manner in which they had pre­
sented their views. It was to hear 
the views of the people of the west 
that he and his party were making 
the present trip. The government 
had tried to prevent clashing of east 
land west In the tariff and this he did 
not think existed. As a proof he 
quoted that the co-operative bill of 
last session had been introduced by 
Lloyd Harris, of Brantford, the repre­
sentative of a manufacturing centre.

He did not favor the erection of 
government abbatoir for the chilled 
meat industry, but thought it might 
be helped as the butter and cheese in 
dustry had been assisted.

Speaking of terminal elevators, he 
said it was now admitted that there 
was a flaw in the existing act that 
must be remedied. There was un­
doubtedly mixing of grain at Fort 
William and Port Arthur. He was 
hot an ardent government ownership 
advocate, and he thought there was 
another means of solving the elevator 
question. He pointed out that there 
were no complaints where the carrier 
companies operated the elevators, 
was only where the buyers operated 
them that complaints arose. He 
quoted the Minnesota law as the re­
medy of the Duluth elevator com 
plaints .and promised similar legisla­
tion when parliament meets in Nov­
ember.

The tariff was a large question and 
on it he would defer extended re­
marks etill he met the United Farm­
ers of Alberta at Red Deer. He 
would point out that let was easy to 
get a protective tariff but harder to 
get rid of it. When duties were 
dropped off in a day there was great 
fear of losses to those who had pur­
chased goods. The tariff was being 
reduced gradually but effectively.

Hon. Mr. Graham, minister of rail 
ways, spoke on the matter of cattle 
guards and greaeter protection to 
farmers' cattle. These were serious 
questions and he was afraid the re­
quests of the farmers went too far, 
Legislation in answer to what theey 
asked he thought would not be for the 
benefit of the entire people. Last 
year an amendment had been made 
to the existing law and It made

the conditions. To a general law of 
which all coti^d take advantage with 
favor to none, there could be no ob­
jection.

The Civic Petitions.
Mayor Lee and Aid. Gariepy made

Calgary, Aug. 6—Pulling thirty-sev­
en cars, loaded principally with cattle, 
the engine on freight train No. 78 
crashed head-on into another freight 
coming into Calgary, about three miles 
from Shepard, last night, about half­
past nine o’clock. The impact dp- 
railed both engines and a number of 
cars, but advices received last night 
stated that no lives were lost. It Is 
said the crews of both engines jump­
ed when they saw that a collision 
was inevitable.

Conductor Helmer was in charge of 
the freight that left Calgary for the 
east, and thq live stock carried was the 
property, largely, of the P. Burns 
company. The incoming freight was 
going at a good rate and the impact 
was a hard one. Fortunately, the 
crews saw that a collision was Inevit­
able and had time to jump.

An auxiliary left Calgary when news 
of the wreck reached here, and medi­
cal assistance was taken along to 
care for the men who may have been 
Injured.

Up to an early hour this morning 
the track was blocked and the aux­
iliary crew was laboring to clear the 
fine.

GRANDE PRAIRIE IS 
WONDERFULLY FERTILE

British Officer Expects to Return in 
a Couple of Years to Find Railway 
Built Into Great Northwest Coun­
try.

Lieut. Cyril A. Roberts, who made 
a detour to Grand Prairie this sum­
mer on his way home to England from 
Hong Kong, arrived in Edmonton on 
Sunday on his return from the north. 
Lieutenant Roberts visited his brothr- 
er, A. E. W. Roberts, at Saskatoon 
Lake, Grande Prairie. He went up 
by way of Lesser Slave lake and came 
back to Edmonton by the old hunting 
trail which runs south from Bear 
creek, striking the grade of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific at Prairie Creek. 
Mr. Roberts left Grande Prairie on 
July 19th. He is much taken with 
the country and describes it as won­
derfully fertile, with just enough 
slough and brush for shelter and fuel. 
Mr. Roberts leaves in a few days for 
the east to sail by the Prince George 
for England, on August 18th. He 
expects to return to Canada in the 
course of a year or two to find a rail­
way into the Grand Prairie.

“A road is being built in from Ent- 
wistle, but I think the railroad will 
get there first,” is Mr. Roberts’ view 
of the transportation problem.

BUYING FISHING PLANTS.

Are Canadian Northern Men Trying 
to Form Fishing Trust?

Victoria, Aug. 8—According to re­
liable information, MacKenzie & Mann 
are endeavoring to form a deep-sea 
fishing trust on the British Columbia 
coast. They have already secured an 
option on the Pacific Whaling com­
pany’s interests and will also take 
over the Pacific Coast fishery plant at 
Pacific, the Queen Charlotte plant and 
several others, and are now trying to 
bu>- out the. New England Fish com­
pany, which practically handles all 
the halibut on this coast. The Alaska 
Whaling company’s interests are also 
included in the deal.

BIG FIRE AT RAINY RIVER.

Lumber Shed of Raitly’Rlver Lumber 
Company Destroyed. Loss Million

Rainy River, Ont., Aug. 8.—The 
large lumber shed of the Rainy River 
Lumber Company, with its contents, 
including surrounding platforms and 
five C.N.R. box cars, were utterly con­
sumed by fire last night. The origin 
of the fire is unknown, the watchman 
having passed through twenty minutes 
previous. At the end of the shed was 
a splendid water plant just com­
pleted, which gave a good pressure. 
Indeed, it was a material factor in 
saving adjacent lumber piles of the 
Rainy River and of the Rat Portage 
Lumber companies and the town it­
self. The extensive fire apparatus of 
the lumber companies and the civic 
fire department were promptly con­
centrated oh the building and the 
fire brigade of Beaudette, across the 
river and the international border 
came promptly to the rescue, being 
on the ground within fifteen minutes 
of the first alarm. Their united ef­
forts were successful in confining the 
fire to dry kiln and shed.

The lumber stacked in the shed is 
still burning and will take some time 
yet to burn ouf. The company’s loss 
will be heavy, about one hundred 
thousand dollars, partially covered by 
insurance. Great credit is due Beau­
dette for thé rapid arrival of their 
brigade and its effective aid.

GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY FINED.

For Violating the Canadian Immigra­
tion Law».

Sarnia, Aug.'S—In iho case of thirteen 
charges against the Grand Trunk by In. 
e pee tor Herbert for violating the immi. 
gration laws, evidence in which wae tak. 
en up to 10 o'clock Saturday, a verdict 
wae given imposing a fine of $50 and 
costs in each case. The .«evidence show­
ed that the men had been supplied with 
the money necessary to enable each to 
show $25 to the immigration officers at 
Sarnia and gave receipts at the Port 
Huron tunnel station. The money was 
given back by the men at the Sarnia sta­
tion after they had passed the immigra­
tion iivrpectioni. Out of the fourteen who 
gained admission in this manner the in­
spector secured -the arrest of -thirteen 
and the -fourteenth one, Ogle Thcrpe, 
has not been secured. In view of the 
fact that the men had been under arrest 
three days they were told to go on sue. 
pended sentence and were escorted out of 
the country by the immigration officers.

NORTH ONTARIO TOWN 
PARTIALLY DESTROYED

Business Section of Cochrane Wiped 
Out by Fire Ercrly Sunday Morning 
—Nineteen Famility Left Home­
less—Tents Being Forward From 
Cobalt to House the Victims.

North Bay, August 8.—Cochrane, 
252 miles north of this place, the 
youngest town in the north, received 
its first set-back today, when fire 
licked up nineteen business places. 
As the merchants occupied living 
rooms above their stores, nineteen 
families are homeless and tents arè 
being hurried lo the scene from Co­
balt to house the unfortunates until 
other arrangements can be made. 
Shortly after two o’clock Sunday 

i morning railway men noticed a blaze 
in Brindley’s real estate office and the 
alarm was at once given by the blow­
ing of engine whistles and by men 
running from house to house to 
arouse the sleeping occupants. For­
tunately, there was no wind blowing 
or the whole town would have been 
tire-swept.

As it was, the fiâmes spread with 
great rapidity, leaping from one 
frame building to another, and the 
efforts of the bucket brigade were dir­
ected to keeping the fire confined to 
one side of the street.

An entire block facing upon two 
streets was Wiped out, nineteen build­
ings being completely destroyed. 
Efforts were made to save the stocks 
and merchandise was piled in great 
heaps in the middle of the streets and 
much that escaped the flames was 
damaged by mud and handling.

Only one house is left standing in 
the two blocks devastated, and the 
sprightly little town presents a sorry 
appearance with the big black gash 
across the centre and goods scattered 
promiscuously in the streets.

NEW FISHERIES INSPECTORS.

To Be Appointed by Dominion Govern, 
ment for Ontario.

Ottawa, Aug. 8----- Forty fishery in­
spectors for Ontario will eHortly be ap­
pointed by the Federal Government in 
accordance with the recently announced 
policy of reverting to Dominion inspco, 
tion at the department of marine and 
fisheries. It is stated that the ,provin_ 
cial supervision while goed, so far as it 
goes, has not been sufficient and tho 
fisheries have been declining. Nearly 
every county will' have its Federal offi­
cer, who will be paid only a nominal sal­
ary but sufficient to enable him to de„ 
vote his whole time to the work. There 
are already, quite a few applications for 
the prospective jobs -.
