CALGARY, May 26.

The Burns Arena where McCarthy,
the prize fighter, lost his life, was
totally destroyed by fire this morning.
The origin is a mystery. The build-
ing was insured.  McCarthy’s death is
attributed to a dislocation of the neck.
His heart was sound.

LONDON, May 26.
After’ three weeks’ holiday, the
Commons re-assemble to-morrow,

amid many signs of popular indiffer-
ence. Monday is fixed for the second
reading of the Home Rule Bill, but
the date may be changed.

ROME, May 26.

Twenty thousand froops have been
ordered to proceed at once to Tri-
poli, where the reverses were recent-
ly met. The Government is determin-
ed to crush the rebel Arabs. On ar-
rival of the reinforcements an ener-
g;tic campaign will commence.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 26.

A Japanese was arrested at Sebas-
tapol on Friday, on a charge of es-
pionage. He proved to be Major
Homi, military attache to the Japan-
ese Embassy at Berlin, and was re-
leased when his credentials were
verified, but was ordered to leave Se-
bastapol at once. Another version is
that the Russian officials apologized
for his arrest.

BOSTON, May 26.

In an attempt to reduce the cost of
living, Mayor Fitzgerald has a plan
to ask all coastwise steamers and
States naval vessels to report by
wireless as soon as a school of mack-
érel is sighted. He believes that
sending radio messages, giving mas-
ters of fishing schooners the -exact
location of schools of fish would
greatly aid the fishermen and the
public, and thinks the system should
be adopted all along the Atlantic
coast.

PARIS, May 26.
Energetic action was taken by the
Government against the anti-military
campaign during the night and morn-
ing when more than eighty offices of
the General Confederation of Labor
and Labor Exchanges in Paris and
the Provincial cities were seized by
the Government which intends to
prosecute, on charges of sedition, the
organizers of the recent demonstra-
tions among the soldiers, against the
newly-introduced three-year term of
service in the active army. Arrange-
ments were carefully made, and the
seizures carried out simultaneonsly.
Much incriminating evidence was
found.

SMYRNA, May 26.

The s.s. Nevada, with 200 passen-
gers, struck three mines’in success-
ion, yesterday, in the Gulf of Smyr-
na, and sank. Cnly 80 passengers
and crew are reported saved. The
mines were strewn in the coast wa-
ters of Asia Minor by the Turks to
prevent attack by the Greeks during
the Balkan war. The 80 were. res-
cued by boats from the French cruis-
er Bonix, which was anchored in the
harbor. The Nevada is the second
passenger steamer sunk by mines in
the Gulf within a week, and the
fourth destroyed in this manner since
the outbreak of the war. The others
were the Texas, 480 tons, lost April
1912, 68 out of 139 lost, the majority
Greek pilgrims from Jerusalem; on
Wednesday last the Senegal, 5 killed
and 6 injured; and in January the
Turkish ‘Hordores,” a sailing vessel
of 650 tons, was blown up at the en-
trance of Smyrna Bay.

I think it
brutal of the owners of them, and a
number of these cows are owned by
farmers who have:plenty of land and
pasturage but prefer to turn- the poor
anrimals out while they try to grow
enough to just tide them through the
winter. Oh, you poor cows, you feed
your master and his family but he
does not care to look after you; oh,
no, get out and get what you can in
all kinds of weather, you are expected
to give your full complement of milk
and pure at that; :
Secondly,— Mr. Editor, as regards
cleanliness of milk. Can this milk be
pure? I say no. The cows pick up
every sort of disease on the road sides
and we knpw what the grass is along-
side of same where dust and filth are
always accumulating, and with this
grass to eat can the cow be supposad,
being half-starved trying to obtain a
feed, to supply pure milk and milk
free from disease. Mr. Brehm should
look into this matter, it may look a
small thing but there is a lot in it.
Test the milk and see what it contains.
The stables and dairies may be pure
and clean but look at what the grass
contains. If it was tested I guess the
trouble of so much sickness would he
found out and a great deal of it stop-
ped;
Lastly,—Mr. Editor, I should like to
know what law on our Statute Bogk
permits persons to have their cattle at
large to do as they please and destroy
other people’s property. It is not per-
mitted in other countries, why should
wn permit it here. Farmers, if you
have to call them so although they do
not do credit to the name, who have
cattle at large should be made either
to keep them in bounds or sell them
and not half starve them on the high-
ways.

Trusting that this matter will hge
looked into without delay.
