Doctors and Gas Fires
In an article which recently appear­

ed in the London “Evening News,” Mr. 
W. G. Faulkner stated: “Ini making 
my inquiries I discovered one signi­
ficant fact.

Found Goods Consigned 
to Germany .

Six bags of oiled meal cakes mark­
ed “Germany,” six more bags of oiled 
meal cakes marked “Turkey,” and 
one bag of cocoa beans marked “Liv­
erpool” in large letters and “Ham­
burg” in small type, were discovered 
in the cargo of the Norwegian ship 
Sandefjjord yesterday.

In addition to the bags of cakes and 
cocoa beans, a score of small bags 
were found, bearing “Copenhagen” 
stamped on the sides, and “Germany” 
branded in small letters on the heads. 
One of the bags was opened and 
found to contain sausage casings.

About ten o’clock yesterday the 
men working from No. 1 hatch no­
ticed a bag of cocoa beans that was 
marked in big letters “Liverpool,” 
and the word “Hamburg” stamped in 
very small type just below “Liver­
pool” and at right angles to it.

Just about the same time, the 
twelve bags of oiled cakes consigned 
to “Germany” and “Turkey” were 
discovered In No. 3 hatch. The kegs 
were found two hours later.

The Furness shed is now filled to 
overflojwing. The Sandefjord has 
moved to the Sugar Refinery wharf 
at Richmond.—Halifax paper.
