Washington, 8ept. 4.^-The navy’s 
new battle cruisers, four of which 
are tft be laid down next year, will 
look like a blast furnace gone to sea. 
Each will be equipped with six or 
more smoke stacks, according to plans 
now being completed by the navy de­
partment.

Some American cruisers carry four 
stacks and some of European con­
struction will have five, but with the 
exception of a few small destroyers, 
no vessels In operation have six.

The battle cruisèrs will be electric 
driven and oil burning. The builders 
will be required to produce vessels 
which will give oft no smoke when 
it Is desired to conceal their move­
ments, but they will also be equipped 
to pour otlt heavy banks of black 
smoke as a screen to conceal the op­
eration of vessels behind them.

To make the 36 knot speed required 
it has been necessary to provide th/3 
ships with between . 180,000 and 200,- 
000 horsepower, generated by steam 
turbines which In turn drive the elec­
tric generators.

Navy experts are confident they 
will make 36 knots with full equip­
ment aboard, and stripped will run 
38 knots, or more than 42' land miles 
an hour.

European navies try out their swift 
boats for speed without armament, 
and with only a small portion of their 
fuel cargo «aboard. American navy 
craft, however, must make the re­
quired speed w ith full, fighting equip­
ment and at least two-thirds fuel ca­
pacity.

SEA FIGHT IN BALTIC.
LONDON, "To-day.

A Morning Post despatch from 
Stockholm sayg: A sea fight has tak­
en place between Russian and Ger­
man forces in the Gulf of Bothnia 
near the Aland Islands. On account 
of the darkness and fog it was impos­
sible from the. Swedish coast to see 
the fighting clearly but salvos of 
heavy guns were heard and detailed 
reports are expected.

To Governor, St. John’s:
Early this week the French made 

brilliant advance between Combles 
and l'eronne taking over 2,300 pris­
oners. Last night we took a thous­
and yards of enemy trenches south­
east of Thiepval. This morning we 
attacked on a six mile front from 
Bouleaux Wood on the Albert-Bap- 
aume Road, advancing two to three 
thousand yards at various places. 
Fighting has resulted in the capture 
of nearly all the high ground between 
Combles and the Pozieres-Bnpaume 
Road, most of Bouleaux Wood, Fiers 
High Wood, Martinpulch and Cource- 
lette. The enemy fought stubbornly. 
Over 2,500 prisoners were taken, in­
cluding sixty-five officers and six 
battalion commanders. The air ser­
vice co-operated very effectively. 
Thirteen German aeroplanes were 
destroyed and one kite balloon.

The Italians resumed the offensive 
on the Carso, storming trenches at 
East Vallone and taking over 2,000 
prisoners.

The Serbians defeated the Bulgars 
at Lake Ostrovo capturing 25 guns.

Still pressing forward 
north of the Somme, the French 
threaten the towns of Combles and 
Rancourt. Already they have cut 
their way through the outer defences 
of these strongholds. By capturing 
Priez farm yesterday they encircled 
Combles completely, except for the 
two roads leading to the northeast. 
The British advance to-day won con­
trol of these. Fochs’ troops pushed 
forward to-day to the outskirts of 
Rancourt on the Bapaume-Peronne 
Road. The Germans in an effort to 
save the rest of the highway delivered 
a heavy counter attack from Clery, 
but this was hurled back with heavy- 
loss to the-Teutons.

- . LONDON, To-day.
The capture of Priez farm was a 

notable work. This position was 
honeycombed with underground pas­
sages and redoubts and fortified with 
Six separate lines of trenches. These 
were cleaned up completely by the 
French troops.

SALONIKA, To-day.

The Bulgarians are falling back in 
disorder toward Monastir, pursued by 
the victorious Serbians, according to 
an official statement published at the 
Serbian headquarters. The text of 
the statement follows : After two 
days’ artillery preparation and occu­
pation of the enemy’s advanced posts, 
our troops carried out decisive at­
tacks in the principal Bulgarian po­
sitions in the direction of Fiorina, 
which were crowned • with complete 
success. The Bulgarian position at 
Malkanidze and Malareka are now in 
our hands and General Boyadjeiff’s 
army is Retiring in disorder toward 
Monastir pursued by oiir victorious 
troops. We made a large number of 
prisoners and captured 39 guns, in­
cluding several of heavy calibre, a 
great quantity of munitions, 60 lim­
bers and a quantity of rifles. Several 
of the captured guns are now turned 
against. the Bulgarians whose losses 
are enormous. The field of battle is 
strewn with enemy corpses and pris­
oners state that one Bulgarian regi­
ment lost 1,500 men as a result of our 
bombardment.
