Sixteen Persons Drowned.
BERLIN, May 27.—Severe storms fol­

lowed by floods are reported in various 
parts of Germany. At Alvensleben a house 
was underminded by water, and sixteen of 
the occupants were drowned. At Suplinger 
five persons were killed by lightning.

William Wants Better Spelling.
BERLIN, May 27.—Emperor William has 

summed a conference of eminent scholars to 
discuss the subject of a fixed uniform Ger- 
man orthography. The conference will Del 
held in Berlin, Austria and Switzerland 
have been invited to send delegates. /

Another British Steamer Lost. /
LONDON, May 27.— The British steamer 

Albano, from Baltimore, collided of the 
Scilly Islands Sunday with the steamer 
Varissa, and was sunk. The crew was 
saved. One man was seriously injured. 
The forepart of the Varissa is full of water.

Temporal Power of the Pope.
VIENNA, May 27.—The Reichs-Corre- 

spondenz announces that the Pope recently 
addressed a circular to about 100 bishops 
in different countries asking whether, in 
their opinion, the proclamation of the dogma 
of the temporal power of the Holy Sec 
would be opportune. Sixty-six bishops are 
said to have declared in favor of the 
dogma, while all the Italian bishops ex­
press themselves as opposed to it. The 
Jesuits are in favor of proclaiming the 
dogma without delay.

The Columbus Centenary.
MADRID, May 27.— A number of gentle­

men prominent in political and literary 
circles, assembled yesterday at the residence 
of Premier Sagasta, andappointed a grand 
committee to arrange for a suitable ob­
servance by Spain of the Columbus centen­
ary in 1892. The committee will co-oper­
ate witii the Government Commission 
already appointed. It is proposed to hold 
an exhibition here and to invite the South 
American republics to participate.

The Turkish Outrages in Crete.
LONDON, May 27.—The Christians of 

Canea, Crete, have adopted a resolution ap- 
pealing to the foreign consuls for protec­
tion against the continued outrages per­
petrated upon them by the Turks. They 
have resolved to send a deputation to 
Chukir Pasha, Governor of the Island, to 
protest against their treatment. The 
Christians threaten to close their shops and 
bring about a general suspension of business 
unless there is a change for the better in 
the attitude of the Turks toward them.

Mr. Gladstone at Hawarden.
LONDON, May 26.—Mr. Gladstone will 

deliver an important speech at Hawarden 
to-morrow, on which occasion it is ex­
pected that there will be at least 10,000 
people present. Arrangements have been 
made for the transportation of delegates 
which contemplate the carrying of 2,000 
from Bristol, 1,000 from Huddersfield, 1,000 
from Croswaithe, 700 from Ilkerston, and 
lesser numbers from the smaller places in 
the vicinity of Hawarden Castle. The ex- 
Premier’s speech lias been specially pre­
pared with reference to the leading political 
questions aflecting Ireland, Wales and 
Scotland.

Salisbury's "Senility."
LONDON, May 27.—The Times prints a 

long and caustic letter from Mr. Stanley in 
reply to the recent utterances of Lord 
Salisbury. He says that if the German 
colonial demands be granted it would be 
more economical to make Germany a gift of 
the whole British sphere in Africa. Then 
British investors might obtain so many 
shillings for the pounds they so credulously 
have been victimized out of. He declares 
that the German sphere is the finest in 
Africa, and adds, “Still their cry is ‘Give! 
give!" If you think they are better 
adapted than the English to civilize Africa 
do nothing half-heartedly; yield all, in­
cluding Egypt. Excessive amiability may 
become an infirmity, and the infirmity of 
negligence, like other diseases, grows till 
it ends in chronic senility.

Cold-Eloodey Murder in St. John, N.B- 
TheMurderer Arrested.

Sr. Jou N. B., May 27.—Sam.uel Tor- 
rie a resient of the north end, was fatally 
stabbed an the threshold of his own door 
last mimight. A gaping wound to the 
right ofnis heart marks the spot where the 
knife of the murderer bad entered, and the 
well-worn garments saturated with blood 
give evidence of a flow of the life current 
whist nothing could stop. It seems that 
near midnight a knock was heard at the 
dorr, and Torrie answered it. Two roughs, 
by name Theodore Watt and Wm. Gray, 
where there and asked tor a drink 
of water. Torrie told them to be- 
gone, and the next moment those sitting 
within heard him cry out “My God, I’m 
stabbed.” Torrie fell into the arms of 
his friends and expired within ten minutes. 
Gray and Watt, on being arrested, offered 
no resistance. Watt turned to the officers 
and said: “I did it, but it was an ac­
cident.” He is the youngest prisoner, 
is 18 years of age and has a widowed 
mother, a very reputable woman. Torrie 
was a man 40 years of age, and leaves 
a widow and two children. He 
lias Deen drinking heavily lately, and 
was in the company of Gray and 
Watt early last evening. Watt has 
confessed to having committed the murder 
although unintentionally. He, Gray and 
Torrie had been together during the evening 
drinking. About 11 o’clock Torrie returned 
home. They followed him and knocked at the 
door of his house, asked for a drink and 
were ordered away. They knocked again, 
and Torrie came to the door. “I was 
standing on the stoop cutting tobacco,” said 
Watt, “when Gray demanded a drink, and 
Torrie sprang forward and struck him, 
knocking him down. I raised my knife 
and plunged it into Torrie's side, and we 
ran away.” They hid in a barn for some 
hours, and were making the best of their 
way out of the city when arrested.

He was sitting on the veranda of the 
Springbank cate with his wife and noticed 
the boat when it first approached the dam.

when the boat was drawn toward the dam 
a second time, but before he could leave 
the cafe the craft had shot over the dam. 
Running as fast as he could to the bank be- 
low, he jumped into an old skimmer and 
pulled down the river to the excursionists’ 
boat, to which Shannon and Miss Phillips 
were clinging. The two had made a des­
perate struggle for life, and Shannon had 
his arm around the girl to strengthen her 
hold on the boat. Mr. Lewis cautioned 
them against attempting to climb into his 
light craft, and told them to hold on to the 
side. They followed his instructions, and 
were towed to the shore and landed safely.

MISS IDA DOHERTY 
was a daughter of Mr. Thomas Doherty, 
of 508 Grey street, formerly conductor on 
the G. T. R. railway, but who has been 
physically incapacitated by paralysis for the 
past two years. His daughter was a brigiit 
and cheerful girl about 17 years old and 
was a great favorite with her associates.

Mr. Wm. Doherty, brother of deceased, 
on hearing of the calamity started for the 
scene.

WORK AND WAGES.

Canadian Carpenters in Chicago- 
Shorter Hours for Cabinetmakers. NEIGHBORHOOD NEWS.or 33c.

CHICAGO, May 27.—A newspaper here 
says Treasury Agents Schlatz and Lester, 
who have been here looking into the matter 
of the alleged importation of foreigners 
under contract by the old Boss Carpenters’ 
Association to take the places of strikers, 
have some sensational testimony to submit 
to the Joint Conference on Immigration 
and Naturalization, which began its session 
here yesterday. To learn the movements of 
the old bosses they, in conjunction witli 
the union carpenters, put 500 union men at 
work for the old bosses. They are mostly 
French-Canadians. These 500 spies have 
for more than a week been mingling with 
the 500 imported men employed by the old 
bosses and sounding the relations they 
sustain to their employers. It is said the 
spies have gathered evidence, documentary 
and otherwise, showing that the Alien 
Labor Law has been violated in spirit and 
letter. It is intimated one spy was dis­
patched to Canada—a would-be employer of 
carpenters—with instructions to bring to 
Chicago 700 carpenters and guarantee 
them work at 30 cents per hour for six 
months. Criminal prosecutions, the au­
thorities say, will be begun as soon as the 
evidence can be got into proper shape.

SHORTER HOURS FOR CABINETMAKERS.
TORONTO, May 27.—The cabinetmakers 

in the employ of Messrs. Millichamp, Sons 
& Co., Ewing & Co. and S. L. Rawlinson, 
manufacturers, have made arrangements 
whereby for the future nine hours for a 
day's work will be the recognized rule of 
these shops. Other shops are falling in 
line, and it is hoped and believed by the 
men that with the friendly co-operation of 
their employers all cabinet and piano- 
making establishments will soon be work­
ing under the nine hours "system.

Lower California Loyal.
CITY of Mexico, May 27.—President 

Diaz speaking of Lower California, said he 
attached little importance to the filibuster­
ing movement. He knew the United States 
Government would not allow neutrality to 
be violated and the Mexican Government 
would protect its territory and have a 
sufficient force in Lower California to repel 
any invaders. Telegrams received here 
state that the people of Lower California 
are a unit against the filibusters and there 
is very little complaint against federal 
officials.

Many Crimes to Answer For.
CLAYTON, Mo., May 27.—Mansfield King, 

the self-confessed murderer, horse thief and 
all-round criminal in jail here, has been 
identified as the man Wells who forced 
Cashier Moffatt, of the First National 
Bank, of Denver, to hand over $21,000 in 
cash in March, 1889, at the point of a re­
volver. King has confessed that he robbed 
Moffat. The act was very bold. King 
compelled Moflatt to sign a check in his 
private office at the bank, get the money on 
it from the teller, and then bring the cash 
to King. The latter then walked out of the 
bank and escaped.

NEW YORK, May 27. —Frederick 
Romano, a burly Italian blacksmith, lived 
with his wife and four children in the tene­
ment at 27 Mulberry street.
