Loxpon, Oct. 4 —The Times’ Paris cor-
respondent says that Mr. Phipps, Secretary
of the Embassy and Charge d’Aflaires, in
tho absence of Lord Dufferin, had an inter-
view with M. Hanotaux, Foreign Minister,
last svening,and the intercourse of the two
was very cordial. Mr. Phipps expresses
his convicticn that any difficulties which
may have arisen between France and Eng-
land are perfectly suscepiible of scttle-
ment.

Distinguishcd Railway FPassengers
Shaken Up.

Loxpow, Oct. 4.—The Scoteh express for
London while running at a high rate of
speed early this morning came into collisicen
with a freight near North Hallerton. Three
passenger cars were derailed and three or
four persouns slightly injured. Among the
passengers on the train were Mr. Arnold
Morley, M.P., General Baron Hindlip and
Lord Tweedmouth, who were shaken up,
bat not injured.

France and Madagascar.

PaRis, Oct. 4.—It is understood that the
French Cabinet Council decided upon im-
mediate and energetic action in Madagas-
car.

A dispatch from Port Louis reports the
denial previously made that 2 blockade of
the ports of Madacascar had been pro-

ciaimed. The dispatch adds that the report

arose through miscepstruction «f the ste]
taken by Fronch warships alorpg the coast
to prevent the landing <f arms and ammu-
nition for the Hovas.

Unprotected by ¢“Protection.’”
BerLiN, Oct. 4.—The Tagenlatt pub-
lishes an interview with Usnitel States
Consul Dekay, in which that gentieman is
reported to have said that under the

former tariff law the Unpited States itseif {

was the greatest cufierer. Although they
were ofiset to a great extent by a bad bar-
vest, he said good results from tke reduc-
tion of the duties were already seen, At
no distant date a further reduction in the
schedulee might be made.

BerLiN, Oct. 4.—The Kreuz Zsitung,
which generally obtains accurate news of
the Russian court, learns that the Czar is
in o far worso state of health than has been
cfficially admitted and that his death may
be expected within a few weeks. The visit
of the Czarewitch to Darmstadt was post-
poned upon the advice of the Czar’s
phbysicians, and the marriage of the Cuzare-
witch to Princess Alix was also postponed
upon the some advice. It was ramored
that the engagement ¢f the Czarewitch to
Princess Alix had bcen broken, but this is
untrue.

LoxpoN, Oct. 4.—The Admiralty have
ordered to proceed to China the first class
oruiser St. George, now at Portsmouth, and
the second class cruiser Aolus, from the
Mediterranean squadron. The gunboats
Redbreast and Pigeon, of the Fast India
squadron, have also been crdered to Chinese
waters. This action is understood to be in
accordance with the decision of today’s
Cabinet couneil,

HE FEXPECTS IT.
{Associated Press Dispatch.)

ToroNTO, Oct. 4.—The newspapers here
received information this evening that the
order-in-council appointing Mr. W. R.
Meredith to the chief justiceship of the
Court of Common Pleas had passed. Mr,
Meredith was seen later in the evening,
and had not at shat time received motice
himself that the order had actually passed,
though he was expecting it, The names of
Messrs. Whitney, Marter and Howland
are mentionad as his possible successor;the
latter probably will be moet favorably re-
ceived generally. Mr. Meredith’s salary in
his position is $13,000, besides his private
practice, Of this sum, however, he had to
pay several thousand a year for assistance.
His impending retirement is the topic of
the day.

NOT YET APPOINTED.

OTTAWA, Oot. 4. —Thae Promier was asked
tonight if Hon. W. R. Meredith was ap-
pointed to the chief justiceship of the Court
of Common Pleas and he replied that he
was not. It is believed here that Mr.
Meredith will receive the appointment,

OTTAwA, Oct. 5.—As briefly telegraphed
you late last night, William Ralph Mere-
dith, Q.C., was appointed Chief Justice of
the Court of Common Pleas at the Cabines
meeting yesterday afiernoon. The order
was not signed by the Deputy Governor,
Mr. Samuel Strong, and that accounts for
the delay in the official announcement,
which is likely to be given out tomorrow.

Another’ Ottawa correspondeant tele-
graphs: [t was said that Mr. Justice Rose
expected promotion, the expectation being
that & puisne judge would be appointed,
and the presidency cf the court conierred
on one of the existing judges. Precedents
have been made for the appointment of
gentlemen frem the bar to high judicial
positions. Hon, Mr. Boyd was taken from
the bar and made Chancellor ¢f Ontario,
and Mr. Sedgewick was appointed from the
bar to the bench of the Supreme Court of
Canada. In Mr. Boyd’s case, however,
Vice-Chancellor Blake, who had thus been
passed over, immediately resigned.”

Mr. Meredith’s salary will be $7,000 per
anvum as Chief Justice of Ontario.

PERSONAL REMINISCENCES.

Meredith calmly accepted the situation,
and offered his visitor a seai. The new
Chief Justice became reminiscent, *‘I have
been in the Legislature for over 22 vears,”
he says, **and I believe that with the ex-
ception of Tom Gibson, of Huron, Iam the
oldest member of it. Baxter came in when
the first Provincial election was beld and
Gibson at the second. 1came in with Sir
Oliver Mowat on the bye-elections of 1873,
when Blake, Mackenzie and the other Fed-
eral leaders went out. Perry resigned
his place in Oxford for Mowat and
Carling for me. I was slected, however,
before Mowat, Let me zee,”
