THE SPRINGBANK THEATER

Arrangements May Yet Be Made for
Its Continuance.

The announcement that the street
railway company had decided to dis-
continue the theater at Springbank on
the ground that it was a losing game,
created not a. little surprise in muni-
cipal circles, and disappointment
among the citizens in general.

The agreement between the board of
water commissioners and the street
railway, by which the latter secured
the rights to build the theater, con-
tains no clause making it compulsory
on the part of the company to operate
it during the sSummer months. One
clause, however, limits the prices of
admission to be charged for the theater
to five and ten cents, and there is a
feeling in municipal circles that if this
is withdrawn and the company allowed
to advance the prices the theater will
be in full swing this summer as usual,
In fact, Manager Carr, of the railway,
has approached members of the board
of water commissioners in the matter,
and some arrangement may be arrived

at an early date.
The company e¢laim
prices advanced the theater can be
made to pay its way, but that at the
present rates of admission it can only
be continued at a loss.

Chairman Darch, of the water com-
missioners, and Mayor Campbell, are
said to be in favor eof allowing the
railway company to increase the prices
for some of the seats, but they will
insist on a number of them being kept
2t the five-cent rate.

Commons—passed certain school ordin-
ances affecting the educational system
of the Territories. These ordinances
completely eliminated the dual system
of schools, and put in force a System
of public schools. The main feature
of this act of 1891 is that the same
government applies to every school es-
tablished under these ordinances. The
only mention of separate schools in
these ordinances is contained in sec-
tions 42 to 47, and these eclauses simply
give the right to the minority, either
Protestant or Catholie, to establish a
separate school in any section where a
public school had already been estab-
lished. Under™  this gct’ of 1891 the
schools, whethér public or. separate,
were made identical—the same cur-
riculum being used—the same rules
governed -in evemthing.. *“Feachers -of
all' schools are (*&npelh d to pass the
same examinations and hold the same
certificates, Every regulation that ap-
plies to a public school applies also to
the separate school.

System latisfactory.

The people of the
found this system
Of Ithe 1,200 schools which have been
established under chapters 29, 30 and
31 of the ordinances of 1891, only 11
are separate schools. Nine of these have
been established by Cafholic minori-
ties, and two by Protestant minorities,
The only reason that any minority can
have for the establishing of saparate
scheools is that in regard to religious
instruction. Under this act of 1891, the
schools are the same from 9 o’clock in
the morning until 3:30 in the after-
noon. If the people so wish it, in the
separate schools, any religious instruc-
tion which the majority of the trustees
may decide upon may be given the
scholars, and the section of the -act
referred to expressly stipulates that
this is entirely {oluntary with the
scholars, and any and all pupils who
so desire may leave the school at 3:30,
when such religious instruction is to
be given.

Thus under ﬂ](‘ act separate schools
have a far different meaning to that
which the term conveys to the people
of Ontario. 1In: brief, in a separate
school in the Northwest, the trustees
have merely the power to select the
teacher and to say what instruction
shall be given for a half hour  each
day. And this is only in eleven of the
1,200 schools in the Territories. In the
fourteen ‘years in which this system
has been in vogue, not a single objec-
tion has been raised by the people of
the Northwest, Protestant @and Cath-
olic. The people are satisfied with it
All the Liberal Government is doing
then, is continuing this state of affairs.
The Government is not establishing
separate schools. 1t is merely continu-
ing the conditions which the people of
the Territories made for themselves in
1891, when the vast majority of the
people of the Northwest were Protest-
ant—a condition which has been found
satisfactory to Protestants and Cath-
olics alike. . The Government is not
amending in the slightest particular
the school act of the Territories. The
Territories may amend the act, alter
it, or do anything they like with it,
but the Dominion Government is not
meddling with it in any particular.

First, the
matter would go to the local court,
then to the supreme court, and finally
to the Privy Council. This legal pro-
cedure would eat up two years and a
half at least. And all the while, th=
country would be in a state of discon-
tent. If the courts held that clauses
2 and 4 of section 93 did apply, then
the minority would be entitled to the
privileges under section 11 of the act
of 1875. Therefore the mihority would
be given the right to establish a dual
system of schools. And the people of
the Northwest, who did away with this
system in 1891, do not wish to returp
to it. They want their present system,
which has given satisfaction to all cou-
cerned for the past fourteen years.

A Mischisevous Amendment.

The amendment is mischievous in ghr-
extreme, If under the clause of secticn
93, which gives the Dominion Govern-
ment the power of remedial legislation.
a minority appealed to the Governmeni
to compel the neéwly-created province
to comply with the demand of a minor-
ity for separate schopls, a condition of

“The
same laws govern all schools in every
respect. The public and separate
schools are identical. The Dominion
Government is not in the slightest
particular tampering with the systein
which the people of the Northwest
made for themselves, and which for
fourteen years has given satisfaction
to both Catholics and Protestants. The
people do not want dual schools, and
the ery that the Dominign
ment is seeking to estahlish
absolutely false. When the pecple un-
derstand the autonomy bill, as they
will before the campaign is over, they
will see that there is mnet a tittle of
truth in the cries of coercion which
are being made for political purposes
against the Liberal Government. The
Government does not fear to face the
people, because it has acted in the in-
terests of the people and for the peo-
ple. Its:actions have been constitution-
al and fair,and the people of the North-
wesl are being given a free hand
all matters relating to education.”

When Mr. Hymsa eoncluded, Al
Greenlees assured him that his explan-
ation was most satisfactory, and Ald.
Gerry seconded the resolution which
declared South London Liberals to be
in accord with the Govermment on the
subject. The minister was tendered a
tremendous ovation as he took his seadi.
