His Lordship, in addressing the grand
jury, congratulated them —oun the light
cilendar, when the population of the city
was taken in account, presented for their
cousideration.

Liarceny cases predominated in the list,
and after defining the nature of ;this
crime and the duties of the grand' jury,
His Lordship referred briefly: to  the
otfence  with which Jailer W, P. Allen
stood charged. It was that of unlawfully
shooting an Indian, held for trial on a
charge of ‘drunkenness. ~The law
especially cautioned officors against the
use of their weapons, except in desperate
cises ; the victim of the shooting in the
cise of Allen was guilty only of a mis-
demeanor, and the jury, as the case had
ieen presented, could do nothing else but
iind a true bill. On his trial, Allen
would have abundant opportunity to
show what excuse he had for shooting.
The grand jurors were advised to deal
with minor cases first, and on their
retirement the court adjourned at noon,
until 1:30 p.m.

On the resumption of business, the
grand jury aonounced thit they had
found true bills in the cases of F. Bern-
hart, T. McDonald, J. Carl and ' Mrs.

The prisoner in this case, who was
charged with the larceny of certain car-
penters’ tools, was no. represented by
counsel. He pleaded ‘“‘not guilty,” and
waived the right to challenge any of the
petit jurors called.

The Deputy Attorney-General, after
briefly reviewing the case, called Andrew
Keyes, a carpenter, who said that about
Uctober 25 he rented a cabin on Herald
street, iu which he put his tools and
blankets. Prisoner made an agreement
to share the cabin, and moved in on Sat-
urday night. Last saw the tools in the
cabin, when prisoner was in the place.
Identified two razors produced as his;
did not lend or give them to the prisoner.
Discovered that the tools were gone at b
v'elock on Monday morning. Spoke to
prisoner about themn and he said that he
would get them back. Saw Bernhart
searched ; the razors were found in his
pocket,

The prisoner conducted his cross-ex-
amination with considerable vigor, the
facts being elicited that witness first
broke the dour on Saturday evening.
The goods were then all right’; on Mou-
day morning the goods were gone.

Henry Jensen, head waiter at the Rail-
rad Hotel, where the prisoner boarded,
testified to having seen him and two men
coming out of the cabin and going up
Herald street. They had a sack and a
bundle of bedding ; prisoner left them
and said that he would see them
the next day; prisoner afterwards
sald to him that the place had- been
broken into and a quantity of goods, ‘n-
¢luding gome provisions belonging to him,
liad been stolen. ¢

The prisoner unsuccessfully endeavored
to show that the witness did not under-
stand German, which he said was the
language spoken by him and the other
men.

John Carlsen corroborated the testi-

mony of this witness, except that he did
lot understand the German conversation.
There was no mention of tools,
_ Sergeant Walker testitied that on the
Irencon of the 4th, he had a tatk with
Andrew Keyes, in front of the Railroad
Hotel, in consequence of which he arrest-
td the prisoner who had two TAZOrs upon
i, the case of which was discovered in
the cabin.

| THE CHINESE HOMICIDE. :

The case of Fucg Ling Din, accused of
murder at James Bay, was placed in the
dock. He looked iu  excellent health

and spirits as he entered the court, and|

was defended by Mr. Walker, the Hon.
the Attorney General representirg the
crown.  The following jury was 1mpan-

elled, Heury Muss, Fred BDyet, William
Simpkins, William Hicks, Alex Whyte,
William McKittrick, A. W. Biggar, Johp
L. Harrison, John S. Fullerton. Joweph
B. King, F. Galbraith, and W. R. Arm-
strong.

The Attorney-General  briefly pre-
sented the facts of the case as they would
be brouzht out in evidencs, holding that
there was nothing which, to his mind,
could reduce the crime from murder to
manslaughter..

After the clothes of the prisoner and ef
the murdered man, together with the
knife by which the killing was committed,
had been"brought into court,

Sergeant Robert Walker, of the City
Palice Force, entered the b x.

By
way of accounting for the blood which was
seen ini all‘directions ‘in"the kitchen, pri-
soner said- hissmose . had -been. bleeding.
The kitchen had been flooded with water,
but in one spot there was ‘s great deal of
bloud, as als:s on the wail, near the stairs,
and ou the edge of the door leading to
thehall: Therewasblood on prisvner’s face,
wrist and stockings. The dour behind that
of the 'kitchen was locked. On asking,
prigener, said ‘No oue there: him gone
to town.” On openinz the door of a
room witness found under the bed the
body of a deadChinaman, close by which
was a large knife, which he  produced.
He at once arrested the prisiner, whom
he haudeuffed and took into the kitchen.
In avswer to his questions. prisoner said
he had killed the man. In a box there
were the articles of clothing produced all
spotted with . blood, other clothes being
also diseivered in another box.

Officers Redgrave and Levin attended
to “coroburate Walker's testimony, but
were not called.

Mrs. Milligan.testified to the prisoner
being in her employ. On the day of the
murder she saw the prisoner and another
Chinaman in the kitchen. and subsegent-
ly. in the afternoon, while in the dining-
room, heard a noise as of something fall-
ing, followed by groans and a struggle,
lasting several minutes. She found the
kitchen door locked, and went out for
help, returning accompanied by Miss
Lawson and Mrs. Raymur's Chinaman,

They found the frout door locked, on
which Miss. Laws n telephoned for the
police. Mrs. Raymur having arrived,
they @ntered the house by the Front door
and went into the kitchen, out of which
the prisoner came. He appeared ex-
cited, and on being told the police had
been sent for, went down into the kit-
chen, which he began to clean up by
throwing buckets of wa er on the floor,
Seeing tha', she tried to prevefit him do-
ing this, but he shut the door in her face
and locked it. She then went up stairs,
into the dining room, where shortly
afterward§ the prisoner came and asked
her to tell the police not to mind. He
had cn an undershirt and no coat. He
then went and put his coat on. On the
arrival of the police, she went down inso
the kitchen and sax the blood covered
with water.

By Mr. Walker ; she said that prisoner,
when he brought up some dishes, Inughed
and seemed to be in a good femper.
After the fall there was a short pause be-
fore the struggle. She noticed a bruise
on prisoner's face, and his nose was
bleeding. He held his hand to his side.
There was some meat on the kitchen
table which prisoner had been cutting.
Prisoner had always been a very good
servant.

T. A. Milligan, husband of the last
witness, said that on the eighth Novem-
ber he tound the floor of the Chinaman’s
room covered with blood and the dead
Chinaman lying there. This was about 4
o’clock. Saw the knife, a similar one to
which was/used in the kitchen. Prisoner
had been in his employment three or
four months.

Herbert Carmichael said he had made
an analysis of some of the clothes in this
case, the stains appearing on which were
blood.

Mrs. Milligan, re-examined, identified
the knife as the one, or one exactly like
it, in use in the kitchen. Missed theone
that was there since.
