THE LILÏ IS LOST.

Founders In a Gale off Dodge’s Cove—The 
Crew Safe.

On Tuesday last, the sealing schooner 
Lily, of this port, struck a rock, and, soon 
after, went to the bottom, in Dodge's Cove, 
West Coast of Vancouver Island. The 
particùhirs of the accident, which means 
the total loss of the schooner, with all hep 
gear and sealing outfit, were received by 
the return of the steamer Alert, with Capt. 
J. G. Cox and Mr. Richard Hall, from the 
West- Coast, yesterday. The Lily had 
secured her hunters, and was making 
her way out, bound for the hunt­
ing grounds, when she encountered 
an unmarked rock, foundered, and went 
down. The wind was blowing a gale at the 
time, and a heavy sea was running. The 
crew saved their lives and personal effects, 
though with considerable difficulty, and of 
the schooner’s ^property, only the coin on 
hoard, some $300 was secured, and this by 
the efforts of the Indians. The Lily Was 
owned in this city by Mr. George Byrnes, 
was value4 at aibout $5,000 and was fully 
insured in Lloyd’s. She was built iu 
Essex, U.S., in 1851. The passengers by 
the Alert reported seals plentiful, and 
brought back quite a number of skins.

THB NICOLA RAILWAYS.
To the Editor : — I observe a letter 

signed “A. E. Howse,” in your issue of 
to-day, respecting the Nicola railways. 
After reading your article in yesterday’.-; 
it-sue and the letter referred to, it appears 
to me that there is likely to be unnecessary 
and injurious competition over the proposal 
to construct a railway to Nicola. Anyone 
who has kept himself informed of the pro 
ceedings in the Provincial Legislature 
during the present session, must have ob­
served that there bave been an unusually 
large number of charters applied for to. con­
struct railways in different parts of the pro­
vince. It is, of course, very probable that 
nothing will result from the granting « f 
many of tin se charters, as* unfortunately, 
past experience has shown that many « f 
them are obtained simply for speculutive 
purposes, in the hope that the promoters 
may be able to dispose of them at a profil 
to capitalists who will actually construct 
the ronds comprised in these charters.

In the case of the charters applied for to 
build railways in Nicola Vallt-y, it U s uis- 
f&ctory to know that those asking for them 

really intending to do their b: ut lo can v 
out the construction of these toads. It is 
stated that valuable deposits of coal have 
been discovered in that district, and if, by 
means of railways intersecting that country, 
these deposits can be profitably worked, the 
whole province will reap substantial benefit, 
while the Nicola Valley will enter upon a 
new era of prosperity. But now there ap­
pears to be a prospect of this satisfactory 
condition of things beeag indefinitely posc- 
K>ned, on account of two companies seeking 
;o obtain charters for a railway over prac­
tically the same route. The money for the 
construction of railways in the province 
must be obtained from ontside sources, aud 
it is easy to understand iliat capitalists will 
be disinclined to provide, the requisite 
money if there is a possibility of two 
competing roads being built over the same 
rout». In the interests, not merely of the 
Nicola Valley, but of the whole province, 
it is to be hoped that the Legislature will 
decide in such a manner as will result in the 
immediate Commencement of the work and 
its prosecution to a satisfactory and early 
conclusion. 1 think, sir, that most of your 
readers will agree with me in the statement 
that the only way to bring about this 

'summation is to give the Nicola Valley 
Railway company the right to build the 
piece of road from Spence’s Bridge to 
Nicola Lake, with the tight to the rival 
company of running powers over it, and 
under auch conditions as will ensure the 
early commeucemi nt and speedy completion 
of this road. This appears to be the only 
sensible manner of settling the rivalry be­
tween the two companies.
