¢ Ve got out.of the wreck as soon as we
could after the bottomn was reached, amid
the wildest confusion. Men shouted and
shrieked and scrambled for the window
openings and doors.

““The, Wells-Fargo car, the.combined
baggage and mail car, the parlor car, in
which were about a dozen,people, and the
smoker were piled in & mass of wreckage,
although happily they did not pile upon one
another.” o

Mr. Parsons did not lose his head, al-
though the blood flowed freely from a
wound in his forehead. - He bandaged the
wound with » pocket bandkerchief, and, as
soon as he could, proceeded to ascertain the
cause of the accident.

‘Tt was, without a doubt, a spread rail,”
said Mr. Parsons, ‘‘and the heat did it.
The engine passed over safely, running
along the edge ot the ties, but keeping its
place on the trestle.”

From a reliable source it was learned that
the rails at the wreck were all new, having
been luid but a year or so ago. There is
little doubt that the heat occasioned the ex-
pansion or spread that caused the frightful
accident.

HAWAII WANTS ANNEXATION.

Cuicaco, Sept. 1-—Hon, L. 8. Thurston,
of Honolulu, who is in this city, said to a
reporter to-night that the McKinley bill has
had the effect of uniting the native and

foreign popnlation of Hawii upon the sub-
ject of annexation. He bas just received
one of the native newspapers, which advises
the formation of a republic or the immedi-
ate annexation to the United States.
