The parties sub-
mitting such proposalg to state the secur-
ity they will be prepared to give to ensure
the commencement and completion of the
underfaking. The applicants must fur-

nish with their proposals the enurse of the

posed line of railway, and plans ap-
roximately defining the same. The terms
and conditions to be had on application

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PROPOS-

A Missionary
From the Arclic

Rev Father La Fevre Arrives
Here from the Mouth of
Mackenzie,

Tells of His Adventures and
Work Among the Esqui-
maux and Indians.

Rev. Father La Fevre arrived in Vie-
toria 'last night by the Charmer from
the far-away Arctic. For a number of
years he has been stationed at Fort Mec-
Pherson, about 150 miles from the
mouth of the Mackenzie. There he has
labored for years among the Esquimaux
and Indians, and has made several trips
to the whalers in their winter quarters
at Hershell island, in the Arctic. So
difficult has been the work among the
peoples of that land at the rainbow’s tip,
that he has been abie to make but one
convert as a result of his many years’
of faithfui labos, and, says the reverend
father, with regret, that convert was a
dying old woman, converted on the verge
of the grave. It is a year since he left
his far-away station, where the tribes
have no god, religion is unknown to
them, and there is no greater respect
for the priest than for the miner or
whaler. On April 11 he started out, and
along the great Porcupine with a dog
team, accompanied by a party of min-

ers, he journeyed for 120 days, until at
length he reached the Yukon, near
Fort Yukon, and there he remained for

politic and corporate: it fixed no time as the
limit of 'the life of the corporation. The
work of building the railway under the
Act was divided Into four sections. and the
t'me for completing the work was apportion-
ed among the different sections in the fol-
lowing order:

The first section to be completed within
two years; the second section, within three
years; and the third and fourth sections,
within four years.

The Act was assented to on the 8th day
of May, 1897, so that as to the building of
the third and fourth sections the time-does
not expiré until the Sth of May, 1901.

The situation, however, would be this;
Supposing the time for the ecompletion of
the railway to have expired, the corpora-
tion would not necessarily be dissolved: it
would still exist as a person, but its power
to build the rallway wonld be gone if it
had nothing to depend upon except the lo-
cal statute.  While, however, it was In ex-
Istence, and with none of its powers im-
paired, an Act of the Dominion Parlia-
ment was passed, being Chapter 69 of the
Dominion Acts of 1898. By section 1 of
that Act the works which the company. by
the local Act was empowered to operate,
were declared to be a work for the general
advantage of Canada, and by section 4 the
company was given the right to begzin the
railway within two years, and to complete
it within five years, from tbe date of the
passing of the Act, which is the 13th of
June, 1898, and the company was brought
under the provisions of the Dominion Rail-
way Act. ’

There can be no doubt that the Parlia-
ment of Canada had jurisdiction to declare
this work one for the general advantage of
Canada, and there can also be no doubt of
the proposition that, having declared it to
be a work for the gdeneral advantage of
Canada, the company which was anthorized
to comstruct the work came under the pro-
visions of the Dominion Railway Aect, and
heeame thereby a- Dominion company: so
that parliament could, beyond all question,
extend the time or do any other act which
was pecessary for the proner completion
of the work in accordance with the general
pol cy of the Domin‘on. To ar~u= any other
proposition wonld be to curtnil and dimin-
ish the nowers which the British North Am-
erica Act has given to the Dominion over
works declared to be for the general ad-
vantage of Canada.

2. The Dominion government has acted in
accordance with theé statute. The work
was begun within the two years mentioned
in the statute, and surveys and works of
construction have been carried on which
haye been accepted by the Department of
Railways in Ottawa as a compliance with
the ‘Act. The same department has accept-
ed and approved of the plans which the
company has prepstred, and they are now
officially certified and flled at Ottawa, and
in the proper Land Registry offices in the
province.

3. Supposing the local House should wish '
to keep the local charter alive, they could,
beyond all question, now pass an Act ex-
tending the time. This has been done in
the Columbia & Western charter, and in

some months before resuming his Jjour-
ney, from which he arrived yesterday,
having come from Skagway to Vancou-
ver by the Victorian.

Final-
ly they had to go some distance and pro-
cure a rope 300 feet Iong, with which
they hz}u]ed him up the cliff to safety.
The miners thus rescued were Mesers.
Robertson and Sutherland, two of a
party that were returning from the
Porcupine distriet,

The returned missionary. says that
from what he can learn there is little
it. any gold in this far Northern dis-
trict, and the adventurous ones who
have prospected it have not found much
to reward them. At his station at Fort
McPherson, on the Mackenzie, Father
Le Fevre labored for years among the

| whalers, once in 1895, again in 1896 and
again in 1897, that year of disaster
among the whalers, when the Rosario
and two other vessels were burned, and
the Navarch lost and others of the fleet
caught in the pack. .

Of his _-ﬁrst trip he says that caught as
he was in a great storm in the Arctic,
after leaving the Mackenzie in his small

Moran’s Men Are All
Busy.

Though Customs Officials Had
Ordered Them to Desist
from Operations.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Nanaimo, May 2.—The steamer City
of Nanaimo arrived this evening from
Union, The officers report that Moran’s
force, or as many as can crowd on the
Willamette, are working hard making
alterations.  They' have got steam up
and apparently ecverything is in full
swing in spite of the fact that H. H.
Smith, customs collector here, strictly
enjoined Moran Bros. to desist from
all work on the wreck.

Officers of the City £ Nanaimo say
that nearly all the thirty-nine men Mor-
ans have with them are engaged on the
steamer, though the big barge with the
apparatus to be used in hauling her off

the reef remains tied up to Union whart.
Men on the steamer seemed to be fix-
ing up ,bulkheads, straightening out
bent framework and shifting gear ot
various kinds as if preparatory to a final
pull and pump out. The officers say that
the Moran people are anxious to have as
much time as possible so that when the
order for release comes from Ottawa
they will be all ready to proceed.

Collector of Customs Smith interview-
ed this evening, says he does not believe
the Morans would do anything of the
kind, and his agent at Union reports
that no attempt has been made so far
to work on the wreck. What the men
on the Willamette are doing, he be-
lieves, is removing the coal cargo, which
is going to Vancouver. This they are at
perfect liberty to do, as it is produce of
British Columbia. Mr. Smith explains
the fires in the boilers on the ground that
they are used merely for heating pur-
poses. Officers of the Nanaimo are con-
fident something more than shifting coal
is in progress, as no barges are alongside,
and yet the employees are hammering
away busily.

Speech from the Throne Prom-
ises a Number of Impor-
tant Measures.

He had some difficulty in keeping his

patience when deputations talked to him
about the unprofitable condition of trade.
He had proposed the tax for merely one
year, and it would be on those who were
able to bear it,
. As to the ‘competition of the United
States, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach said:
“Last year the price of our coal at the
port of export rose very much higher
than the price of coal in the United
States. But in spite of that, our export
of coal was 38,000,000 tons, or 3,500,
000 tons more than the previous year.
The United States export was a lit-
tle over 5,000,000. If the United States
could not compete when the price of our
coal was very high, it would be absolute
ly impossible for them to compete when
the price of our coal was low.

RUSSIAN UNIVERSITIES.
Minister of Publie Instruction Recom-
mends Pardoning Students.

St. Petersburg, May 2.—The corre-
spondent of the Associated Press is in-
formed that Gen. von. Novski, the min-
ister of public instruction, made a re
port to the Czar last week recommend-
ing the pardoning of the soldier students
and other absentees from the universi-
ties and permitting them to return in
August for the examiunations, their mil-
itary service to continue until then, The
Czar consented, and the students are
fairly generous, disregarding the reso-
lution against participating in the ex-
aminations. The temporary stoppage of
the Rosseya sales on the streets is at-
tributed to the publication of a report
of the annual meeting of the Internation-
al bank, in which M. Rothstein is man-
ager, was attacked. All the banks are
suffering from industrial and financial
stagnation., But the International bank
is not suffering any more than the rest.
