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TEN YEARS OF OUR SCHOOL HISTORY.

Dr. Kelly, school inspector of Brant, has
just handed in his annual report to the
county council, and in itjhe takes occasion
to review the educational progress of the
past ten years. Dn Kelly is a graduate of
the provincial university, a well-known
public writer, and of high reputation as
an educationist. * v

He says theschool act of 1871 was the
point of a new departure. County inspec-
tion wes established, uniformity introduc-
ed, and the common schools, the grammar
schools and the university have been wade
%o fit into one another and to form a com-
pleted whole. In the matter of school ac-
commodation a marked change for the bet-
ter has taken .place. Brick schools, of
superior architecture,and improved grounds,
are the order of the day throughout the
province.

In the matter of teachers’ examinations
" satisfactory prokml is also noted. Every

teacher now has to undergo professional

training.

The entrance examinations of the high
schools, are credited with being an excel-
lent test of the work done in the public
schools.

In the ten years a normal school and a
model school have been staited at Ottawa,
and forty-mine county mode! schools put in
operation, and connty teachers’ institutes
have been opened in several counties,

Dr. Kelly next refers to the university.
Within ten years it has been put under the
management of a senate, partly elec-
tive, to the improvement of that
institution. The school of science has
been, erected mnear Dy. Reference is
made to the marked increase in the num-
ber of matriculated students of the provin-
cial university, an evidence of the increased
efficiency of the high schools as feeders of
“the former.

To the same period we are also indebted
jor the foundation of the agricultural col-
lege at Guelph, the institute for the in-
struction of the blind at Brantford, the in-
stitute for the instruction of the deaf and
dumb at Belleville, the military college at
Kingston, all public institutions—Picker-
ing college, and colleges for the higher edu-

, cation of young ladies at Ottaws, Whitby,
Brantford, and St. Thomas, denominational
institutions.

A project is now in coptemplntion, says
Dr. Kelly, to make Upper Canada college,
our only great historic school, a provincial
model grammer school for the professional
training of high school masters.

Besides all this progress the writer says
« there has be:n an appreciable advance
also in school organizition, in classification
of pupils, in methods of instruction.
Problems that were wout to puzzle high
school pupils ten years ago, are now readily
solved by the fourth and even by the third
classes in our public schools. Questions in
history and geography, sentences in analy-
sis and parsing, which would have appear-
ed difficult then, are considered compara-
tively easy now. School houses and school
equipment then deemed amply sufficient are
now discovered to be behind the age—of a
truth this is an age of improvement, ‘The
school master’ is indeed ‘abroad’ in the
land. The ¢Promethean fire,” fabled to
have been filched from Jove, is now burne
ing freely upon innumerable altars, and is
shedding its radiance and projecting its in-
vigorating influence into the remotest and
obscurest corners of the country. Still
there is room for improvament.”

EXPORT DUTIES.

With reference to what is called protec-
tion we are at the present time mostly con-
cerned with duties on imports. But there
is another aspect of the protection question;
we may have to consider export duties as
well.

There is a time coming, when govern-
ments shall have been educated up to popu-
lar requirements. A tinie whon the export
of valuable raw material {:c: any country
will be, not merely discoataged, but pro-
hibited., The time will come when ho
civiliz d country will permit the cxport
of raw material unless under exceptional cir-
cumstances, Of course backward countries
must permit this, but advanced countries
will not. What particular shape this
future imperative reservation of home raw
material for home purposes may take, who
knows. But this general shape it will un-
questionably take—the prohibition of ex-
port of commodities, the supply of which is
fast running out, or may run out, sometime
soon.

The elm log dispute is up now. Canadian
manufacturers ask that an export duty be
put upon elm logs sent out of Canada. The
Globe says no—let elm and all other tim-
ber be exported to the States without let or
hindrance. = Put on the export duty,
the effect  will be, to  compel
a large amount of manufacturing which
would otherwise be dne in the States, to
be done in Canada, heave it off, and the
manufacturing will be done on the other
side, not here. Ouce upon a time, an anci-

In Ontario the governor receives $10,000
out of the federal purse ; it costs the pro-
vince an additional $12,000 to $15,000 a
year for his assistants and keeping govern-
ment house in order ; the orignal cost of
government house was over $100,000 ; and
since that large sums have been laid cut
upon it.

And  then there is the block of land
whereon goverament house is erected worth
anything from $200,000 to $400,000. All
this money is lying idle in connection with
an almost useless office.

We have shown before that the gov-
ernors of the states of the American
union get no such salaries
as are paid in Canada.  There,
the office is one of honor with a grant at-
tached to it sufficient to meet the actual
necessary outlay of the incumbent.

And in none of the states is there an ex-
pensive government house, erected on a
valuable site. In all their state buildings
there is a suite of offices for the governor
and his secretary and clerks, and if he
wishes to occupy a grand house and enter-
tain the aristocracy, the bureaucracy, and
the democracy he is free to do so—at his
own expense.

Moronto has bound herself to borfow little
more till her assessment rises, which, as
city property does not seem to increase in
value, and improvements are te a-great
extent rather outside than in the city, can-
not be very soon. The trunk sewer (an
absolute necessity) and the waterworks
additions will absorb the whole which
can yet be borrowed. We are told, how-
ever, that the city must raise one-third of
the six or seven hundred thousand dollars,
the harbor . repaits require. It i8 not fair
to place Toronto on the same one-third
scale_as  other harbors. It is more &
Dominion port—one of the main stays of
lake ‘competition, which, destroyed, would
take hundreds of dollars in extra railroad
charges out of the pockets of every farmer
and substantial citizen in Canada, Bat,
passing that by, let us look at the harbor.
@The barbor—what is left of it—is a
monument to virtue—a testimony to the
patience with which Canadians endure
misgovernment. In the year 1848 1 re-
member walking to the present island
across the neck of land which then formed
the peninsula. A short time afterwards a
storm made a slight break, which successive
tempests enlarged. Up to this time the
peninsula had only to meet the shock of
the waves in front, and with slight repair
would have met them forever. But the
gap once made, the wall was taken in flank
by every eastern ses, a8 it widened they
poured on it in front, flank and reverse ab
once; it was driven into the bay, it was
driven out of the bay, till the whole eastern
portion of our peninsula, our chief former
harbor defenoce, eitherliesin the bottom of the
bay choking the anchorage it once protect-
ed, or in & great shoal at the mouth, far to
the west of the old harbor, and useless and
injurious for harbor purposes. For thirty
years this destruction has continued. It
might at any time have been checked. It
pever was. Grit and Tory looked compla-
cently on, fervent.in belief that as their re-
spective leaders of the day had promised
to save the country they were sure to save
the harbor.

Thirty years ! And we have seen every
year our members of parliament for To-
ronto take their seats with precision, pass
through the session with decorum, draw
their pay with exactitude and depart for
Thirty years !
Candidate after candidate has expatiated
on the necessity of its repair ; has been re-
tarned, has repaired to Ottawa, has repair-
»d back to Toronto, but has never repaired
the harbor. Had this important city pos-
sessed in all that time but one represen-
tative such as such a city should have—a
man capable of examining into the state of
the case, getting the ear of parliament, and
obtaining popular backing in his efforts,
the work had long since been done. But
no man at the orders of a government is
§it for such work. The men needed are such
as,when their party was in power,and their
leaders able to reward, have fearing neither
the voice of the populace nor the word of
the minister, acted as they considered their
duty demanded. One such man would, be
worth more to Toronto—more to Canadi—
than all the party hacks who ever cheered
a minister or coughed down an oppositionist,
placed in ene universal assemblage together
—and the more universal the more con-
temptible. Six or seven hundred thousand
dollars, apparently, is the fine Canada is to
pay in the matter of Toronto harbor, for
having, instead of sending representatives
to attend to the interests of the country,
gent them to attend to the orders of the
minister.

We have ventured far into the sea of
politics. Let us now return to our harbor,
if there be still any of it left. It appears
to me that, as  the city is to be asked to
find nearly a quarter of a million, and
does not know where to find it, if it could
be found on the island itself it
might answer every purpose. It is general-
ly the way, after public improvements,
that some clever persons make large for-
tunes out of the increased value the citizens
have been taxed to produce. Would it not
be well that, in this case, we should quietly
take stock of what is going to be made at
our expense, and see whether, instead of
letting it slip through our fingers to aby
speculator, we could not sell it beforehand,
and pay the required quarter of a million
out of the proceeds ? Weall know in what
demand, of late years, lots on the island
have been, and what a range of little sum-
mer residences was going up. Much of the
land is unleasable till raised ; and what is
leased is renewable at no long date. On
whatever plan the preservation of the harbor
is attempted, it must involve the restora-
tion of the old protecting bar, either by em-
bankment or other means, and where this is
done, in many cases, and possibly in this,
land soon can be formed again. In many
countries, where the waves, unprevented,
would have destroyed the shore, the same
waves, assisted by cheap-artificial expedi-
ents, will repair and add more and more
land to the coast, which has been retained
and heightened by additional earth pro-
tected by banks, fascines, brushwood, stone
or timber, as was expedient, till what was
a great expanse of moving sand and shallow
water became a broad area of grass-gcown
land, with roads, gardens, rows of little
villas stretching away ou either hand, and
on the shore a depth of water as great as
was chosen to embank out to.
How far this can be - done here
is matter for examination. ~We have
not the tidal deposits largely used in
Europe for this purpose, but our rivers and
lake shores change, carry and deposit very
large smounts of earth which might in
many instances be used. ' At the first date

500 PEOPLE STRONG.

The Sowden Party for the Northwest—A Lively
Scene at Millbrook. .

(From the Peterboro Review, April &)

For some time past as the majority of our
readers are aware, .extensive preparations
have been making at Millbrook and vicinity
for a wholesale exodus to the great North-
west, to settle on land secured from the
government by Mr. Spowden and his eon-
freres.

After the false alarm last Tuesday,
caused it is said by the snow blockade be-
tween St. Paul and Winnipeg, Millbrook
has been the centre of a genuine hum, but
nothing however like what was witnessed
in that quiet village to-day.

‘The work of loading commenced on Mo+
day and was carried on almost uninterupt-
edly until the hour of departure, more
being accomplished during the quiet hours
of the night, than during the day. Cattle
and coal oil cars, with the greater number

of the interstices boarded up, to keep out
the cold snow, box cars packed to the il-
ing, passengers coaches, covered all e
available track, and around each car cluster-
ed old men, young men, women, boys and
girls, all by their incessant chatter adding
%o the noise made by the hammers and
the bellowing of the oxen. Ot the latter
we never saw so many together before
and it appeared to the unitiated that the
Milbrook excursion party had secured all
the oxen to be obtained in the Province.
They were to be seen everywhere, every
fence, post, lane and in fact wstreets, were
hidden by them and the hoarse voices of
the drivers as they made their pets stand
apound, made one think that fully one
hunpdred elephant trainers were at work.
«The cattle cars were all filled with oxen,
hofses and cows. In the box cars were
stored household goods and utensils, farm-
ing implements, machinery of different
kinds, and waggons taken apart'so that
they would not occupy asmuch space gs if
they were in runaing order. The arfieles
taken were almost innumerable, and com-
prised many of rather antiquated manufac-
ture. -

We have been in Millbrook when the
village was crowded, but certainly we never
saw as much bustle and excitement, or such
a crowd as was there this morning. The
villagers turned out en masse, and appeared
awe stricken as they gazed at the crowd
soon to join ‘‘the fleeting army.” It ap-
peared, 1n fact, as if the entire surrounding
country was to be depopulated, and when
we state that fully five hundred persons
left on the excursion, living within s radius
of ten cr twelve miles of the village, it
will readily be seen that their fears had
some foundation, Every person who left
had four or five friends at tf\e station to see
them off, so that the number present did
not fall short of 4000.

A large number of sheep, calves, dogs
and hens were taken, so that the thrifby
settlers intend to commence farmiug in
earnest, at once. A large quantity of seed
grain of all kinds was taken, as well as
patent plows to break the prairie sod, and
a conspicuous- objeet, cropping out in all
kinds of unexpected places, was the ‘‘neck
yoke,”soon to adorn the necks-of ““Buck”
or “Bright,” which appeared to bé the
'favorite names applied to the oxen.

As the train left the station the immense
throng assembled fairly cheered themsélves
hoarse, and those on the train perched in
all positions from which they could see
the crowd lustily returned the “‘cempli-
ment.
