The Home Rule Bill Re-
jected By the Lords.

SALISBURY . THE LAST SPERKER

He Speaks of the Bill as a
Treacherous Revolution.

The Policy Embodied in the Measure is
Worse Than Madness and As Long
As England Was True to Herself She
Would Never ;Permit .This Horror to
Endanger the Union—He Ridiculed the
Idea of An Autonomous Colony Send
ing Representatives to the Impérial
Parliament and Concluded With An
Appeal to the Peers to Be True to
Their Highest Traditions and Reject
the BIiIl,

Loxpox, Sept. 8.—The House of Ingdi
rejected the Home Raule bill by a vote of
419 to 41.

Although it: was generally understood
that the House of* Lords would reject the
Home Rule .bil} to-night, the House did
not fill up until after the dinmer hour,
popular interest centéring in the speech of
the Marquis of Salisbury, who was not ex-
pected to rise until towards midnight. In
the meantime Baron Halsbury, Baron
Herschell, Baron Monkswell and Bishop of
Ripon had spoken to half empty benches,

After 9 o'clock the scene outside and in-
side the House livened up as members and
visitors began streaming in. The peeresses’,
strangers’ and diplomatic galleries showed
few vacant seats. Conspicuously occupying
a portion of the area of the House were 22
bishops, attired in their capacious robes
with lawn sleeves. The Archbishop of
Canterbury, the Bishop of London,- the
Bishop of Oxford and every notable church
dignitary were présent. Members of the
House of Cominons crowded the accesses
and standing room around the threne.

Lord Salisbury the Last Speaker.

Lord Salisbury, seizing a chance during a
momentary pause, rose at 10.30 o’clock
amid rapturous cheers and began his speech.

He said he felt that there was some satis-
faction in occupying the position he occu-
pied, that of the last person to speak against
Home Rule in ‘the course of the present
session. But although it was a position of
much distinetion, it had many inconveni-
ences. In particular, the ground of debate
had been so fully occupied - that there was
little now left for bim to say.
Throughout the debate one question
constantly present in his mipd was
why had the . Government introduced
such a bill? On this point the House had
received no sufficient enlightenment. Some
Peers who had defended the bill had made
abje speeches withovut much reference to
the real nature of the bill.

A Desperate Clause,

The Lard Chancellor, Lord Herschell,had
virtually told them that he did not guite
helieve with the Government on one ' sub<
ject. In dealing with the retention of Irish
members at Westminster, which was an
outrage on KEugland so enormous and
grotesque that it was a surprise that it
ever found a place in a ‘proposal
* emanating from a responsible Government,
the Lord Chancellor had declared that he
was not inclined to associate himself with
80 desperate a clause, but would prefer
some other arrangement.

The Fate of the Landlords.

Then in dealing with the abandonment
of the landlords the Lord Chancellor bad
admitted that their fate would be terrible,
but said they had brought it on themselves.
Finally the Lord Chancellor had finished
his own account of his own intellectual
position by protesting with a vigor through-
ly sincere against anybody desiring to know
the real opinion of any Cabinet member up-
on a Cabinet bill.

The: Secretary of Foreign Affairs (Lord
Rosebery) also had avoided the burning
subjects underlying the Government’s
policy. The problem which the Foreign
Secretary seemed to have set“himself to
solve was how in an hour’s speech to avoid
giving pledges that might be inconvenient
in the iuture, and he had solved the problem
with absolute success. [Laughter.]

Coercion Not Revived by the Liberals,

The Foreign Secretary had surrounded
the dayn of the history of Glad-
stone’s Honme Rule in 1885 with
a brilliant atmosphere of legend that
would doubtless delight poetic crities in
the futures He had implied that in 1885
the Conservatives had suddenly interrupted
the current of coercive legislation and had
cut the ground from under the feet of the
Liberals, rendering it impossible for them
to assume that policy in future. But in
June, 1885, when the division was taken
that terminated the existence of the then
Liberal. Government, they had not pro-
duced a single clause reviving or
perpetuating coercion. During the short
subsequent periodin which the Conservatives
had held office their intention was an-
nounced to strengthen the Irish criminal
law. Those, therefore, who had professed
a change of opinion because the Conserva-
tives had not been sufficiently prompt in
enforcing the criminal law had made most
miserable excuses,

Spenks of the Irish Members as Market-
. able.

Much had been said of the benefits
of autonomous government, but had there
been for a century a statesman bold
enough to propuse that an autonomous
colony should send 80 members to the Im-
perial Parliament, representing no interest
in England, bound by no responsibility
with respect to the possible application of
laws that Parliament had passed? The ab-
surdity of such a position was emough to
send a man to Bedlam. How could they
get rid of Irish questions in presence of .80
members seeking to make themselves
marketable wares in negotiations with the
ministers. Would these men sent by Arch-
bishop Walsh be quiet on questions of re-
ligion and education? :

What appeared to shine visibly through
allarguments was that Home Rule was a poli-
cy of despair. The Liberals had said: ‘““Yon
bave failed. We do not know how to suc-
ceed, but we will try something that no-
body has tried before.

What moral or political right had any
Government to embark on such an experi-
mental policy in Ireland, divided to her
base by party conflicts, which, during
seven centuries, English rule bad rather
increased than diminished?

A Policy Worse Than Madness.

Represenntive government never flour-
ished on a soil where homogeneity was
wanting. This policy would be madness
in dealing with ordinary men, and more
than madness in dealing with a race that
for centuries had hated England. XLord
Salisbury reminded the House of the opin-
ion the country held before this ter-
rible chauge occurred when the Liberal
parsy was solely in vhe hands of deserters.

Then he said, however much they might
ave d on local and intermational
questions, he felt sure that on all Imperial
q;:slt.ionl their hearts had beaten true to
the Empire as had the hearts of the Con-
servatives. Macaunlay, when he sat with
the Liberals and Gladstone, when he sat
'“&h hth Conservati: .
said that they would rd the repeal o
the Union as tatal ;‘:ho Empire, and
would never consent to 1t. If England had
told their Lordships that she wanted this
horror the case might have been differens,
but he belisved that to be,impossible. As
long as England was true to herself she
would never allow this atrocious, this
mean, this treacherous revolution. Their
Lordships would be untrue to the duty
devolved upon them from s splendid an-
cestry and untrue to their highest tradi-
tions if they failed to reject the bill.
E®The Earl of Kimberley,Lord President of
the Council and Secretary of State for
India, replied brifly to Lord Salisbury.
The BRIl Rejected.

The Lord Chancellor then put the motion
for the second reading of the bill He
caused ‘some merriment by crying:
“L think the ‘contents’ have it.”
Very loud and determined. was the
rivalry, the non-contents have it.” The
House divided at midnight and the ‘result
was the rejestion of the motion by a vote
of 419 to 41

How They Voted.

LoxpoN, Sept. 8.—A despatch from
Varna says: Despite the silence maintained
by the Turkish authorities there is no
doubt that the cholera is spreading in Con-
stantinople. Up to the present time 32
cases and 18 deaths have been reported
there. The epidemic is declining in the
Roumanian towns on the Danube.

EMIN PASHA’S MURDER.

Letters Received Confirming the Story
That He Was Killed,

Loxpon, Sept. 8.—Letters just received
in England trom an officer of Emin Pasha’s
expedition confirms the report of the mur-
der of Emin, and announce the finding of a
box of Emin’s despatches, written just be-
fore he was murdered. This box is now
on the way to England. The letters
describe in detail the capture of Nyangue,
which was stormned on March 4. The Arabs
lost 800 men, while only two Kuropeans
were killed.

Paris; Sept. 8. —A despateb from Rio
Janeiro says that at the instance of the
French commander the foreign admirals in
Brazilian waters have decided to prevent
the bombardment of the city by the revolu-
tionary squadron.

WANTED TO BURY THE BODY.

Remarkable Sequel to the Death of a
Friendless Young Eaglishman,

There is & strange circumstance in con-
nection with the death of George Bullock,
a young Englishman who was run over
while stealing a ride on a freight train at
Little York on Aug. 27 last., Bullock was
removed to the  hospital and died
aftor two hours of suffering
He had no friends mn this countiy and
his body was handed over to the demon-
strator of anatomy for the Trinity Medical
College. A Mrs. Baird, through Under-
taker Jolliffe, applied tor the body, wishing
to bury it, but she was refused by Dr.
Wishart, who claimed that notice had not
been given within the time required by law.

Mrs. Baird consulted Nicholas Murphy,
Q.C., who" wrote Dr. Wishart, and he
offered to deliver the body to her on pay-
ment of certain charges.

The reason why Mrs. Baird should wish
to bury the body of a young man who was
peither a relative nor a close friend is a
strange one. The engineer of the tramn
which ran over poor Bullock was Murs.
Baird’s husband. A desire to pay the last
tribute of respect. to'. the man of whose
death he unwittingly was the cause anc-
tuated him in his effort to secure the body.

INCRBASE ¥ THE SUBPLUS

HIGHLY SATISFACTORY CONDITION
OF THE DOMINION FINANCES.

Every Item of Revenue Shows an Ine
crease During the First Six Months
of the Year—Last Year's Surplus of
$155,978 Has Now Risen to $1,388,579

Orrawa, Ont., Sept. 8.—The final re- i

turns of revenue aund expenditure on ac-
count of consolidated fund for the year end-
ed 30th June last will appear in to-mor-
row’s Canada Gazette, The total revenue
for the year is as follows:

Customs, $20,953,700; excise, $8,334,247;
poatofiice, $2,773,508; public works,includ-
ing railways, $3,770,636; miscellaueous,
$2,299,610. Total $38,131,701. Expendi-
ture $36,745,122. Surplus, §1,386,579.

Compared with the fiscal year 1891-
92, this shows an increase of
$1,209,829 - in  revenue with only
the very slight increase in expenditure of
$20,772, while the surplus of $155,97
shown last year has been increased to
$1,386,579. Every item of revenue shaws
an. increase: Customs $452,641, excise
$389,149, postoffice $120,762, public works
$195,469 and miscellaneons $51,808.

The Public Debt.

The statement of the public debt at the
cluse of the fiscal year is as follows: Gross
debt, $300,009,439; assets, $58,329,467; net
debt, $241,679,972; debt June 30, 1892,
$241,131,434; increase of debt, $548,538.
This increase is nearly all accounted for
by the expenditure on public works oh
capital account, which has been as follows:
Public© Works, inciuding railways and
canals, $2,963,214; Dominion lands, $107,-
269; railway subsidies, $811,304; total,
$3,881,877. - This is $467,961 more than the
expenditure on capital account last year,
accounted for as follows: Public works, in-
cluding = railways and canals, increases
$884,249; Dominion lands, increase $20,-
534; railway subsidies, decrease $438,822.
The increase in expeunditure onm| public
works chargeable to capital is caused by
the building of the Sault Ste. Mario and
Soulanges Canals, and the decrease in rail-
way subsidies is the result of the Govern-
ment’s policy of caution in granting new
subsidies.

Permits For Bass Fishing.

The following order-in-council with refer-
ence to bass fishing in Oatario and Quebec
has been passed: ‘“The granting of permits
to take hags under the provisions of the
order-in-council of April 16, 1892, shall be
carried out during the year 1893 only, and
no longer; and the several persons obtainin,
peymits for 1893 shall be notified thereof.
After Jan. 1, 1894, the close season for bass
in the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec
shall be  from May 10 till June 30,
both days inclusive, in each and every

year, such portion of section 2 ot the Gen--

eral Fishery Regulations for Ontario of
July 18, 1889, in so far as it relates to the
close season for bass, the order in council of
April 16, 1892, relating to the granting of
permits to take bass in Ontario and also
that portion of the order in ecouncil of
for buss in'the Province of Quebec shall be
revoked and be of no effect on and after
Dec. 31, 1893.”

Inspection of Immigrants,

It is understood that at to-day’s meet-
ing of Council it was decided not to concur
imr the proposed regulations for the inspec-
tion of immigrants by the St. Lawrence
bound for the United States, at Quebec by
United States officials, a8 agreed to in
Montreal yesterday by Col. Stump and- Dr.
Setner, representing the United States
Government, and the representatives of
Canadian stéamship and railway lines. The
object of the proposed inspection at Quebec
was to avoid the delay and expen#e of in-
specting immigrant transat the United
States boundary to prevent infractions of
the Alien Labor Law of the United States,
which it is claimed is being avoided by im-
migrants for the United States coming by
way of the St. Lawrence instead of by way
of New York.

men who mw‘qiﬁ to putoutafire. A
detachment of sol was sent to the
scene and fired into the mob. Four rioters
fell wounded, one danerously.. The mob
dispersed in all directions.

Another striker has died of wounds re-
ceived in the fight at Pontefract last night.
The strikers .throughout the Pontefract
district are in 'a sullen and dangerous
mood, - Ugly mobs have been gathering at
several points despite the efforts of police
and troops to disperse them. The is-
trates throughout the district have called
for more troops.

At Hartley a magistrate was stoned and
badly bruised while reading the riot act.
Many firemen and ?olice, who tried to
drive back the strikers, were cut and
bruised.
