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invested in the Building Society and the
Provincial Savings’ Bank, bearing interest.

There is a sum of one hundred pounds in
the hands of some wembers of the Presby-
tery, which, I believe, and have been right-
ly or wrongly contending, ought to be de-
voted to the same purpose ; and I have,
without any concealment, and with no
wrong intention whatever, merely endeavor-
ed to render the funds in my hands pro-
ductive, until that question should be finally
settled, or until I should be ealled upon for
them.

I have not yct heard from Mr. McIntosh
on the subject. When I do Ishall cheer-
fully give him every information.
