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St in Grain,

At the Kansas Experiment Station the new fungicide, Ceres Pulver,
for destroying smut in cats and wheat has been given a trial this
spring.  The fungicide consists of potassiun sulphide mixed with
small quantities of other ingredients, and is sold in the form of a
onzme powsder,  For application it is dissolved in cool waler 33 vunces
of the powder to 10 quarts of warsr. This amount i3 sutlicient for
treating 100 pounds of grain.  The treatment of the sced grain consists
in sprinkling the liquid over the grain with a conumon water sprinkler,
while at the same time the grain is shovelled over rapidly.  After
treatment the grain is kept not leas than theee Gays and should be
stirred onee or twice a day, and then the geain is ready for seeding,
Jenven, e originator of the hot-water treatment for destroying smut
devised this methml also,  As it is somewhat simpler it is thought
that it may come into more general use than th:e hot-water treatment
