We have also a natural
propeusity to formalism, we adhere strongly to
what has become habitual : and this leads us
to judge of religion too much from its exterior ;

fromn our bealen track. - The dishke which
some (we say not all) have to Prayer Meet-
ings, seems lo proceed chiefly. from this cause.
No Christians . are less likely than Episco-
palians to advocate, or (o sanction neadless
chunge or innovation.
