marks of origin, and to co-operate with the other Contrzacting Party
a view to preventing any practices which might prejudicially affect the
merce between the two countries.

Witb. respect to the Spanish wines luwwn as Jerez, Xeres, Sherry, Ca
undertakes to mna1e available. the protection. provided by lier national legisL~
concerning false, misleacing and deceptive labelling and advertiig.

ARIzCLE IX

Th~e Government of either Contraoting Party shall give sympathetic
sideration to any representations which the Government of the other
tracting P~arty iway make in respect of the implementaioi of the prî
Agreement.

ARICLE X

1. The present Agreement shall be ratif¶ed by' »oth Contracting Pa
in accordance with their constitutional procedures and shall enter into
on the date of the exchange of instruments of ratification which shall
place as soon as possible.
