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sistent with the spirit of the present arrangements. The Commander shall take
all appropriate measures to ensure the observance of these obligations.

6. The Government undertakes to respect the exclusively international
character of the Force as established by the Secretary-General in.accordance
with the Security Council resolution of 4 March 1964 (S/5575) and the inter-
national nature of its command and function.

Entry and exit: Identification

7. Members of the Force shall be exempt from passport and visa regula-
tions and immigration inspection and restrictions on entering or departing
from Cyprus. They shall also be exempt from any regulations governing the
residence of aliens in Cyprus, including registration, but shall not be considere
as acquiring any right to permanent residence or domicile in Cyprus. For the
purpose of such entry or departure members of the Force will be requiI‘ed
to have only (a) an individual or collective movement order issued by the
Commander or an appropriate authority of the Participating State; and (b)
a personal identity card issued by the Commander under the authority of th¢
Secretary-General, except in the case of first entry, when the personal military
identity card issued by the appropriate authorities of the Participating Staté
will be accepted in lieu of the said Force identity card.

8. Members of the Force may be required to present, but not to surrende¥
their identity cards upon demand of such Cypriot authorities as may be mutuall!y
agreed between the Commander and the Government. Except as provided 1
paragraph 7 of these arrangements the identity card will be the only docume?
required for a member of the Force. If, however, it does not show the full namé
date of birth, rank and number (if any), service and photograph of a membe?
of the Force, such member may be required to present likewise the person
military identity card or similar document issued by the appropriate authorities
of the Participating State to which he belongs.

9. If a member of the Force leaves the service of the Participating staté
to which he belongs and is not repatriated, the Commander shall immediat
inform the Government, giving such particulars as may be required. The Co®”
mander shall similarly inform the Government if any member of the For
has absented himself for more than twenty-one days. If an expulsion Or g
against an ex-member of the Force has been made, the Commander shall ”
responsible for ensuring that the person concerned shall be received wit
the territory of the Participating State concerned.
