All associations percelve the Canadian colours, dyes, paints and varnishes industry favourably.
Canadian products are perceived to be competitive with U.S. goods. The NPCA noted that it is
difficult to differentiate between the Canadian and American paint industries because many
U.S. firms have plants in Canada. In spite of this favourable percepnon two associations
indicated that a weakness of the Canachan industry is the high transportanon costs incurred due to
the vastness of the country.
