
Public researchi relies on the universities and
laboratories annexed to the "Grandes Ecoles" in
the area. Rhône-Alpes has eight universities and
240 laboratories and research centres (of which
many are conceutrated around Grenoble, the second
largest city in the region).

Industrial researchi is dominated by large business
in chemlstry and pharmacy, for a total of 3,600
employees. Chemlistry alone accounts for 18% of
the national work force in that sector, eleetronics
3,000 and mechanical engineering 1,200, 24% of
national capability.

6.2. The National Centre for Scientlflc Research
(C.N.R.S.) lias 140 laboratories in Rhône-Alpes.
The National Institute of Health and Medical
Research counts 23 laboratories. In Grenoble, there
is an important Centre for Nuclear Studies at the
Board of Atomic Energy (1,900 employees).
