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c) facilitation Of collaboration through studies, missions,
seminars and visits, and other investment promotionactivities, bearing in mind ASEAN priorities and thosesectors of acknowledged Canadian spjecialization and
excellence;

d) support for the investigation of proposed
collaborative ventures by financing starter studies
.and undertaking their assessment by via bility studies;

e) enhancing the developmental impact of industrial
ventures by providing assistance with such inputs asproject preparation, training, market development
and support for technological, transfers.

ARTICLE IV

Subjeot ta their respective laws, regulations and otherrelated directives governing foreign investmnent and ta internationalagreements and arrangements, the Contractlng Parties undertake tamaintain a mutually beneficial investment climnate and recognize theimportance of according fair and equitable treatment ta Individuals andprivae enterprises of the member countries of ASEAN and Canada,including treatment with respect to investments, taxation, repatriation'of profits and capital.

PART Il

Commercial Cooperation

ARTICLE V

The Contracting Parties agree ta hold regular high leveiconsultations regardlng lîberalization and expansion of their trade andother commercial relations without prejudice ta the provisions of theGenerai Agreement on Tariffs and Trade or ta any other biateraiagreement and arrangement between the Contracting Parties on thematter.
