Therefore let usnot attempt to spread ourselves ail aver and
accomplish nothing.

clause by including the words "incorporated
companies." At that time the minister said
the matter would be considered and that thesuggestion would likely be adopted. I uni-tainly agree with the hon. member for Hanta(Mr. Martell) that with the restrictions laiddown in the act there is no reason why in-

corporated companies should fot5 p.m. be included. I would point out
also that the provision is that theGovernor in Council "may" enter into a con-tract; so that the minister cannot say he is

thing. There is no obligation to enter into acontract; it says the Governor in. Council
may" do so.

Hon. CHARLES STEWART (Minister of h

Bill No. 82, to amend The Dominion Forest faReserves and Parks Act. G

On section 1:

Mr. GUTHRIE: I think we should have
sorne explanation of this bill.

Mr. STEWART (Argenteuil): Perhaps Ihad better give a general explanation of what
is ernbodied in the bill, and then we can dealwith the clauses in detaîl. The statemnent
which I have is as follows:

In the accompanying sciedule a new description ofeach of the thirty-nine reserves in included, althoughtheie is no change proposed in the areas comprisinginany of these reserves. The rewriting of the schedule
was approved owing to the fact that the originaldescription in the 1911 act was made by the metes and
bounds system, which is a very cumbersone and com-plicated method, and also in view of the fact that inthe minerois amendments to the original act the lands
added or withdrawn have been described by section,
township and range. The result is that it w a very
difEicult natter for anyone not familiar with the art
soid ail its oîîîenduicrts ta i-eteri-mîe tise lands whicisaie ieluded ni frest r-servis, In the aroepayingscliedule, eaci reserve has been described by section,township and range, all previous withdrawals or addi-
tio°n iaving been taken inta consideration, and provi-
sion having been made for such alterations as are
proposed in the present bill.

It is pioposed to withdraw from the Spruce Woods
i orest Reserve three-quarters of a section, and farom the
l'orcuuie Forest aReserve No. 1 ane-quarter of a
section. Tisise lands have hi-ci exomîned snd fouudto be of possible agricultural value. It is alsn propoedta withdraw 38.00 square miles fiom the RidingMountain Forest Reserve. All of this area except onesection is included in a block isolated from the main
reserve by the withidrawal of lanls for soldiers settle-ment when the act was last amended. This isolated
block has been jointly examinîed by representatives ofthe Soldier Settlement Board and of the ForestryBranch and it has been decided to eliminate it so that
it may be used for soldier settlement. ,

The total area ta be withdrawn from the reserves in
Manitoba is 39.00 square miles.

Additians:
It is proposed to add 28.36 square miles ta the Riding

One new reserve is poposed, namely, the Sandilands.
his proposed reserve is situated i the southeastern
art of tise province sud comprises an arcs o-f 187.75uaire miles and consiste chieily of asnd ridges wîth
tervenîng muskegs. A sol survey cf te ares han
e made isy tise Ceolagical Surveys sud tsi-y claesifye land contained therein as being entirely unsuited
r agriculture. They recommend that it be reserved
r forestry. Our report on the area confiras that of the
eological Surveys.
