
is preached sa often in this cauntry. Since
thase university or callege students are get-
ting a higher education, they recognize the
need for association, the necessity of uniting
in arder ta reach the objectives peculiar ta
their situation, ta their condition or the need
for them ta help one anather.

Mr. Speaker, if one cansiders Bill No. S-36,
one sees that the University of Mantreal,
Lavai University, Loyola College in Mantreal,
the university of Trinity college, the Univer-
sity of Toronto, the University of British
Columbia, Carleton University here in Ottawa,
the University of Ottawa, the Collège Jean-
de-Brébeuf in Montreal, in short ail the rec-
agnized universities in this country wili be
members af the association, as well as aur
leading colieges.

Mr. Speaker, I feel that this is a good
movement. The students of aur universities
and colleges are taking a worth-while step,;
they are making a commendabie effort in
order ta pramate higher education within
aur country.

Mr. Speaker, I do not intend ta say more
an the bill before us. However, I shouid like
ta say once again that aur intention is nat
ta stand in the way of university or cahlege
students, but ta bring ta reason the members
of the other place who are delaying a piece
of legisiation that everybody has been laoking
forward ta for a long time. Under those
circumstances, although we earnestly support
the principle of Bill Na. S-36, we think that
eventually, in a week or two, we wiii have
an opportunity ta pass this bull without
discussion.

But in the meantime we feel it is aur obli-
gation and respansibiity ta say that if demac-
racy does exist in Canada, the time has came
ta make it clear that the members of thîs
house are not the only anes who have ta
exercise democratic principles, but that the
ather place shauid also respect the soundest
principles of democracy in action, a demacracy
respecting ail the people, the provinces, the
organizatians, the individuals, but especiaily
the province of British Columbia, as we have
been requesting for some twa or three
months.

Mr. Speaker, we are in favaur of Bill No.
S-36, but we cauid nat let it pass today.
Hawever, we will not hesitate ta do s0 as
soan as we have evidence that democracy is
warking in Canada.

Mr. Jean Chrétien (Si. Maurice-Laflèche>:
Mr. Speaker, I have anly a few words ta say
in connection with this bill, but I should
like ta commend the hon. member for Ville-
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neuve (Mr. Caouette) for the moderate tone
of his remarks on the legisiation under con-
sideration.

I was struck by the spirit in which this
measure was prepared. That is preciseiy the
kind of spirit which should exist in Canada.
The bill recognizes the two officiai languages
at the same time as the universities and col-
leges of Canada.

I understand why the hon. member for
Villeneuve says that his party and himself
cannot, at this time, permit a vote on Bill
No. S-36, an act ta incorporate the associa-
tion of universities and coileges of Canada.
However, may I make a suggestion to the
hion. member?

I understand that the Créditistes may be
somewhat angry because the Senate has not
yet granted a bank charter ta a certain group
of citizens from British Columbia. However,
1 believe that the Créditistes would attain
their objective if they confined their opposi-
tion ta bis concerning the incorporation of
new chartered banks or other corporations.
But considering that. the purpose of this
bill is ta create an association of Canadian
universities and colleges, 1 believe that if it
were passed this afternoon, the hion. mem-
ber for Villeneuve and his supporters would
promote their case, because the population
might feel that the group supparting the
member for Villeneuve is analysing th'e situ-
ation and showing enough broadmmndedness
ta accept a very important measure which
is tharoughly characteristic of aur country
and which reflects the new spirit which must
prevail in this country.

If his group permitted this measure ta be
passed this afternoon, it would promote, as
I said, Canadian unity.
