Royal Assent

by adoption of the revised Medical Research Coun-
cil budget for 1966-67 as a base, and acceptance of
the recommendation of the Association of Uni-
versities and Colleges of Canada, based on the
formula of the Bladen Report, of (a) an additional
30 per cent for administration, (b) a grant of 10
per cent of salaries to each institution as a general
encouragement for research and (c) an annual
rate of growth in research grants of 50 per cent,
as communicated to the Prime Minister, May 30,
1966.

Only such significant increases in support of
medical research. will assure the required change
in the climate of research in Canada so that defects
in the quantity and quality of medical manpower
can be repaired.

Resolutions adopted in Committee of
Supply this day reported and concurred in.

An Act respecting The Pacifie Coast Fire Insur-
ance Company.

An Act to provide assistance to livestock feeders
in Eastern Canada and British Columbia.

An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums
of money for the public service for the financial
year ending the 31st March, 1967.

AMENDMENTS RESPECTING LOAN RATIO ON
