REQUEST THAT DECISION BE SET ASIDE AND REHEARING

HELD IN WINNIPEG

Mr. Paul Yewchuk (Athabasca). Mr. Speaker, my ques-
tion is directed to the Secretary of State. Is he aware of a
petition to the Governor in Council, which bas been pre-
sented to the government, asking that approval by the
Canadian Radio-Television Commission of the CBC take-
over of radio station CKSB, Winnipeg, be set aside and
that the matter be referred back to the commission for a
rehearing to be beld in Winnipeg where ail interested
groups could be beard? If so, what decision bas been made
on this matter?

Hon. Jamnes Hugh Faulkner (Secretary of State): Mr.
Speaker, I am flot aware of such a petition but I wiil check
with my office. It may be that the petition bas been sent to
the Minister of Communications.

Mr. Yewchuk: Would the minister give the House his
assurance at tbis time that section 38 of the Officiai
Languages Act will be enforced in respect of this takeover
and that the establisbed and customary rights of etbnic
groups wili not he violated, not oniy during the next 12
months but thereafter?

Mr. Faulkner: Mr. Speaker, I do not tbink I can com-
ment on that question at this time. I arn prepared to
discuss it witb the hon. member. I do want to tell hlm that
I bave now received the petition. Severai copies bave just
been piaced on my desk.

for Quebec before the matter has to be soived before the
courts?

In
iight of the position of the tbree prairie ministers that
recent price increases on f arm machinery are not justified,
does the goverfiment intend to instruct the Food Prices
Review Board to investigate f arm input costs and, as a
bigb priority, present farm macbinery prices?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Acting Primne Minister): Mr.
Speaker, it is my understanding that the terms of refer-
ence of the proposed board do not encompass that ques-
tion. If it were to be extended in that direction it wouid, of
course, lose its character which is to deai with the food
prices.

Mr'. Balfour: Wouid tbe minister tell the House wbetber
the government is prepared to establisb price guidelines
for farm machinery and is it prepared to act witb the
provinces to control f arm macbinery prices if necessary?

Mr'. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, we will take that suggestion
under consideration.
