Hon. Mr. Connolly (Ottawa West): Honour-
able senators, I move, with leave of the
Senate, that when the Senate adjourns today
it do stand adjourned until Tuesday, October

On the other hand, if work is available
earlier and our presence is required, the
Senate can be recalled by His Honour the
Speaker on appropriate advice. So, while the
adjournment is to October 18, it is subject to
recall earlier. I need not emphasize it to
honourable senators because they understand
—but I want it to be very clear to the press
and to the public.
