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year, after being studied by the commissioners
who will be in charge of the revision of the
Statutes. Many months ago, in March, a bill
was passed by this chamber for the revision
of the Statutes of Canada of 1952. It passed
three readings in two sittings. That bill was
explained very well by honourable Senator
Choquette, with the clarity of a lawyer of
great experience. We passed the bill, and
since that time it has been one of the gems
of the jewel box of the Orders of the Day of
the House of Commons. I understand that
precious stones are indestructible—they are
everlasting. But I cannot conceive why a bill
passed at two sittings of the Senate should
still lie there for such a long time without
having been adopted by the House of Com-
mons. There seems to be no reason for it.

Honourable senators, it is important to
appoint a commission for the revision of the
statutes. The bill now before the Senate will
be the object of the study of those who will
have the duty of revising the whole statute
book. I wonder if the gentlemen appointed
to perform that work will use a chain saw
and a big axe to cut all the deadwood to be
found in the statute book. That would be a
useful work.

I remember distinctly that some 30 years
ago, in 1934, Mr. C. H. Cahan, then Secretary
of State, sponsored a new Companies Act.
That act is still in force and has not been
amended for 30 years. That legislation was
fully discussed in the House of Commons and
in this chamber. It was far from perfect, but
it lay in the statute book for 30 years with-
out amendment. A few amendments are pro-
posed now, probably to lower the water stock
level and perhaps to evaporate it entirely,
which would be a good thing.

Honourable senators, the only reason I give
my limited support to this legislation is that,
by an amendment, provision is being made
for the approval of a judge, in the case of
amalgamation. That is a wise course.

We will await the discussion in committee
on this proposed legislation. I have high con-
fidence in those honourable senators who sat
on the subcommittee, as well as in all my
colleagues who are members of the commit-
tee. I hope that we will have good company
law, which can be understood by everyone
and not by chartered accountants alone.

Motion agreed to.
