COL., NORTH’S FULLERTON.

Is the Famous Dog on His Way to
America ?—The Long Tail's Value.

New York, March 30.—A despatch from
London on Tuesday gave the startling in-
formation that Col. North, the :famous
nitrate king, had lost his priceless grey-
hound Fullerton. The sensation- created
among KEnglish sportsmen at the dog’s
mysterious disappearance was intensified
by the belief that he had been stolen.

This would appear to be the view taken
by those most interested in the recovery of
the great courser, as a cable despatch was
yesterday received in this city stating that
the dog was probably on his way to this
country. The Paris, which sailed from
Southampton last Saturday, was mentioned
in the despatch as the ship most likely to
have the dog and " his kidnappers aboard,
and the cable was therefore turned over to
Inspector MecLaughlin at Police Head-
quarters.

The inspector said that he would detail a
squad of men to overhaul the American
liner as soon as possible after she pokes her
nose  past- the Hook ' on Saturday.
If they fail to find the missing grey.
hound there is a  possibility that
a raid on the Cunard steamer Ser-
via, which left Liverpool the same day the
Paris steamed out of Southampton, might
have a more satisfactory issue. The Cunard-
er will not make this port before Sunday
evening or Monday morning, so that there
will be plenty of time to think and act if
the Paris should be drawn blank.

The Altcar district, where almost all the
coursing flyers congregate, is within easy
hail of Liverpool, and if Fullerton was
located at the training kennels it is argued
that his captors would naturally make for
the nearest ship if the'object was to bring
him to thiscountty. On the other hand,
the police seem to favor the suggestion of
the Southampton route, as the Paris comes
straight through, while the Servia could be
intercepted at Queenstown when she
touched there last Sunday.

The loss of Fullerton cannot be estimated
by figures. His owner regarded him as
priceless, and curtly - declined repeated
offers, although the price named was of
princely proportions. Neither is there any
precedent to show what the dog might
really be worth, as his marvelous record is
without a parallel in coursing history.

Growing Gooseberries,

To be successful with. the gooseberry re-
quires some skill and judgment. In locat-
ing the gooseberry plat, select, if possible,
a location where the sun will not send its
scorching rays full upon the bushes much
past midday. The soil should be neither
too wet nor too dry, a moist -soil well un-
derdrained, so no water will stand about
the roots at any season, is preferable.
Work the soil deep—no danget of going tdo
deep—and add a- liberal dressing of barn
manure and work it into the soil before
getting the plants. Keep up 'the fertility
afterwards by fall applications of manure
and spading it in between the rows. Mulch
heavily in summer.

Prune the vines quite severely after the
plants have been set a few years; this will
give large fruit. Keep the gooseberry
worms in check by applying white helle-
bore, first as soon as the eggs are found
after the leaves put out in the spring. In
ten days go over them again, applying the
poison in water; aspoonful of hellebore to
» pail of water, using a force pump and
sprayer which will send the water with
some force among the leaves, the object
being to wet all the foliage, especially
that on the under part of the plants, as
the larger gorbion of the eggs is laid by
the parent fly on the under side of the
lower leaves. One or two applications
after the fruit is gathered should
given to destroy later broods of these in-
sects.

Raising Plants ¥rom Seeds,

Many persons think it so difficalt to raise
plants from seed that they will not make
even one effort to do so; others have been
so discouraged by first failures that they are
reluctant to make a second attempt.

The trouble with many beginners is that
they imagine seeds may be sown in any
fashion, watered occasionally, and

be assured ; when they fail to grow under
such treatment the seller of them frequent-
ly gets the blame forit.  Nothing is more
certain than if seeds are not planted as they
sh-nld be, they will probably fail to grow.
Tue proper treatment for coarse, large
seeds wil? smother the life out of fine ones.
They are sothething like little children, we
must study their natures and  treat them
accordingly, and in this we may profit
greatly from the experience of others, in-
stead ot waiting impatiently for results
from our own haphazard knowledge.

The best soil for seeds is a light, rich
sandy loam ; any garden soil will do if
thoroughly pulverized, heated to destroy
insects and noxious seeds, sufficient
sand added to make it porous and an
abundance of well rotted manure worked
into it, There are, however, some seeds
that will do beiter in rather poor seil,
abronia, verbena, nasturtium, and a few
others.

Fine seed should never be sown deep,
and if very fine should be mixed with sand,
sown thinly over the surface and pressed
firmly down without covering at all. Do
not let the soil dry out, keep it moist until
the seeds germinate, then give a light
sprinkling of water every night and morn-
ing.. Do not pour the water on, use a plant
sprinkler, an ordinary heunsehold syringe,or
» hair brash ; I prefer the latter, as it
covers a larger surface at once. Keep the
seeds in a moderately warm place, and
shielded from the light until they germi-
nate, then brinf gradually into the light
and sunshine. If too strong a sun is given
at first the tiny plants will droop and die.
Whenever the weather permits open the
windows and give the plants fresh air, or
on mild days carry them outside. Shield
them from beavy winds and rains until the
stems begin to grow thicker, and take them
in at night m:tﬁr all danger from frost is
over,

Verbenas, antirrbinumsand zinias will
decay if given too much water. Do not
lose patience and begin to stir up the soil if
the seeds do not come up just when you
expect them; they are often a little slow
about starting when the weather is cold.
It is better to sow only a partof each
packet the first time, then if they do mot
grow after a reasonable period put in the
rest, first studying the directions carefully.

before removing tham to their peérmanent
