CANADIAN ROUTE TO BE USED

Shipping Centre,

Buffalo, N.Y., May 4.—President Corri-
gan of the Lake Carriers’ Assoclation
arrived in Buffalo to-night. In an interview
he stated that the association, which con-
trols the shipping on the great lakes outside
of Canada, intended to back up the con-
tractors in Buffalo in their fight with the
grain shovellers, -and the tirst step in that
direction was taken to-day, when all grain
shipments to Buifalo had been ordered
stopped.

1t was the intention, Mr. Corrigan said, to
divert the grain to Cleveland and other
lake ports, where there were elevators, and
also to utilize the Welland Canal and St
Lawrence River routes.
