LAST OF THE PAN-ANERICAN

Great - Exposition, Tho a Financial
Failure, Was a Glory and
Pride of Buffalo.

TOTAL ATTENDANCE 8,000,000.

Early Bad Weather and McKinley
Shooting Two Forces Which Mili-
tated Against Success.

Buffalo, Nov. 2.—The Pan-American Ex-
position ended at 12 o'clock to-night. At
midnight President John G. Milburn press-
ed an electric button and the lights in the
now famous electric tower were dim for
the last time. Slowly, one by one, the
lights on post and pinnacle and tower
faded away. A corps of buglers standing
“taps,” and one of
est glories of the BExposition, the
fllumination, passed away, and

ended. The Exposi-
financial success, but
the benectits derived from it will be of
great value to the commercial interests
of the country. The financial loss will be
in  the neighborhood of $3,000,000. The
Joss will fall upon the holders of the com-
the holders of second mort-
and the contractors who erect-
Two hundred and ten
thousand shares of cominon stock were
gold at $10 a sharve. The stock was sub-
ecribed for by the citizens of Buffalo and
the Niagara frontier in small lots of from
one share to 100, so that this loss of $2,-
100,000 will not be seriously felt by any
one. The first mortgage bond, amounting
to $2,500,000, will be paid in full.

An issue of $500,000 second mortgage
bonds is unprovided for, but the revenue
from salvage on the buildings and from
other sources wil probably cover & part
of this indebtedness. The balance due
to comtractors is not definitely known, but
it is sald that it represents their profits
for the work donme, and no one will be
seriously embarrassed by the loss.

The total number of admissions for the
six months was close to 8,00(,000. An av-
erage of 2,000,000 a month had been figured
on by the Expesition officials.

The great snow storm of last April was
a severe blow to the Exposition. An im-
mense amount of work was undone, and
work on the grounds amnd buildings was de-
layed for a w eek. Strenuous efforts were
made to make up for the lost time, but on
1 a vast amount of work rema‘ned
gndone, and the formal opening of the
Exposition was postponed  until May 20.

The lamentable tragedy in the Temple
of Music, which Tobbed the nation of a
peloved President, was another blow to
the Pan-American. The attendance had
been - increasing steadily up to the date
of the assassination of President McKin-
Jey. The gates were closed for two days,
and when they re-opened there was a drop
of 12 per cent. in the attendance, and no
#mprovement followed.

The government “exhibit, which 18 a
peautiful and instructive collection, will
be at once shipped to Charleston.

A ‘large crowd attended the Exposition
to-day. The exhibit buildings were jam-
med during the afternoon, and there was
considerable petty thleving of exhibits by
souvenir fiends. The fruit and wine er-
hibits in the horticultural building suffer-
ed the most loss from the depredations of
the crowd, and it finally became necessary
to turn the people out of the building and
loek the doors.

There was a veritable riot 5n the Midway
this evening. The "isorder started from
a quarrel between an intoxicated man and
a waiter. The crowd took the part of the
stranger and wrecked .the place, smashing
chairs, tables and windows. A stream of
water from a fire hose finally put the
mob to reut.

STUDENTS MUSTN'T FLIRT. &

Strict Rules to Govern Co-Eds. at’
University College, North Wales.
London, Nov. 3.—During the long vaca-

tion the principal of University College,

North Wales, has evidently been ponder-

ing over what he refers to as “certain in-

cidents which took place last term.” The
trouble iu question was a mild flirtation
between two students of the Institution,
which Is one of the few In Great Britain
where the sexes are educated together.

The flirtation, altho perfectly innocent,

gcandalized the Governing Board, and the

offenders were rusticated. Their fellow
students at first refused to attend lectures,
but subsequently gave in.

'iw principal has now Issued stringent
ruf®s governing the relations between men
and women students, whichpiwill probably
amuse and surprise students in American
colleges. The rules are :

“Men students may not, firstly, meet
women students hy appointment or walk
with them; secondly, accompany women
students to or from college; thirdly, walk
with women students in the grounds of
the college; fourthly, visit or receive visits
from women students in their lodgings.

“*Reasonable association between men
and women students will be permitted,
firstly, at authorized social gatherings
within the college; secondly, in the college

TREATMENT FOR GOITRE DANGEROUS.

e

Jury Says Strict Laws Should Be

Enacted to Stop Unskilful
Practice.

The Investigation into the death of Mar-
garet Keenan, the young woman whq died
suddenly in the Osteopathic parlors, Con-
federation Life Building, om Wednesday
last, was concluded a little before 1 o’clock
on Sunday morning, when the jury em-
punelled by Coroner Bertram Spencer re-
turned the following verdict :

“We find that the deceased came to her
death in the rooms of H. C. Jaquith and
Flora A. Frederick, in the Confederation
Life Building, in this city, on Oct. 30,
1901, by suffocation from blood in the
windpipe and lungs, caused by goitre. In
view of the evidence and medical testi-
mony submitted, we attach no responsibil-
ity to any persons or persons. We believe
that the course of treatment pursued by
the persons im this case, Herbert Jaquith
and Flora Frederick, under the name of
osteopathists, I8 unskilful and dangerous,
and ' we are of opinion that strict laws
should be enacted which would put an end
to this dangerous practice, and others of

a kindred nature, which we have reason to
belieye are far too numerous in this
city.”

Interesting Testimony.

The adjourned inquest was held at Mil-
lard’s undertaking rooms, Yonge-street,
and was full of interest. H. H. Dewart,
the Crown; J. W.

K.C., appeared for
Curry, K.C., and Detective Rose repre-
gented the College of Physictans and

Surgeons, and Messrs. Deacon and Hunter
watched the proceedings on behalf of the
proprietors of the Osteopathic parlors.

“Dr.” Herbert C. Jaquith was recalled
and produced the books and papers’ relat-
ing to the treatment of the deceased. In
the book was entered the age, weight,
height and occupation of Miss Keenan,
who had told the witness. that she had
undergone all kinds of treatment for
goitre. The swelling had subsided at one
time, under the use of iodine and internal
treatment. Crown Attorney Dewart read
the record of & number of other cases
treated at the parlors. Omne particularly
interesting was, ‘‘rumbling in the “head,
especlally in bad weather.” Blindness and
loss of speech could also be cured by man-
ipulation. One patient had what the
M.D.'s years ago called inflammatory
rheumatigm, which settled in her right
knee. “Dr.” Jaquith sald he was compe-
tent to set a broken limb, but would not
do so here, altho he had done it in
Missouri. The majority of the cases, he
sald, were either cured or the patients
had been greatly benefitted.

Flora A. Frederick, 91 Wood-street, a
purtner in business of the previous wit-
ness, said Miss Keenan on Wednesday last
had received treatment for goitre and
was then seized with a coughing spell,
which continued until her death occurred.
Miss Frederick gave a practical demon-
stration of the treatment administered to
the deceased, which consisted simply of
manipulating certain muscles of the neck.

must be ascertained in the same manner
as the value of the rails, poles and wires
themselves. I have been given to under-
stand that the parties can agree upon the
amounts io be inserted im the assessment
roll relating to, this portion of the assess-
able property of the company, and upon
banding in to this board these figures the
same can be determined wpon this branch
of the case. The Toronto Rallway’'s ap-
peal upon this branch of the case will be
dismissed.”” The other {wo judges con-
cur.

The opinion was expressed by a promi-
nent lawyer after the judgment was given
that the city had won the branch of the
case referring to cars, and that the $700,000
assessment stood. As the compuny's ap-
peal was dismissed this statement is not
without foundation.

No New Basis of Valuation.
The judgment as to the other app-:als
agreed that the legislation passed last year
had not established any new basis of valu-
ation, and that the only apparent change
e¢ffected by that legislation is to permit
a different method of municipal s>ookkeep-
ing, whereby, as to this special class of as-
sessable property, the whole value may be
attached to one ward if the Assessment
Department desire to so ass:ss it, or, if
they do not so elect, they can distribnte
the total value amongst several wards in
proper proportions.

Boston, Nov. 2.—-District-Attorney Holmes
of Barustable County, who ordered the
arfes* «f Miss Jane Toppan, on the charge
of poisoning Mrs. Mary Gibbs of Catau-
mwt, was here to-day in consmltation with
Prof. Woods of Harvard, who made the
autopsy on the bodies of Mrs. Gibbs and
AMrs. Gordon. Mr. Holmes said that there
have heen eleven suspliclous cases of death
i houses at which Miss Toppan WAas em-
ployed as a nurse, and they are all being

investigated.

Mr. Holmes admitted that there is a
possibility of the bodies of Alden P. Davls
and his wife being taken from thelr graves
in the Cataumet Cemetery for an autopsy,
and he would not he surprised, he said, if
the body of Mrs, Kdna Bannister, whe
died Aug. 27, at Lowell, is exhumed and
examined.

Something may also be done to determine
the cause of death of a patient In Water-
town, whom Miss Toppan attended before
the Davis family died. This patient, Mr.
Holmes has been told, was ill but a short
time.

During Miss Toppan's stay at Cataumnet
there were several mysterious fires in the
Jachin house, of which Alden P. Davis
was the proprietor, and the Davis cottage
adjoining.

Information has been given to Mr.
Holmes that when Miss Toppan lived in
Cambridge there were similar fires, which

people were unable to explain at the time
of thelr occurrence.

EVIDENCE N LEWIS CASE

May Be Taken From Jury if Consent
of Attorney-General is

Obtained.

A SUBJECT FOR HIGHEST COURTS.

Many Christian Scientises Attend
Court and Listen to
Testimony,

[From The Toronto Sunday World.]

Chief Justice Falconbridge, in the Crimd-
nal Assizes, late on Saturday afternoon,
announced his intention, providing
Crown prosecutor was willing, of witn-
drawing from the jury om Monday morn-
ing the case of James H. Lewis. the
Street Rallway conductor, and Christian
Scientist, charged with manslaughter.

Mr. Guthrie, speaking for himselr om
Saturday, said he was willing, but pointed
out that he would first have to obtain the
consent of the Attorney-General. The an-
pouncement was made after a lengthy
argument, in which His Lordshlp sala: "It
is of the utmost importance not only to
the public at large but to the people wno
profess the Christian Science belief, that
the highest courts in the land should
settle the vital question as to what con-
stituted ‘pecessaries of life’ under the

Criminal Code.”
Myr. Vickers, the prisoner’s counsel, had

moved for the discharge of the accused
at the conclusion of the Crown’s ¢ase, on
the ground that Do offence had been

proven. His Lordship decidd to allow
the case to proceed with a view to having
the jury find upon the facts. A case
could then be stated, and the matter taken
to the Court of Appeal by the defence,”
he said. 5

. Arguned for Discharge.

Mr. Vickers urged that It would be more
satisfactpry it Lewis were discharged.
This, hé observed, would not prevent a
stated case going to a higher court for a
final ruling.

His Lordship agreed with the force of
Mr. Vickers’ argument, and adjourned the
case till Morday at 11 a.m. The jury was
not present in court during the argument.

It was contended by the Crown that
Lewis neglected to provide proper medi-
cal treatment for his little boy Koy, who
had diphtheria and subsequently died
from fit.

W. W. Vickers, who appeared for the
defence, moved at the opening of the case
for the quashing of the indictment under a
section of the Criminal Code, arguing that
the necessaries mentioned thereln do not
include medicine. The objection was over-
ruled by the court. The lawyer explained
that the matter invelved a constitutional
question and would be taken to the Su-
preme Court.

His Lordship acceded to the request to
reserve judgment and state a case for the
Court of Appeal if a verdict of guilty was
reached. X

It took 40 minutes to empanel a jury.
Mr. Vickers exhausted his challenges. The
jury is composed of the following : Til-
man MeDowell, Markham: E. J, R. McDon-
ald. West York: John H. Mitchell, To-
ronto; W. R. Travis. East Gwillimbury;
Louis H. I'owers, Toronto: David J. Rog-
erg. Dbookseller; Thomas Fairbairn. Gwill-
fmbury; John O’Connor, Toronto; Levi
Godard, West York; Alfred Snider, Whit-
church; James Shunks, West York; Boyd
Weir, Georgina.

Mr. Guthrie in opening stated that the
Crown asked but a nominal punishment.
as there was mo charge against the pris-
oner morally. His Lordship had power to
impose a very light punishment if the
jury so recommended in a case of man-
slaughter. *“Every man I8 entitled to be-
lieve what he likes or believe nothing;
it's no man’s business and it’s no crime,
biit when he steps over the lime and the
law is broken, religion or no religion, he
is liable.

Testimony of Mrs. Lewin.

Mrs. Lewis, wife of the accused. was
called by the Crown, and Mr. Vickers
ébjected on the ground that the woman
was not a compellable witness. The court
overruled this objectlon when Mr. Guthrie
stated that Mrs. Lewis would not repeat
anything told her by the prigoner.

After detailing the discovery of The
disease in the child, she was asked:

“Was any medical treatment provided?”
the reply being ‘No.”

The witness admitted that the disease
was such that if she had been of any other
faith she would have called in a doctor to
see the child.

To Mr. Vickers, she sald she dld not
kErow the law considered medicine among
the ‘‘necessaries of life.”” .

G. H. Carveth gave evidence of
simflar tenor to that given at the in-
quest and preliminary Investigation and

was subiected to a very severe cross-cox-
amination by Mr. Vickers on the S\'mh-
toms and treatment of diphtheria. -

The Crown ecalled the Medical Health
Officer to testify as to the treatment af-
forded patients at the Isolation Hospital
He said that only ene-quarter of dlnhlhm'l:;
cases nroved fatal. Dr. Sheard was cross-
examined at length when the court ﬁ*-
sumed at 2 o'clock.

Drs. Arthur Jukes Johnson and J. M
Cotton said they were satisfied that 11" th(;
child had been injected with anti-toxin
six days prior to death recovery “’(v;xld
have been certain. The phvsiclans put in
a heap of statistics to show that the rate
of mortality in mild cases of diphtheria
was very jfow. Dr. Cotton was asked if he
had ever heard of cures by Christian Sci-

ence, and he replied *““No.”” Mr. Vickers
x-h':nr::(‘d the phyvsiclan with being un-

Extraordinary Career of a Man of
Fierce Passions and Deter-
mined Character.

THE KILLING OF FiNANCIER FISK

And the Subsequent Life’s History
of His Quondam Friend and Part-
ner and Ultimate Assassin.

_[From The Toronto Sunday World.]
New York, Nov. 2.—Succeeding a severe
attack, which came while he was traveling
in Canada, E. 8. Stokes had for some time
been in failing health. He was very low
10 days ago, and rallied only to sink again,
He hegan failing last midnight, and his
strength glowly ebbed away to the end this
afternoon. "

Edward Stlles Stokes was a conspicuous
figure in the life of New York City for 40
years. He was to the fore In public view
even to the last, for the bitterness and
strife of the Iitigation in which he was
recently engaged with his cousin, W. E.
D. Stokes, attracted general attention. His
name was inseparably connected with the
tragic killing of James Fisk, jr., who was
shot by him in 1872, after a famous quarrel,
tnvolving large financial interests and the
favor of Josie Manstield, a beautiful Cali-

fornian. .
Stokes was born in Philadelphia on April

27, 1841. He was educated in Pennsyl-
vania, and won fame as a sportsman and
athlete in his college days. He came to

New York In 18060, and organized the firm
of Budlong & Stokes, which, quickly won
attention for its boid and successful oper-
ations on the Produce Exchange. The tirm
dissolved in 1865, and Stokes began the
erecticn of the Brooklyn Oil Refinery. it
was while organizing the roject that
Stokes met Fisk, whom shot later. Re-
verses in oil and a fire at his refinery ruin-
ed Stokes, but when he emerged from
bankruptey he promptly formed another
company and rebuilt the refinery. With
Fisk, Jay Gould and others, who operated
tlle Erie Railroad, he made an agreement
as to oil rates that proved higaly lucrative.
After a tew years ol close intimacy Stokes
and Fisk quarreiled. Josle Mansfield was
under the protection of the latter, and
there was a belief that Fisk resented
Stokes' attention to her. Stokes always
asserted that Fisk tried to ruin him by
manipulating oil rates on the Erie Ralil-
road, which Fisk controlled. The quarrel
was a fierce one, and was carried Into Wall-
street, where the men matched thelr skitl
and nerve, with financial ruin as the tro-
phy. In 1871 Stokes was arrested on the
charge that he had embezzled $50,000 from
the oil company. The charge was eventual-
ly disproved, and Fisk and Stokes were
for a time reconciled. ‘hen followed a
final break; which culminated In the shoot-
ing. Josie Mansfield left Fisk and passed
under the protection of Stokes. Litigation
resumed between the two men, who made
charges and counter-charges of a startling
pature as.to financial transactions. Threats
of personal violence were exchanged, and
their final meeting was not unanﬂcl ated.
‘They met on the stairway of the old rand
Central Hotel, now the Broadway Central,
on Jan. 6, 1872, and Stokes shot Fisk. Fisk
lived until the next morning, and Stokes
gave himself up a few minutes after the
shooting. He was detained in the Tombs
and had three trials. The first trial result-
ed in a disagreement and the second In
conviction of murder in the first degree.
Stokes was sentenced to be hanged. He
was given a new trial and was convicted
of manslaughter in the third degree. He
was sentenced to four years in the lj{enl-
tentiary. Stokes’' defence for the killing
of IYisk was that he had shot In self-de-
fence, after Fisk had drawn a revolver
from his pocket. There was some evidence
to bear this out, tho it was vigorously con-
tradicted.

Stokes served the four years—1873-1877—
and then returned to the city. He was
restored to citizenship in 1884 by Grover
Cleveland, then Governor. He again em-
barked in business and became interested,
among other enterprises, in the Hoffman
House. He became involved im a serlous
dispate with his cousin, W. E. D. Stokes.
over the Hoffman House, and this case
was fought thru the law courts for several
vears. He finally zold his interest, and ifi
the last few years of his life was not ac-
tively in business. He was a man of
splendid personal appearance, and at the
high tide of his power had a large personal
following. While in prison, after shooting
Fisk, he met Richard Croker and John
Scannell, who were awalting trial om
charges similar to his own, and the ftrio
formed a friendship which lasted to the
end.

REGULATION OF IMMIGRATION

Commissioner Pcwderly Eficcts an
Agreement With Transporta-
tion Companies.
Washington, Nov. z.—ommissioner-Gzn-
eral Powderly of the Immigration Buream
Lhas entered Into an agreemeunt with the
principal steamship and railroad lines of
Canada for the regalation of fmmigratim
to the .United States thru Canada. This
agreement, which takes the place of the
former arrangement, which expired thrce
days ago, is regarded as much more fav-
orable to the United States than the last
one, and will be more effective in keepiug
out the prohibited classes of immigrants.
It provides that aliens arriving in Canada,

destined to the United States, shall he In-
_at Halifax, N.8, Quebee, Point
s, Vancouver, St. John, N.B., and Vie-
., B.C.,,.by United States commission-
ers, who shall issue certificates to such as
are centitled to enter this country, and the
Lolders of these certificates shall be ¢n-
titled to enter the United States at any
of the above-named places without further
examination. The examinations at thoase
points shall be similar to those conducted

at the ports of the United States. All
iliens adjudge inadmissible shall be re-
tnrned to the countries from which they

come by the lines bringing them over. The

BETTING RECULTS IN CRIME.

Sensattonal Statistics Published by
National ;\ntl-(-‘-nmbllng Scociety.
London, Nov. 8.—Statistics collected by

the National Anti-Gambling League show
that 191 bankruptcles and 320 embezzle-
ments in Englan‘l during the last two years
were directly attributable to bhetting. It
rurther demonstrates that 80 per cent. of
the robberies of moneys from letters by
postoffice clerks and letter-carriers is due
to the same evil.

Betting is increasing to an alarming ex-
tent, despite the efforts of the authorities
and the work of reforming assoclations.
Professional betting men are now invading
the streets of the ametrepolis and of eoun-
try towns, being no longer content with
the faellitles atiorded by clubs, betting
rings and race courses.
the neighborhoods of factories and of large
stores, tapping the wadges of the working-
men and boys. It is asserted that this fs
causing widespread poverty and misery in
familles and largely Increasing drunken-
ness.

The Amti-Gambling League, impressed
with the danger arising from the enterprise
of the gamblers, is seeking to obtain the
passage of a law <ing street betting a
criminal offence. 'Lhe l0cal authorities in
many places are adopting a regulation pro-
viding a fine of $25 for street bettlug.
The hookmakers, gorged with immense pro-
fits, laugh at such a penalty. In one in-
stance a bookmaker fined in this inadequate
‘sum handed the magistrate a 10 note ($50),
saying that he might put the change in
the poor box.

The postoffice, swamped with the circs-
lars of betting agents, serves to spread the
disease. The ofifcinls, instead of helping
to stop the offenders, refuse to intervene,
saying they have no right to violate the
sanctity of letters.  Edward Kold, secre-
tary of the Anti-Gambling League, laments
the impotence of the postoffice, and desires
the introduction of measures similar
those of the Umited States, enabling the
authorities actively to co-operate in. the
conviction of persons using the malils for
unlawful purposes.

Canadian Sailor Receives Frightful
X Injuries on Northeastern.
Detroit, Mich., Nov. 3.—Michael Dono-
van, a Canadian, aged 42 years, a fireman
on the lake-ocean freighter North-Jcastern,
which lay at Smith’s coal dock, because
of low water, was probably fatally scald-
| ed while at work In the fire-nold of the
boat last night. He was .aken to the

Marine Hospital this morning, and even
the old doctors there turned away with
torror at the sight of Donovan's fearful
injuries.
Donovan was cleaning out the boiler
flue, when it suddenly gave way under
the steam pressure. The scalding vapor
enveloped him, and, sereaming with pain
he sank down on the floor. He was taken
from the reom by a fellow-fireman, and the
ambulance from the Marine Hospital
brought him to that institution this morn-
ing. His head, body, arms and legs are
frightfully scalded, and little hope is en-
tertained of his recovery.
