"Fwill Be Feonomic.

Professor Goldwin Smith, who has
Leen the chief means of reviving the
Associated Charities, and who is now
‘the main mover in the effort to secure
the consent of the board of control to
assist in making the present system
of outdvor relief conserve to the Let-
ter interests of our ¢ity’s poor, has this
to say in regard to it: 1

“Let me say first ¢hat the Associateqd
Charities are not going to ask the city
Tor any mmoney for themselves, They
hope to pay their own way by volun=-
ary contributions. They may ask the
city to transfer a moderate portion of
tha money now expended in doles to ils
OWn relief officer to be used by him in
corammrndence with the Associated Char-
1ties, tor the relief of urgent -casés. It
is hoped, and experience indicates, that
money will be saved to the community
by the application of the principle of
Strict and expert. investigation, com-
hined with those of adjustment of re-
lief to special nred and regard for the
self-respect of the poor.

“In the second place, let me assure
vou tdat there is no thought of ep-
croaching on the field of any existing
institution. The objedct is only to har-
monize the action and economize the re-
fources of them all. Every great city
feels the need of some cantral organiz-
ationn of this kind to keep the several

organs . of -charity, including par-
ish2® and pastorates, in touch
with each other and prevent
wvarlapping, waste and imposture,

¥s well:as to perform other functions
*which do not fall within the seope of
{pecial charities, such as that of keep-
Elng a. register of cases, supplying in-
formation and advice, maintaining a
Jabor bureau-and setting the law in me=
tion in certain cases, such -as wife de-
«ertion ‘or failure to support relatives,
forwarding destitute wayfarers and cer-
tifyirg lodging houses for the poor.
May Avoid Pauperism,
“There are obviously urgent cases
Whidh our present system of doles, dig-
tributed during scven months of the
Year, must fail to mget. The artisan,
dimelled or thrown out of wWork for a
fime, without means to pay his rent,
M ¥ Japse into pauperism, if not as-
risted with relief other than a dole.
‘“We had for a series of yvears a. con=
ference of charities, under the excellent
auspices of Mr. Pell, then secretary of
the Bt. George's Socitty. Tt was at-
tended, I believe, by delegates of all the
principal charities, o of all excepting
the House of Industry. Tt did goed
work in directions indicated by the pre=
sent program. For myself, 1 was retir=
ing from the work, after 30 years’ con=
nection; but T turred back to lend what
help I could in setting on foot an or=
ganization which experience and the au-
thority of the best judges have led me
to regard as essential to the right tl“‘a1;-
mtur of t™he subject, evidently f_»f wari-
ous importance to all great cities.”
