EXSMPTION GROUNDS
FULLY EXPLAINED

Civil Representatives Given Instruc.
tions by Provinclal Registrar Glyn
Osler Yesterday at City Hall.

In addressing a special. meetin
s civil

of the
representatives of exemption tri-
bunals for Toronto, at the city hall, Pro-
vincial Registrar Gilyn Osler explained
their work under the Military Service
Act,

“Conscientious objectors,” who cannot
prove that they are members of a sect
baving conscientious scruples against
war, will have their claim rejected. As
to what grounds were sufficient for ex-
emption, Mr. Osler cited the case of a
claimant whose brother has been killed
in action as being a fit subject for
temporary exemption.

In answer to a question as to whether
each tribunal would be public, he said
he believed they should, but that, he
thooght, was the business of each indi-
vidval tribunal. Tribunals could also
use their own discretion as to whether
they gave their decision on each case in
public or private.

The registrar warned the representa.
tives to be sure and obtain each man’s
record of exemption to prevent him
from applying elsewhere, or to trace and
punish him #f he should make such ap-
plication.  The first question asked when
a man appears before a tribunal will be:
‘“‘Have you previously applied for ex-
eption?”’
