Two Canadians Get Share In

Dixon Estate

Canadian Press Despatch.

WINDSOR, Ont., June-’5—The $50,-
000,000 estate of James Dixon—inven-
tor and manufacturer of the famous
Sheffield silverplate—is to be distrib-
uted after being in chancery for 62
years in England, it became known
here today.

Two residents of this city, Mrs. John
Ouellette and Angus Dixon, together
with John McLinden, of Wyandott,
Mich.,, are the only prospective heirs
whose identity is known here. It is
declared that lawyers have added eight
other heirs to the vast fortune and it
seems likely there will be an equal
division of the millions.

It was back in 1805 when James
Dixon, a silversmith of Sheffield, Eng-
land, discovered the process of electro-

plating which ‘resulted in his becoming

the foremost manufacturer of pewter
in the world. The enterprise showed
an ever-increasing capital so that when
Dixon died in 1864 his three sons in-
herited an immediate estate. To two
of the silversmith’s grandsons, who had
emigrated to North America, belonged
part of this estate, but as these grand-
sons were never again heard from the
fortune stood without division in the
British courts.

It later developed that Mrs. John
Quellette’s father, who had pioneered
in Ontario and settled near Carleton
Place, was one of these grandsons.
One copy of the will was destroyed
many years ago in a fire and nothing
was done to prove the claims of the
Canadian families until about two
months ago when copies of the legal
papers were obtained from the Old
Country.

Ast
the meeting dispersed there were cries
of “Down with Hindenburg.®
