U.S.HONOR SYSTEMALL CABINET IN| ONDON, June 29—The consti­
tutional problems involved in 

the Canadian political crisis are the 
subject of a great deal of discussion 
in political circles here today, and 
the general opinion among those 
well informed seems to be that 
Lord Byng acted wisely in most 
difficult circumstances.

It is generally expected that the 
change of government will not 
postpone an election very long and 
the issue between the parties will 
have to be faced by the Canadian 
public very shortly.

The Times, in a leading article 
today on the situation, expresses 
the popular view when it em­
phasizes the fact that the crisis is 
not a consequence of any feeble or 
backward condition in Canada 
politically or industrially, but 
rather an evidence of rapid growth 
and of the keen desire of leaders of 
Canadian commerce and industry 
to see a stable government In 
Ottawa which would insure the 
continuance of Canadian progress 
and development.

The recent trend 
is towards more examinations, said 
Principal Barker in his paper, while 
employers are more and more requir­
ing certificates of matriculation from 
their employes. Examinations were 
necessary because of the fact that 
teachers were unable to deal sufficient­
ly with the individual pupil under any 
other method.

AALGARY, Alta.. June 29.— 

The United Farmers of Al­
berta duplicated the landslide of 
1921, which swept them into 
power in Alberta, for the first 
time, and at the provincial elec­
tions yesterday were given a 
mandate by the people of the 
province to continue the govern­
ment with the co-operation of 
Labor.

Indications were that the govern­
ment would not only retain its numeri­
cal strength in the legislature, but 
would gain a number of seats. Only 
one definite gain was reported late last 
night, recorded by A. Deslisle, who 
captured the Beaver River riding from 
J. M. Deschesne, Liberal, member of 
thé last legislature.

CABINET RETURNED.
The tide of public approval that
