two years «O Dr. Felix d’HdreHe; -a youam 
F»nwh stiuntist of tlit rtoteui BBlUSW, 
noticed that locusts were eutdect to tk- 
epidemic disease, and eonclnded that the 
best means of destroying the insecte would 
be to spread the disease among them.

After careful research he discovered the 
bacillus of the disease, and, as the result 
of a paper read before the Academy of 
Sciences in Paris, was invited to make a 
practical test of hie discovery by the Gov­
ernment of the Argentine, where every 
year the plague of locusts does incalculable 
damage to the crops.

His first experiments were immediately 
successful, a swarm of locusts kept be­
tween barriers for observation purposes be­
ing exterminated in six days after they 
had eaten grace sprinkled with M. d’Her- 
elle’e preparation. Within lees than a 
week dead locusts were also' found thirty 
miles from the infected fields, while forty 
days afterwards locusts bearing the mark 
of the epidemic were picked up 250 miles 
from the infected area.

The locust plague in the Argentine 
threatened to be worse than ever this 
year, and in the spring the doctor set out, 
accompanied by mules carrying the disease- 
spreading liquid, and sprinkled

Paris, Aug. 16—It is not often that the 
official “Bulletin de Halles’, contains any 
startling items of intelligence, but the last 
number reproduces a circular, which is 
being sent round to old customers by 
numerous wine-growers, which reminds one 
of the historical death of the Duke o£ 
Clarence, who drowned himself in » butt 
of his favorite Malmsey. The following 
is a literal translation of this original trade 
circular; “Bathe of superior Malvotiia 
wine are the moet fortifying and health- 
giving. A hectolitre (hundred quart) cask 
is sufficient for a hundred baths. The 
whole contents of the barrel are emptied 
into the bath each time, and after remain­
ing in it twenty minutes the wine is pour­
ed back. After the hundredth bath the 
Malvoisie is distilled, and delicious 'eau 
de vie’ is obtained.”

Baths of milk and champagne are not 
unheard of in Paris, and a bath of red 
Malvoisie wine would be taken as a fable 
if it were not advertised seriously in so re­
spectable and business-like a paper as the 
market Bulletin.

Munich, Aug. 16— The Petty Sessions 
Court here was concerned with a curious 
charge of libel brought by Professor Ern­
est Haeckel against a Bavarian station- 
master named Adam Rambacher, a zealous 
champion of the Lourdes miracles.

Herr Rambacher had accused Professor 
Haeckel and several prominent doctors of 
“malicious slander and deliberate fraud” 
owing to their sceptical criticism on the 
reported miraclee. Herr Rambacher’s own 
account of his career is very strange. He 
began as a waiting-room assistant, and 
rose in the service chiefly owing to eev- 
eral valuable inventions, some of which 
are now employed not only in Germany, 
but also abroad. He declared, however, 
that he had constantly to “fight with de­
mons,'Vgwing to his having once omitted 
to attend an Easter confession. He was 
only freed from this mental struggle when 
he took up the defence of the Lourdes mir­
acles.

Although such libel ordinarily involves 
imprisonment, the jury only sentenced 
Herr Rambacher to the payment of $100 
on the ground that he was floundering in 
deep waters, “and Truth for him was re­
presented only by what he said himself.”

Milan, Aug. 16—Eighty-eight huge cases 
of Egyptian antiquities, discovered during 
the last season’s exploration work at As- 
siut, undertaken by the^ Italian Archaeo­
logical Mission under the direction of the 
famous Egyptologist, Professor Ernest 
Schiapparelli, are now being transferred 
to the Turin Museum, which contains one 
of the finest collections of this kind in 
Europe.

Special interest centres in the Schiap­
parelli finds from the circumstances that 
they mostly relate to the period between 
the Fourth and Twelfth Dynasties—that 
is, from the 35th to the 22nd centuries be­
fore Christ, with regard to which archaeo­
logical material has hitherto been very 
scarce. The tombe of this epoch were 
found intact and over 120 coffins were re­
covered in a splendid state of preservation. 
They contain skeletons and all kinds of 
art objecte, pieces of furniture, and frag­
ments of wooden statues.

The new finds of painted sarcophagi are 
said to be exceedingly fine.

On the Canadian side the 
road will be about thirty miles long, but 
for about a third of this distance, a road 
has already been built. The project will be 
probably laid before the government.
