Noted For Fashionable Wed­
dings. More Than 200 Years 

Ago.

LONDON, May 7—London’s fash­
ionable church, St. George’s, Hanover 
Square, celebrated its bicentenary re­
cently with a special series of services. 
Often called “St. Cupid’s Church” in 
the latter part of the last century, St. 
George’s is still popular for fashionable 
weddings, and second only to St. .Mar­
garet’s, Westminster.

Sixty years ago as many as 1,000 
weddings took place each year at St. 
George’s, but during the last 50 years 
the average has been about 300. In­
cluded among the latter was that of 
Theodore Roosevelt, who described 
himself in the register as a “ranch­
man” when he walked over from 
Brown’s Hotel in a bowler hat to be 
married to Edith Kermit Carew.

The registers are rich in signatures 
of other prominent men, as well as 
royalties. The signatures of King 
Edward and Queen Alexandra, along­
side those of the present King and 
Queen, are recorded in the wedding of 
a member of the Gosford family. The 
signatures of four prime ministers of 
England also are there, inscribed at the 
wedding of Henry Asquith, now Lord 
Oxford, to his present wife. They are 
Lord Rosebery, William Ewart Glad­
stone, Henry Asquith and Arthjir Bal­
four, now Lord Balfour.

Officials of the church assert that if 
all the couples who have been mar­
ried at the famous old edifice during 
the last 40 years had been present 
at the bicentenary services, the con­
gregation would have numbered about
