An Act for Registering the Names of
DPersons entitled to Vote at Elections.
: [12th June, 1834.]

Waereas it would greatly conduce to the
convenience and purity of Elections for
Members to serve in the Commons IHouse of
Assembly. if the names of ‘all Persons enti-

Ty

tled to vote at such Elections were register-
ed : Be it therefore enacted, by the Gover-

nor, Conneil and Assembly of Newfoundland, |
in Parliament assembled, and by the antho- |
rity of the same, that from-and after the thir- |

ty first day of December mext, no Persen
shall be entitled to vote at the Election of
any Member to serve in the Commons House
of Assembly whose name shall not have been
previously registered in the manner required
by this Act.
