THE CIVIC RECEPTION.
Presertation of Address at the Drill Hall
—Lord Minto’s Reply.

Shortly after half-past one yesterday
the vice-regal party drove to the drill
hall where the civic reception took place.
Qutside, forming the guard of honor, the

soldiers from Work Point barracks were

drawn up. Lord Minto alighting from

his carriage inspected the troops, aec-

companied by Lieut.-Col. English, be-
fore entering the rooms assigned to the
party, in the left wing of the building.

There was a very large aftendance of
citizens to take their part in
farewell to the Governor-General and
Lady Minto. The main body of the hall
was provided with seats for those who
attended.
ment was on dutv, lining both sides of
the main aisle leading to the platform.

n the platform were members of the

In replying I.ord Minto said he was
pleased with ‘the reception accorded them
and the many kind expressions contain-
ed in the address. He could not help
remembering, however, that they had
come here to say good-bye. They had
many pleasant recollections of this city.

The six years spent in Canada had not
been uneventful ones. “We have pass-
ed through together,” he said, “a great
war, sharing together its sorrow and its
triumph.” In that war, as usual, the
navy and army had again done its duty
well. (Loud cheers.)

There was one lesson standing out
«clearly in connection with the war. This
was that if the nation was to continue
to oceupy its exalted position the colon-
ies must take their part and stand as
one shoulder to shoulder throughout the
Empire. No matter what came, they
must stand shoulder to shoulder. (Ap-
plause.)

Referring to the city bearing a name
which was reverenced and honored by all
parts, he paid eompliments to the city’s
beauty and hospitality.

When they returned to England they
would not forget Canada and the pleas-
ant time spent in this country. They
would take every occasion to set forth
the advantages of Canada in the Old
Country.

He was sorry that 'their stay in the
city had to be so short. They would
have liked to have-spent a longer time
here, but this was not possible.

In closing he again thanked the city
for its reception.

AUGUST ATTENDANCE.
High Avemge Daify Percentage for
Eight Days of School.

The record of school attendance dur-
ing the eight days of August after the
opening of the term is conspicuous for
the high average daily attendance. But
this is due to the fact that a very large
proportion of pupils presénted themn-
selves on the opening day instead of
straggling along a week or two late, as
is usually the case. The number enrolled
was 2,656, average daily attendance
2,548.46, or 95.64 per cent. The eor-
responding figures for -August last year
were 2,568, average 2,226.49, or 86.77 per
cent.

A RAILWAY FOR

THE COAL FIELDS

AN AGREEMENT HAS
BEEN ENTERED INTO

Interested Co;npanles Have Devoted One
Hundred Claims Towards Furnish-

ing Transportation.

Over a week ago the Times announced
that negotiations were in” progress for
the eonstruction of a railway into the
Kootenay coal fields. A delay occurred
in carrying out the artangements, and it
was not until Saturday of last week that
thé matter' was finally settled and the
agreements entered into.

By this arrangement it is specified
that the new company formed shall be-
gin preliminary surveys within 60 days
in the Flathead/coal country. The work
of .construction will begin shortly after
this survey is made, it is expected by
those interested.

As outlined in the Times, the tran-
sportation company acquires a control-
ling interest in a group of 100 claims,
which are set aside by the Kootenay
Coal Company and the Nelson syndicate
for that purpose. The Kootenay Coal
Company is largely a Spokane concern.

The railway end of the new company 'S
work, it is said, will be kept entirely in-
dependent of the mining departmesnt,
and they will really form two compan-
jes. It is also reported that satisfactory
arrangements have been made in draw-
ing up the agreement whereby the com-
panies interested in turning over the coal
claims will be safeguarded with respect
to rates for the carrying of their coal.

An announcement is mot made as to
where the railway will be built, but there
is a prevailing impression that it will be
by way of Morrissey or Elko, which is
le€s than 20 miles distant.

1ln connection with the ' deal great
praise is given Judge Prather, of Spo-
kane, for the indefatigable way in which
he worked for the consummation of this
most important matter connected with
the opening up of the coal territory. w.
Teetzel, of Nelson, representing his. syn-
dicate, worked faithfully, and the result
of the negotiations is due to these two,
and J. MelIntosh, of Grand Forks.

Judge Prather and Mr. Teetzel left
for home on Saturday evening, after
spending several weeks in this city me-
gotiating with each other and with out-
side parties interested in the transpor
tation arrangements.

We
have been approached by Chilliwack
breeders asking us to co-operate with
them to obtain that favor, as stock would
only have to be driven such a short dis-
tance compared with driving them from
Victoria.” R. Ferguson, secretary of the
Maple Ridge Agricultural Association,
communicates that he has been instructed
to endorse “the reselution of the (Chilli-
wack Agricultural Association in refer-
ence to landing stock for the forthcoming
show. - It is understood that the local
transportation committee is taking the
matter up with the C. P. R. in an ener-
getic manner, so that an announcement
may be looked for at an early date.

It is announced by R. H. Swinerton,
secretary of the B. C. Agricultural As-
sociafion, for the benefit of those who
intend exhibiting at the show to be held
here from Sept. 27th inst. to October
1st, that entries will positively close on
September 20th. As previously stated,
the offices on Government street will be
open in the evening. Applications should
be made as soon as possible.

Notices with entry forms have been sent
to the various centres in the province, so
that all interested- in the sport may
know what is going on, and in the hopes
that some may be found who will enter
their names as competitors.

AN IMPORTANT MEETING.

Y. M. C, A. Finances Discussed by Directors
Last Evening—Associate Secretary
Appointed.

The regular monthly meeting of the board
of directors of the Young Men's Christian
Association held last evening was of more
than usual importance.

Together
they will supervise the operation of the
different branches during the winter months
and look after the collection of membership
-fees and gther details. Mr. Northcott is a
well known young Victorian, who is popu-
lar with young men and who is about to
take up Y. M. C. A. work.

The resignations of Messrs Clarke and
Okell were received and accepted. A spe-
cial committee, consjsting of R. B. Me-
Micking and J. NelsoR, was appointed to
provide nominations to be submitted to the
next general meeting for approval.

It was reported that the recent excursion
held under the auspices of the Y. M. C. A,
was an unqualified success, and that $200
has been realized. Instructions were given
the secretary to write thanking J. Dunsmuir
for the use of the steamer City. of Nanaimo
and the Ladies’ Auxiliary for their efforts
in connection with the restaurant establish-
ed by the Y. M. C. A. at Clover Point dur-
ing the progress of the recent Britishh Col-
umbia Rifle Association meet, and also in
connection with the excursion.
