Since the first vrnde pictures of
the bones of the hand, improvement has
been made step by step until it is now
possible to photograph the entire skeleton
of the living body, aud toshow itina
single picture of a trifle more than life
size. At a recent scieatilic convention
in Zurich, a picture of this kind created

id tonish It was due
to the efforts of Prof. Ludwig Zehnder,
theinventor of a new Crookes tuba which
is ocapable of working at a greater dis-
tance than earlier onee, thus increasig
the size of the plates that can be usad
and improving the pictures in sharpness.
For the picture the tube was arranged
exactly over the middle of the body about
23 inches from the dry 'plste on which
the subject lay. ~ The different parts were
taken separately, the head requiring an
exposure of 60 minutes, the breast, 60
minutes, the knee joints, 50 minntes,
the pelvis, 60 minntes, the feet, arms
and hands, 15 minutes each. By uniting
the several proofs, & complete picture, 6
feet 6 inches long, was obtained. All
parts are penetrated by the Roentgen
rays, giving absolutely clear pictures of
the skeleton and the joints, and distinct-
ly revesling auy impeanetrable object in
the cavities of the skull.

Ia Grades 1 & II, reading is
the basis ; deficiencies in other respegts ¢an
be mede up by extra study, In grade III
oumber $akes some promingnce sy well as
reading angd spelling, also Nature lessons,
As the pupil advances to higher grades the
basis can be changed. The teacher must

take into consideration the iatellectual
capacity of the child, its home environment ;
and its health. The teacher should aim to
place the pupil in the position where he can
do best for himself. He must not push the
pupil, neither must be keep him back. A
teacher when leaving a school should not
promote pupils, bat leave that for his
successor to do.
