The Chatham Pulp Mill.

Mr. McKinnon, of New York, who
has, for some months, been endeavoring
to promote a company with the object
of purchasing\wg; Maritime Sulphite
Fibre Company’s mill, now in che
hands of the receiver, Mr. W. C.
Winslow, was in ‘Chatham last week.
Mr. McKinnon is the gentleman who,
it was stated luat month, was to acquire
the property for $350,000 and bave it
in operation in two months’ time. We
understund that the statement was
quite prematurs. It seems that heis
what is known as a promoter, and is
not directly identified with any organ-
ised pulp-manufacturing concern. His
proposition last week is understood o
have been that aa option of something
more than two months from the present
time should be given to hira to enable
him to induce capitalists to form them-
selves into a company for the purchase
ot the mill. We understand that he
was not prepared to put up any money
as a consideration for the option, but
practically wished to have the valuable
interest placed in his bands exclusively,
for the period named, in order that he
might, if possible, sell it.

The question of the disposal to be
made of this mill is a very important
one, not only to Chatham, but also to
the whole County of Northumberland,
and it seems too bad that it is being
handled in what seems to be an unbusi-
nesslike way. It may not be amiss
just now therefore, to recall some of the
facts econnected with it.—

When, by reason of reckless manage-
ment, the credit. of the Maritime
Sulphite Fibre Company was impaired at
the Bank of Montreal, with which it
did business here, principally, and
which held some $400,000 of its bonds,
a mortgage was given to the Royal
Trust Company of Montreal and Hugh
Robertson, its president, as trustees, to
hold the property of the company as
security for the boudholders. This was
in November 1900. In July following
the Pulp Company notified their
creditors that the Royal Trust Com-
pany had taken possession of all their
broporty, they being unable to mest
their liabilities.

Meantime,dealers in coal, machinery,
digesters and other plant and supplies,
lumbermen throughout the County
of Northumberland and others, who
bad not knowledge of the Pulp
Company’s real financial position, were
induced to honor the orders of the
bankrupt concern. In many cases the
acceptances of the Pulp Company, given
in payment for these supplies of differ-
ent kinds, were discounted by the Bank
of Montreal. When a good stock of coal
was in theyard,new digesters put in,large
quantities of logs secured, etc.,the Palp
Company was practically forced to band
over all its property—that which had,
as well as that which bad not been paid
for—to the Royal Trust Company. The
Trust Company appointed an agent, in
the person of the manager here of the
Bank of Montreal, and that gentleman
proceseded to use the coal and the
digesters and the logs, which had been
procured but not paid for, in the man-
ufacture of pulp, to be. sold for she
benefit of the Trust Company, or the
Bank—for, after all, their interests
were mutual in the business,

While this was going on the same
gentleman, in his capacity as manager
of the Bank was requiring the lumber-
men to psy the %Rcceptances he had,
only a short time before, discounted for
them in payment for those very logs.

It is small wonder that, under
such exasperating circumstances, the
lumbermen, thus deprived of their
property should unite with those
whoss unpaid-for coal and unpaid-
for digesters were turning out the pulp
made from the unpaid-for logs, in an
appeal to the courts for justice. It was
open to them through the law to attack
the validity of the deed given to the
Trust Company and even to charge
fraud in connection with the method
by which the securities were obtained.

In the process of seeking the justice
which these soulless corperations with-
hold, the lumbermen and other parties
who were deprived of their property
have succeeded in preyenting the lum-
ber land leases formerly held by the
Pulp Company from being transferred
to the Royal Trust Company, and that
move has been an important factor in
bringing that organization to a partial
recognition of the fact that if it will not
do justice, for justice’s sake, it will be
compelled to do it in its own interest.
It bad & receiver appointed, in the
person of the Bank of Montreal’s
solicitor, who took up the work of its
agent when the latter removed from the
Miramichi. The receiver—Mr, W. C.
Winslow—completed the manufacture
of pulp out of the material on hand.
That was, however, the end of the
Trust Compuny’s efforts to work the
mill.

A great cry has been raised by a
loeal paper, in the Trust Company's
interest —and, it is believed, uader the
inspiration of the receiver—against the
gontlemen of the legal profession who
are acting for the lumbermen and other
outside creditors. They are blamed
because the mill is not in operation,
and its remaining idle is attributed to
the withholding of the transfer of the
lumber leases. Bat it is pertinent to
enquire why the Trust Compsny does
not pay the honest claims of the ill-
used lumbermen and others whose
| property it has turped to its owa

account? Again, if the Trust Com-
pany, its receiver, or the paper which
speaks for them are having their hearts
lacerated and bled because the mill is
not running and giving employment to
our people, why does the Trust Com-
pauy not operate it? It is idle to say
that it cannot do so without having
lumber lands, for the other pulp mill—
that on the opposite side of the Mira-
michi—has no appreciable area of such
lands, but is, nevertheless, running on a
paying basis.

Moreover. why, when the liquidators
appointed by the supreme court have,
for months, been appealing to the re-
ceiver, Mr. W, C. Winslow, to consent
to a sale 5f the mill and other property,
so that it may be realised upon and
again put in operation before being
hopelessly deteriorated, has he refused?
Why bas he forced them to appeal to
Mr. Justice McLeod and ‘Mr. Justice
Barker for an order of sale. The
liquidators, Hon. L. J. Tweedie and
Mr. Hanington, K. C., do not, in this
connection, ask for a division of the
proceeds amongst the different credi-
tors, but they are willing to bave them
paid into court pending its decision in
regard to claims pow in litigation.
They realise, as everyone else must do,
that the continued idleness of the mill is
daily lessening its value and preventing
its being made a means of large em-
ployment, asformerly, and they want
to end the useless expense involved in
1ts being kept shut up and made a
sotrce of revenue for those only who,
apparently, think it would be madmess
not to maintain the statu quo in their
own interests. If the mill were sold
the receiver’s present profitable occupa-
tion in connecsion with it would end,
but pulp-making operations would be
resumed and scores of honest work-
people again be employed.

We bave, no doubt, that when the
Trust Company, which has seized this
Chatham pulp mill and paralyzed its
operations, has been ormpelled by law,
or a sense of danger to its own
interests, to concede justice i1n some
measure to the victims of its selfishness
—to use a mild term—it will be
sold to some bona fide pulp company.
Then, it will be successfully operated.
Meantime, the community which has
already made iderable co
to the concern, realises that it has an
interest in seeing that its affairs cease,
a8 soon as possible, to be tangled up by
those who have no interests other than
those of injudiciously invested capital
to serve, and who permit them to be
used locally for personal and small
political purposes.

Under ordinary circumstances the
ADVANCE would preter not to discuss
this subject, but it has been made a
question for trial in the press against
those who have been very badly treated
by the Baok, the Trust Company and
the receiver, Reading the diatribes in
the paper which has espoused the Trust
Company’s cause against the lumber-
men and others who bave been ill-treat-
ed, one would infer that it is the laster
who are to blame because the mill is
ot in operation. The interest of the
community is our excuse for giving a
resume of the situation, so that the
public may judge of the matter
for themselves. It is to be hoped
that there will be no tying up ot
the concern for speculative purposes,
which we believe will only have the effect
of prolonging the periud of idleness which
has beea caused by the Trust Company’s
indisposition to be just and equitablo in
163 dealings. When that organization
does what it ought to do 1n a businesslike
way and the millis offered for sale at a
reasonable price, 1t is probable that
purchasers will not be difficult to find.

Wxo's Court Duties ? The St. John
Sun says :

““Judge and Mrs. Steadman have re-
turned to Fredericton from Florida, where
they spent the winter on their orange
plantation at Orlando. Judge Steadman
spends much of his time, apart from court
duties, in the United States, the mild
climate of Florida suiticg his health better
than the bracing New Brunswick
winters.”

It may be news to the Sun, bus every-
body else in New Brunswick, who is of
age, knows that Judge Steadwan has 10
court duties to perform wince he was
superannuated some years ago and suc-
ceeded by Judge Wilson.

Fishery Oonference.

Premier Tweedie and Attorney-General
Pugsley were in-Ottawa on Tuesday, with
the premiers and some other representa-
tives of the Maritime provinces attending
a conference with a committee of the
Dominion Cabinet on the subject of the
claims of these provinces to the $5,500,000
awarded to Canada under the Washington
Treaty.

Parliament Prorogued.

The second session of the ninth parlia-
ment of Canada closed last Thursday
under most favorable conditions. Royal
weather prevailed and bright sunshine
added brilliancy to the military portion of
the pageant. As usual the Princess
Louise Dragoona guard formed the Vice
Regal escort and the Governor General’s
Foot Guards, the guard of Honor.

Tae floor of the Senate was brilliant
with ladies, resplendent in their beausiful
spring costumes. Shortly after three
o'clock His Excellency took his seaton
the throne and the Commons having been
summonel, gave his assent to the bills
passed during the seseion, and then read
his speech proroguing Parliament,

Ouba’s Emancipation Complete.

Havana, May 20.—President Pilma,
this morning, in the prasenca of Cougress
and of United States representatives,
signed the constitation of Cuba. After
the exchange of congrutalations, the old
veteran, General Gowmez, ascended to the
roof of the palace. He was instantly
recognized and met with an imwmense
demonstration of welcome. General Wood
himself undid the hxly?rdl from the flag-
staff and lowered the American colors,
which were saluted, and with his own
hands General Wood hoisted the Cuban
flag asaa act of the Uanited States. General
Gomez assisted him. As the flag flow free
the straet below fairly waved with the
cheer that arose. It was caught up by
the people on the roofs and rolled over
the city. A ntional salute of twenty-one
guns were given. The foreign warships
hoisted the flag of Caba to their ast-
heads and bestowed upon it the honors
dua to nations. The ensigns of Great
Britain and Italy had recognized the
republic,

To give the exporter a bare living
protit a specification of good desls, say, 70
per cent. of 9 in. and wp by 3 in. caonot be
shipped to-day under £6 per standard as «
f.0.b. price, snd it is thought this price will
have to be advanced at least five shillings
iper Petersburg stsndard yearly for some
years, This latter idea is based on onr
forests being now over-cat, and of which
fact the writer is tully convineed. snd is
also cvnvinced that holders of timber limits
will not ailow their lands to be cut over
without being assured of a living profit, snd
as this growth of good land is equal to 5 to
10 per cent. auouslly, he has a money value
in allowing the trees to grow. The banks of
Canads sre now also alive to this fact, and
class timber limits among the best of first-
class security.

By the lutest advices from New Bruns-
wick we learn that, although the rivers
opened up this season abiut a month
earlier than nsual, at the end of April the

No person should bargain on election for
any other reason than thut he honestly
and meritoriously has won a right to the
position by reason of his ability to in some
respect fill the vacant niche. This de-
pendence on sectionalism and sect cries
and pless for representation should be
blotted out of our political life.—-Halifux
Recorder.

Quebes City and Some of its Profitable
Tourists.

There was great excitement in Quebec
last Thursday over the sensational arrest
of two Georgla embezzlers, Capt. Greene
and Col. Gaynor, who had been concerned
inaplot to defraud the United States
governmen'. They were profitable pat-
rons at the Hotel Frontenac, where they
have stopped for several months, with
their families, and they were generous
purchasers of dry—and wet—goods. To
the Quebec mind that covered & multi-
tude of sins, and it was understood that
the authonties of the ancient city was so
enamored of the wealthy criminals that
it would have heen useless to carry on
extradition proceedings before them.
The proceedings were, therefore, begun
at Montreal and, armed with the papers,
derective Carpenter went to Quebec city,
arrested his men, took themn across the
ferry, placed them on a steamer and
started for Montreal. Amongst those
who assisted the Montreal officer, who
has the powers of a proviucial coustabls
were two United States efficials, and when
news of the arrests were sent to the
Hotel Frontenac, the wives of the prison-
ors telephoned for sume Quebec detectives
and told them that their husbands had
been kidnapped by yankee detectives and
were being run out of the country, al-
though the real facts were quite well
known in Quebec police circles. The
Attoiney Geueral ef Quebec was induced
to issne an order to stop the fugitives in
their up-river flight and another steamer
hired by the women of the two prisoners
started in pucsuit, but they did not come
up with them. With their custodians
they duly reached Montreal ou Thursday
morning.

A number of papers in Canada endeav-
ored by misleading headlines to convey
the impression that a breach of interna-
tional law had been dommitted, bus noth-
ing of that kind had been done, although
the actien of detective Carbenber was
considdted one in which he and those in
Montreal for whom he acted severely
strained the pewers vested in them and
the code of courtesy by practically cut‘ing
reflections on the magistracy of Quebec
city, who have turned the tables on their
Montreal confreres, taken the prisoners
out of their custody and caused them to
be brought back to their hotel on the
Quebec fortress.

The Spruces Trade-
[London TImber Tnde;—Juurnal, May 10]

The comprehensive reporis from leading
spruce impoiting ceutres in England
which we published a few weeks ago have
attracted a great deal of attention, and
we have received considerable coriespon-
dence relating to them. As regards the
effect of the supply on future prices, the
following letter, which we have recuived
from a gentlemen of position in New
Brunswick, whu has had a very loug
experience in the spruce trade, will be
réad with iuterest, comiug, as it does,
frow one who cau speak with authority :—

Having taken an interest in your Jouroal
from its first publication, *‘aithough now
not so directly interested in the timber
trade,” I thiuk it well to direot your atten-
tion to an error some of your Euglish
correspondents appesr to fall into in re-
ference to the value of wspruce and other
woods exported from New Bruoswick. These
correspondents at the time of writiog put
the value of epruce 1o England as £7 c.i.f.,
and suggested freight at 40s. or less, leav-
ing a f.0.b, price of £4 17s. 6d. to £5, and
which they suggested left 8 handsome profic
after first cost and all shipping charges wera
paid.

Now: this depends on specitication, ‘‘the
width, aversge leugth, and thickness” being
especially considered, as well as the quality
of the wood, manufacture, and classification

Thirty years ago, when buying saw logs,
if it took over five to produce a thousand
superficial feet of wmnanufactured stock the
price was accordingly reduced. Now logs

' that take thirteen to produce the same

quantity of manufactared wood are passed
as merchantable. The firat logs produced 80

oonsidered doubtful whether over two-
thirds of the winter’s cut ef logs would be
got to market. Lumber drives were
practically hung up ; there was some
movement of the logs in ths main streams,
but rveally nothing doing in the small
tributaries, whers millious of logs and
mauy men were idle, awaiting the change
to warmer weher aud the melting of
the snow. Shippers ate holding back,
and the:e are no sellers, although - ex-
tremely high prices are bsing offered.

In its Liverponl notes the Journal says :

““Ttere is much mre cheerful tone in
the market than was indicated last week.
Buyers, though reluctansly, as they al-
ways do in & rising market, are reslising
their position. Those who bought earliest
bought best, and thoss who beld off have
found themssives left, and have to come
inat the present prices. This applies
not ouly to the dealers’ trade, but (o the
importers of large cargoes. We think the
retail dealers throughout the North and
Midlands would act wiser iu accepting
the present position rather than wait for
later developments, which we are of
opinion are by no means likely to be in
their favor. The spruce deal trade is
undonbtedly one of the greatest factors in
the Liverpool market, not for its own
special range of distribusion, but as one
of the largest selling centres in the king-
dom for all ports in the country and the
Continent.

“For shipment to a port on the West
Const, & steamer cargo has been sold,
1,500 standards, from St. John, N. B.,
with 50 per cent. 7 and 8 inch, at £7 10s.
c.i.f., whilst other cargoes of ordinary
mill falliog for late loading on the basis of
£7 14s. c.i.f. Some stocka are said to be
sold out up to next September. Three
small cargues of spruce deals shipped
fcom Lower Ports are on the way to the
Mersey, which we believe to be sold on
the basis of about £7 7s. 61. c.i.f.”

Referring to Freights
says :—

There is not much inquiry for tonnage
from Canadian ports, and quotations are
about steady at the late low rates. Some
few smull sailers from the Lower Ports
have been ftxed at 40s. to 43s. 94., accord-
ing to destivatioa. Fixtures :—

The St. Vincent Calamity,

The British West Indian Island of St.
Viacent, which was mentioned in the
deepatches published in the ApvaNcE last
week as haviug had a volcanic erupion
similaf 10 that at Martinique appears to
have suffered very badly. Despatches
are as follows :—

The British royal mail stesmer Solent
brought awful news frum the British
island of 8¢, Vincent. May 8and 9a
volcano there, the Soufriere, broke iuto
violent eruption. Mud, ashes, stones and
fire were hurled into the town of King-
stown, the capital of the island, and over
the country,

The volcanic detonations were distinctly
heard in Barbadoes, 100 miles away, and
the fall of ashes there was so heavy that
it resulted in intense darkness for several
hours during the afternoon.

KmastoN, Island of St Vincent, B,
W. 1., May 16.—No person has yet been
able to approach within eight miles of the
new craters of the Soufriere volcano, but
judging from what can be seen from a
cousiderable distancs, the old lake at the
summit of the mountain has disappeared.
The numerous fissures in the mountain’s
sides continue to throw out vapor and the
subterranean murmurings and t.emblings
indicate continued unrest. During Mon-
dey afternoon a dense volume of smoke
and steam arose from the volcano snd the
whole island was covered by a peculiar
mist. The inhalation of noxious gases
in increasing the spread of sickness, and
starvation threatens the poorer classes of
the ufflicted districts. Nearly every re-
maining negro hut in the Caribbean
country contains decayed bodies, and the
horrible stench is driving people away.
Mutilated bodies are tied with ropes and
dragged to the trenches, where they are
cremated. The local government is feed-
ing and sheltering about 3,000 refugees
and subscriptions for the relief of sufferers
are being raised in all British West
Indian 1slande.

LoxnpoN, May 14.—G.vernor Llewellyn
cables the Colonial Office that affairs in
St. Vincent are much worse than at lirst
reported.

The East coast is devastated like St.
Pierre, and it is believed that 1,600 per-
iched. 2,000 have already been relieved.

The Governor is supplying sucvivors
with the necessaries of life. The eruption
is now moderatiog.

The Governor of the Barbadoes wires
that two millions of tons of dust from St.
Viuceut fell on the Barbadoes,

New Yorg, May 14.—It now seems,
from ioformation available that the
volcanic eruption on St. Vinceat’s will
almost parallel the horror of Martinique.

Nows and Notes.

4 Nine English tourists, including four
women, were drowned on Sunday by the
upsetting of a boat on the Lakes of
Killirney, Ireland, during a squall.

Tha anthracite mine workers in conven-
tion at Hazleton decided on Thursday to
continue the strike of the 145,000 men
agaiost the mine owners, and to fight it
out to the bitter end.

Charles W. Morse who headed the
company that purchased the I. 8. S. Liue,
completed a deal a few days ago in which
he secured control of the People’s line,
the Hudson River steamboat line running
to Albany.

The Pope has granted the Catholics
throughout the British Empire a dispen-
sation allowing them to eat meat on
Friday, June 27th, and on Saturday,
June 28th—which is & fast day, the vigil
of the feast of St. Peter and St. Paul—to
enable them to take partin the rejoicings
on the occasion of the Coronation.

Mujor F. L. Vaux, of C. A. M. 8,, in
a letter to his futher, Harry E. Vaux, of
Toronto, states the field hospital sent out
by Cunuadian government for use in South
Afiica is the envy and admiration of the
army, which says it is the finest ever seut
from any country.

The death is announced of Edward Van
Ness, a retired lawyer of New York. He
achieved considerable fame two years ago
by raising a Boer flig in front of his sum-
mer residence at Bar Harbor when some
British and American warships met in the
harbor. The flag was cut down by the
police and selectmen of the town, after
Mr. Van Ness had made a speech and
refused to lower the flag.

The House of Representatives at Wash
ingtun was plunged into an exciting de-
bate on Philippine affairs Thursday.
Thus far the subject of alleged atrocicies
ia the islands has engaged the attention
of the Senate alone. The reports of out-
rage aud ornelty were rehearsed in the
House with vehewence and bitterness.
The naval bill was the order of the day,
bnt it received only scant attention after
the allegations of Philippine outrages
were pressnted. A spsech by Mr. Van
Diver (Missouri) reciting incideuts of
alleged outrages brought on the dis-
cussion. Personalities and recriminations
were freely passed about.

The appaling calsmity in the Wast
Indies has so filled the public mind that
the news of the earthquake disaster in
Guatemala has made little impression.
Nevertheless the details of the ruin
wrought in that Republic on the 18th’ of

//April, show great luss of hfe and wide-

spread devastation. A city and 16
smaller towns have been completely wiped
out while the dead are so numerous that
they cannot be buried but must be burn-
ed. Thousands of families are homeless,
and at the time of writing were fleeing
for shelter to other cities. The volcaunio
eruptions in the West Indies and the
earthquake in Guatemals indicate that
the present seismic disturbance extends
throughout the volcanic belt of this
hemisphere.

Robert Munroe, of Montreal, president,
and 8. F. M. Stewart, assistant secretary,
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion, ata banquet of business men at
Montreal, on 16th, gave the result of
their regent visit to the West Indies,
made in the interest of the association
with the view of developing Canadian
trade there. They reported that while
there was good field for Canad an trade,
better steamship facilities were required,
aod they particularly advoocated a direct
steamship line between 8t. John, N. B.,
and Kingston, Jamaica. They also
advised the Manfacturers’ Association to
establish representatives on islsnds which
must be thoroughly canvassed by trav-
ellersif they desired tosecurc some of the
trade now going 8o the United States.
They found the people of the West Indies
favorable to desling with Canada if quick
and frequent steamship service was
available.
