SOUTH AFRICA

The Canadians Were OQutnum-
bered Seven to One.

The Alleged Delarey Charges—That
New Otleans Story—The
Next Contingent.

LONDON,  April 9.—The corresapond-

ent of the Standard at Xlerkadorp,
Transvaal Colony, has cabled. a gra-
phic account of the battle at Doorn-
balt farm, March 31, in which the Brit-
ish had three officers and 24 men killed
and 16 officers and 131 men wounded,
while the Boers had 137 men killed or
wounded,

A small force of Canadians and
mounted infantry, says the correspond-
ent, were opposed by sevenfold their
number. 8ix hundred Boers charged
confidently, calliig upon them to sur-
render. Lieut, Carruthers, of the Can-
adians, sprapg to his feet and, ex-
claiming that he would not surrender,
shot the foremost Boer with his revol-
ver at a distance of fifteen paces. The
Canadians had no cover except the
short grass. Lying prone upon the
ground they fired steadily and forced
the Boers to seek the shelter of &
screen of trees. Many of the Boers
climbed these trees and fired down on
the Canadians. The latter kept the
enemy at bay for two hours.

When all but fifteen of the British
troops were killed or wounded, the
Boers ventured another rush and cap-
tured the handful of survivors. Lieut.
Carruthers was the only British offi-
cer whe was not seriously wounded.
He had several flesh wounds, but re-
fused to go to a hospital, Some of the
Boers wanted to shoot him when he
was taken prisoner, but they ultime-
tely thought better of this, saying :
“He is too brave a man to dfe that
way."”

All of the dead men and most of the
wounded had several wounds each,

OTTAWA, April 8.—On the principal

It is pointed out that if
General Delarey had wished to make
such allegations he had ample oppor-
tunity to communicate them to Lord
Kitchener.

passenger terminus at Louisburg.

The syndicate has, it is stated, run-
ning rights and properties on the east-
eérn as well as western sections of the
Pproposed route, and only ask from the
legislature of New Brunswick the char-
ter for the St. John Valley system.

THE LEGISLATURE

Succession Duties on Life In-
surance--Crawn Lands Bill.

Parsons Abroad Desirous of Invest-
ing Money, in Pulp Mills
in: N. B.

Ih the legislature at Fredericton yes-
yesterday, a motion by Mr. Flemming,
urging that ghe government encourage
the establishment of industries which
would utilize our hardwood forests
was defeated.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley stated that ar-
rangements had been made with the
New Brunswick Railway Co. so that
the latter would sell 16,000 acres of theip
lands in Madawaska at 25 cents per

acre, and the government would make
arrangements on this basis and  ad-
vance the maney to settlers for the
purchase of the land.

The bill to amend the divorce act, so
as to enable a judge to refer ques-
tions of fact to a jury and to provide
for the holding of the divorce court in
other counties than York, was agreed
to, though Mr. Hazen vigorously eb-
jected to ome or two sections.

Bills In amendment of the New Brun-
swick election act and relating to
Jurisdiction of stipendlary magistrates
were agreed to.

At the evening session a bill to make
further provision for the erection of
permanent bridges and other improve-
ments of public highways, and for ex-
penditure made necessary by the fresh-
ets was agreed to. A number of other
billa were agreed to, including one to
continue the act incorporating the
Woodstock and Centreville Railway.

FREDERICTON, April 9.—The house
met at eleven o'clock. On' motion of
Mr. King the bill to provide increased
fire protection for the villages .of
Hampton and Hampton station was
agreed to in committee,

The house went into committee on
the bill to amend the succession duty
act. This bill provides that costs shall
be taxed by the clerk of the pleas and
not by the judge, and that life insur-
ange shall be regarded as part of the
estate and subject to suceession duty
whether it comes to the executor or is
transferred to a third party. The at-
torney general explained the provisions
of the bill, which had been rendered
necessary by the modern plan of in-
vesting large sfums of money in life
insurance.

Mr. Hazen thought it a pity to Im-
pose succession duties on life insurance
coming to a widow and children.

The attorney general sald that where
the estate went to the widow and chil-
dren or immediate relatives there was |
no succession duty unless it amounted
to $50,000. An estate of $60,000 would
pay about $500 in succession duties.
The bill was agreed to.

The house” went into
a bill relating to the
lands of the province.
ley explained that certain persons
abroad who had been examining the
timber lands of the province desired to
invest their money in pulp mills. But
as the present timber license on crown
lands are only for twenty-five years,
they did not care to invest such large
sums in pulp mills without an assur-
ance that they could have a longer
lease of timber lands so that their sup-
ply of pulp wood may be permament,
The government recognized the force
of these representations. The |resent
bill permits the government to lease
land to a company for 999 years, each
lease to be subject to the payment of
stumpage and all other regulations ncw
in force or which may be nade from
time to time. Before graating such a
lease the government must be satis-
fied of the company’s intention to in-
vest a capital of $2,000,000 in pulp mills
and the company shall pay 2 mileage
rate of at least $2 an acre or $1280 per
square mile. Such licenses may be de-
clared forfeited if 1} mnany 6o not
carry out their enterprise. One of the
companies inte.ested requires a thous-
and tors'r paper a week.

Mr. Hazen asked hom many
miles they would require.
