The cireuit court resumed this morn-
ing, Judge Landry presiding.

The following jurors were chosen to
hear the case in which Albert G.
Edgecombe sues George McArthur for
$10,000 for slander: George E. Smith,
Thos. Logan, G. Heber Arnold, Francis
Ritchie, 'J. P. Willlams, Jas. L. Car-
michael and Charles H. Brennan,

Mr. Edgecombe gave evidence that on
April 29th he was at the Queen’s Rol-
ler Rink with Mr. Frank Kinnear.,
They were returning from Rev. Mr.
Kuhring’s Bible class and met George
McArthur and W. G. Scovil in the
Queen’s Rink. After some remarks Mc-
Arthur said that Edgecombe was one
of six who had signed a paper to put
Mr. McKinney and Mr. Campbell out
of the company. Witness denied any
such intention.: McArthur used bad
language, called him a thief and spat

‘|in his face. McArthur then struck him

a few times and said: “All you have
got you stole from other people,” and
added that, “if you are worth $25,000 I
am worth $125,000.” He also charged
that I had set fire to my premises and
got $1,000 insurance.

Mr. Edgecombe said that after be-
ing hit he went into the rink office
to get clear of McArthur. He had had
satisfactory business transactions
with Mr. McArthur for a
year. He denied that there had been
any negotfatfons bétween himself and
Mr. McArthur for the purchase of the
Campbell rink stock or that he told J.
V. Russell or Bert Fleming that he
would buy that stock. He denied open-
ing the conversation with Mr. Mc-
Arthur on the night of the assault.

W. G. Scovil was called and gave
evidence that he heard Mr. McArthur
call Mr. Edgecombe a number of names
and saw him spit in his face.

The court adjourned until 2.30 o’clock
this afternoon.

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SYSTEMATIC PLAN OF DEVELOPMENT

ARRANGED FOR ST. JOHN HARBOR

ORANGEVILLE, Sept. 4—Seven dead
and over a hundred injured, many of
them seriously, was the awful price
paid yesterday by a happy trainload
of holiday makers from Grey and Duf-
ferin Counties enroute to the Toronto
Exhibition, for a burst of speed bn the
down grade at Caledon Mountaii& The
train was an exhibition special which
left Markdale at 6.30 and was due in
Toronto at 1.20, It consisted of an en-
gine and seven coaches. The engineer
was George Hogan, the fireman Her-
bert Martin, both tried and trusted em-
ployes of the C. P. R. The train was
crowded with passengers and when
Orangeville was redached shortly after
9 o’clock it was an hour late, Three ex-
tra cars were put on, more passengers
crowded into the train at Orangeville
and as the train sped south down the
grade the passengers began to make
remarks concerning the high rate of
speed at which it was being run. There
was apparently no perceptibie slacken-
ing as the “Horseshoe,” a peculiarly
difficult curve between Caledon and
Cardwell Junction was reached, and
when the train struck it, the engine
chot from the rails like a stone from a
catapult and was smashed into bits in
the diftch. The first two cars that fol-
lowed were telescoped against the en-
gine while two others were badly dam-
aged.

The scene that followed was inde-
scribable. From:. all quarters of the
wreckage arose the screams and
groans of the injured. The cars fortu-
nately did not take fire and
in a very few minutes doz-
ens of willing rescuers were on hand,
dragging their les§ fortunate fellow
passengers from among the debris. The
engineer ‘and fireman had jumped, sus-
taining severe, but not dangerous in-
juries. The cars to the rear were safe
and long before any outside help was
required the bulk of the dead and in-
jured were removed.

News of the terrible disaster which
had overtaken the exhibition special at
the Horseshoe Curve reached the C. P.
R. officials in Toronto about 10.30 yes-
terday forenoon in the briefest possible
manner, the short message caming
from Mono Road station and being ab-
solutely devoid of all details. The
wrecking train, fitted with a huge crane
for the lifting of the cars, was at once
despatched, and accompanying the
c¢rew were Mr. Jas Oborne, of the C.
P. R.; Mr. A. Smith, District Superin-
tendant, and Mr. V. A. Harshaw,
trainmaster. At the time they started
it was impossible for them to know
i{he extent of the disaster, the engine in
its wild plunge from the track having
carried away the telegraph and tele-
phone wires. Relief trains with nurses
and doctors were despatched from both
Toronto and Orangeville arriving on
the scene at 11.30. The doctors had
their hands full. In six cases however
their aid could be of no avail but they
had fourteen serious ambulance cases
to deal with and a lot of minor cases
to attend to. Their work was accom-
plished with celerity and at half past
one both trains were able to pull out
with their frieght of crippled and
maimed.

A railway man talking of the wreck
sald that there was only one other like
it in Canada, the Rocky Mountain
Loop. Originally this piece of road was
built by the old Toronto Grey and
Bruce Railway and it is many years
since the old narrow gauge track was
taken over by the C. P. R. About. a
mile in length the curve is almost ex-
actly the shape of a Horseshoe, the
extreme ends being only about fifteen
or sixteen rods apart, while one end of
the section is fully. one hundred feet
lower than the other. It was at the cen-
tre of the Shoe that the wreck occur-

red, and after hearing the stories of
the passengers as to the rate at which
the train was travelling and seeing
the mass of splintered wood and twist-
ed iron work that once composed flve
coaches and -an engine, the first
thought must be that nothing short of
a miracle prevented the death roll
reaching proportions which no words
could inadequately describe. The train
when it pulled out of Orangeville was
full, but nof excessively crowded. Every
passenger had a seat, so that it will be
apparent that therc were about 400
persons on board. The train had been
late in pulling out of Markdale and
was still an hour behind the schedule
time when Orangeville was reached.

How strenuous had been the efforts
of Ingincer George Hodge to make up
time, is best tol@ by the words of one
of the passengers, David Mcdullum,
of Shelburne, whe left the train
Orangeville. He was travelling in the
fiffh car with the unfortunate Rebert
Carr and speaking of the occurrence
he sald: “She was going too swift for
me, once before we got to Orange-
ville I was flung across the car into
+* man’s lap. I left the train at Orange-
\lle and todk the ordinary. I tried to
persuade Carr to come as well, but he
wouldn't.”

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EFFORT TO MAKE UP
TIME COST SEVEN LIVES

Further Particulars of the Awful Wreck Last Evening at
Orangeville—Train Was an Hour Late—Too High
Speed on Dangerous Curve,

ITALIAN BANKER LIVED
LIKE A MILLICNAIRE

Toronto Emhezzler Who Recently Suicided
Had a Great Time on Other
People’s Money.

TORONTO, Sept. 4—Edmund Bristol,
M. P., returned from his trip to New
York where he had gone on behalf of
creditors of Banco Giannetti. No money
was found there by him, but inquiries
he made were fruitful as to Giannetti's
life and business methods.

One of the results of the inquiry was
to meke it clear that various sums
which were shown on American ex-
press companies forms in Toronto of-
fice, as if money had been transmitted
to their destination by the company,
had merely been made out on express
con:pany’s forms for convenience in
Giannetti’s office, and that the money
wac actually sent to New York by
cheques drawn on the Merchants Bank.
When the monecy had arrived in New

York, instead of going direct to Italy
it was drawn by Giannetti, usually in
very large sums. What Giannetti did
with these sumis is still a mystery, but
it is supposed that he spent it in var-
jous forms of extravagance. He arrived
in New York from Toronto in the early
part of May and took an -expensive flat
at 348 Madison Avenue, one room Of
which he used as an office, spending
his mornings in dictating correspon-
dence to two clerks.

Towards the last he grew very ex-
travagrant and in three weeks which
he spent at Bay Shore immediately be-
fore leaving for Toronto, he wasted
money like water, lost large sums in
gambling and got the reputation of be-
ing a millionaire.  Significantly enough
he left his apartments there without
paying his board bill.

An important meeting of -citizens
and aldermen was held in the mayor's
office this morning to discuss harbor
improvements with Hon. William
Pugsley, Minister of Public Works.

A meeting of the harbor improvement
committee was first called. The resig-
nation of Hon. Mr, Pugsley as a mem-
ber of this committee was received and
John Sealey was appointed his suc-
cessor, Mayor Sears was also appoint-
ed an ex-officlo member of the com-
mittee. This board is now composed of
John E.' Moore, chairman, W. ' H.
Thorne, T. H. Estabrooks, J. B. M.
Baxter, John Sealy and Mayor Sears
ex-officio. ¢

Eugene Lafleur, chief engineer of the
public works department, was then
heard in connection - with the West
Side improvements. In answer to Dr.
Pugsley Mr. Lafleur said he considered
the dredging of the existing berth sites
as the most important work to be
done. Secondly he would urge the re-
moval of the kgoll at the entrance to
Sand Point slip to make easy ingress
and egress for the steamers. Thirdly,
he would urge, the clearing up of the
Sand Point channel. The minister sug-
gested that the city proceed with the
clearing up of the berth sites and he
would impress on the Government the
desirability of covering this expenditure
in the next year’s appropriations. He
also suggested that-the city appoint a
director of public works or a city en-
gineer to advise with the officers of the
-public works department from time to
time as to the portions of dredging
most required, and also in regard to
the safety of northern Rodney wharf
and the street railway trestle.

- Ald. Baskin brought up the question
concerning the dumping of dredging
material inside the limits prescribed.
The minister promised to have an in-
spector sent down with each scow-load
of material to see that it was placed
outside the limits.

T. H. Estabrooks asked what was
intended as to the dredging of the
channel entrance and Engineer Lafleur
replied that the dredge Fielding would
be sent here and would commence work
in a month.

The minister suggested that the citi=
zens’' committee should, with its new
members, go over the outline of har-
bor management as already agreed
upon and subject it to any changes
they might desire, then submit a re-
port to the common council for ‘the
approval of the citizens. He thought
it desirable that a complete scheme of
harbor improvement should be Ilaid
before him so that he might introduce
a bill concerning it at the coming ses«
sion of parliament.

The citizens’ committee and the west
side improvement committee of the
common council will meet and dis-
cuss as to the advisability of dredging
to 32 feet in the vicinity of the new
600 foot wharf. The plan is to make
a depth of 32 feet on the south face
of the new wharf. It is now dredged
to a depth of 30 feet. If it is decided
to dredge to a depth of 32 feet, and
this is the advice of Mr. Lafleur, then
the new wharf would not be ready
for the coming winter as no cribs could
be sunk until the dredging is com-
pleted.
