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SERMON none except the most zealous and earn­
est of the Lord’s people might be 
guided to an understanding of the sub­
ject through the word by the Holy 
Spirit. The time is now come for a 
clearer appreciation of this matter. 
We now see that the voice of the arch­
angel and the trump of God correspond 
to the seventh trumpet of Revelation, 
and will make no more noise upon the 
atmosphere than have the preceding 
six. Wo now see that the rolling to- 
of the forty days after His resurrec­
tion, but He was manifested or visible 
only a few times, and altogether only 
a few hours. The word Epiphanla, 
used in respect to our Lord's second 
advent, signifies a shining for bright­
ly, still, however, not Indicating In 
what manner the shining forth shall 
come.

Another word used In respect to our 
Lord’, second advent Is apokalupsls, 
which, signifies revelation, making 
known, disclosure—aa, for Instance, the 
Lord may have been In the upper room 
with the disciples, present but Invis­
ible for some time, noting their words 
and conduct, and then manifesting 
Himself, revealing Himself by appear­
ing In a body of flesh which they could 
see and handle and talk to. 
have seen, our Lord’s reveallngs after 
His resurrection were In bodies of 
flesh, but reveling In that manner was 
necessary because the disciples were 
not yet begotten of the Spirit. There 
Is nothing to Indicate that our Lord’s 
apokalupsls at His second advent will 
be in a body of flesh. On the contrary, 
the scriptures speak distinctly of His 
being revealed (apokalupste) In flam­
ing fire.

Has Been Signed at LastComing in Like Manner. Anniversary of Christ’s

OUR LORD’S ASCENSION.
August the twenty-third will go;-It as the N. B. Coal and Railway Co.’s

line. For the past three months Mr, 
Hunter says the road has showed a 
tidy surplus ever operating expenses.

Mr. Hunter says that for the two 
years previous to June 30th, 1904, the 
total quantity of coal moved was 7,000 
tons. At the end of the year closed 
June 30th, 1905, 22,000 tons had been 
carried, and this In spite of the fact 
that the road was obliged to suspend 
operations for about six weeks. Of 
this amount 13,000 tone was moved 
since spring opened, and at a time 
when they were hampered for want of 
coal cars.

About 2,000 tons of coal per month is 
now being taken out of the mines 
along the railway, and this amount, 
Mr. Hunter says, will be considerably 
increased in- the near future. Amon.4 
the operators who have recently sunk 
new shafts are G. H. King, H. Wilton 
and J. S. Gibbon. Other parties have 
made arrangements to reopen the Bal- 
com mine in the immediate future.

Mr. Hunter says he has burned all 
kinds of Coal during his experience as 
a locomotive engineer, and believes 
that the coal mined at Minto has no 
superior for locomotive purposes.

Minto is becoming qüite a thriving 
little village, says Mr. Hunter. In a 
short time work will be commenced 
on the installation of a water system 
to supply the village, and also the rail­
way water tanks. A good source of 
supply exists within about a mile of 
the village.

A number of new residences are also 
being erected. R. R. McDonald, 
ager of the Minto mine, Is building a 
nice residence, and G. H. King Intends 
shortly commencing the erection of five 
houses.

The region around Chipman is also 
a great game country, and when this 
fact becomes more generally known 
Mr. Hunter expects the Central will 
do a large tourist business.

Railway Co.’s line was signed, 
amount of the contract, as stated In 
the Sun, Is $85,000. The contract calls 
for the completion of the work by Au­
gust 1st, 1906.

The contract, which was awarded to 
Brown Brothers, covers the renewing 
of bridges, all the hard pine trestles,

Not long since we commemorated our 
Lord’s death, and subsequently, at 
Easter, His resurrection; forty days 
later He ascended to heaven, and to­
day being almost the anniversary of 
that event, we choose for our subject 
the message of the angels to the dis­
ciples who had witnessed our Lord’s 
ascension. They were bewildered with 
the events of the forty-five days pre- 
ceding^-the Lord’s triumphal entry in­
to Jerusalem on the ass in fulfillment 
of the prophecy of Zecharlah (9: 9), His 
subsequent betrayal and crucifixion, in 
harmony with His previous declara­
tions on the subject, that the Son of 
Man must be lifted up before He could

The sum of the scriptural teaching 
seems to be that In the end of this gos­
pel age, at the proper time, Jesus will 
come again—come to set Up the glori­
ous kingdom so long promised and so 
earnestly waited for by all his faith­
ful people. He comes as the Lord and 
Bridegroom of His church, the “Bride,” 
and to be the "King over all the earth 
in that day.” For a time, although 
present, He will be invisible. His pres­
ence will not be known to the world, 
and will be known only to the saints 
his very elect, and to them not by any 
spiritual phenomena, but through the 
light which will at that time shine 
from the word of God on this subject, 
revealing the time at which He would 
be due, the manner of His second ad­
vent, etc., etc.

While thus present (in His parousia)
