Hawaii are worked on the sub-con-
tract system. = The contractors,: hired
directly by .the owners to cultivate
and cut the cane, pareol out their acres
to Japanese sub-contractors, each of
whom is the head of a gang, very
much after the order of the _pare
drone system in the Southern States.
This system, began about ten years’
ago, has proved so profitable that now
all the great plantations in the islands
are worked by Japanese, to the exclu-
sion of other laborers, and the immi-
gration of Japanese coolies has been
yearly greater, save during the period
of the Russo-Japanese war,

In the fish cannerles of Alagka and
the Colunbia River region of Wash-~
ington the Japanese padrone system
of Hawali has been of late years suc-
cessfully = duplicated. Several thou-
sands of Japanese are now employed
in manual laber of the lowest oerder in-
vaolved in cleaning, cutting and packs
ing the salman. Their wages ave pald
by the sub-contractor nd are lower
than the wages formerly demanded by
white labor. The number of “white lab-
orers employed in the fish - packing
plants has steadily decreased.

In Califernia the Japanese labor first
Sought the fruit flelds, and it is in the
work  of cutting, drying and packing

| fruit that the unorganised, ununioniz-

ed Jap has the most most strongly in-
tremched himself, In this field the pa-~
drone system is not in u@e, the man-
ager of the fruit ranches deals directly
with the individual Jap laborer at 2
lower wage than that demanded by
white laborers,

In the raisin picking dfstrict through-
out the San Joaquin valley regiop, in
the citrus belt of Southern Salifornia
and in the apple country along the
foothills the Japanesé-have been grow-
ing more numercus every year, Yet the
labor fleld has not been monopolized
by the Nipponese as is demonstrated
each year when the ranch owners are
hard put to it to get laberérs of any
color ta pick their fruit.

The other fields of unskilled labor in-
vaded by the Japanese are those of
Section work .on the railroads, clam
and abolone digging along the coast,
and house service. In the latter occu-
pation the Japanese have been engag-
ing in greater numbers yearly. . Most
of the Japanese house servants  are
young. men who attend schoel between
mean times and - sit' up  over their
books every- night, :

As a class they have been found mere.
efficient than the average Swedish or
German givl from the smployment
office.. 'The Japanese house serwants
usually ask smalier pay. than that
given other servants qut of congidera=
tion for the fact that they are absent
from their duties certain hours esch
day. The average pay of o Jap boy
is from $15 to $26 s month; the girl
from the employment agency gets $30

| and more.

In the cities the men from the Orient
own non-union restaiirants, they run
non-union barber shops and even do
non-union carpentry work and jobbinsg.
In San Franecisco from time to time
the unions have-beycatted the Jap res-
taurants; put sandwi¢h men in front to
ward off custom and even reserted in
some instances to violence.! The Japs
are mot recognized as eligible to join
the unions, per would they do =o if
they . could, each: individusl being, as
a matter of fact, the member of some
far older and far more powerful trage
union in his own land

The organized laber protest against
the brown men in  Californie hegan
first in the fruit industry, and there it
is still the sirongest. No attempt io
reason the Japanese out of working at
non-union wage has ever been made,
and the only reccurse has been in-
 timidation.  In Fresno, one eof the
 greatest fruit centres of California,
there have been frequent armed
clashes between 'the whites and .the:
Japs, resulting from an attempt an the
part of the white lahovers to drive: the
little fellows out of town, One Japan-
ese was beaten to dedth there last fall
and no arrests were made.

As San Francisco grew to be the
strongest union town in the United
States there followed a uni g of
the - legislature of Califerniac . The
Union Labor party appeared in ' Sam
Franecisco politics eight years age with
the electiop.of Schmitz as mayor and
has remained in the field, sending dele~
gates to the legislature and setting the
lead for other towns  throughout the
state in making organized labor &
factor in politics, ; ;

The legisiature of California at pre-
gent is very near a union lgbor party,
though Herrin, the Southérn Pacific
boss, still is able to swing things his
way by a narrow majority.

RIVALRY BETWEEN
TWO MAIL ROUTES

{Montreal Star) :

Sir Georgé A. Drummond has come
out in favor of a four-day Atlantic
steamship service between Europe and
Canada, but whether the experiment
of bringing the mafls from Liverpool
to Sydney, C, B, in order to have a
possible three hours over the Ri-
mouski route to Montreal will be re-
peated next spring depends, accord<
Ing to Mr., Hanpah, the passenger
manager of the Allans, upon the ac-
tion of the Government in the prem-
ises,

“Thai matter is now in statu quo,™
sald Mr. Hannah, to a Star re-
presentative. “The experiment may be
repeated, and again it may not. To
carry it out means a deflection of
about one hundred and fifty miles on
the part of the steamer. The diffi-
culty is that the Intercolonial has only
a single track between Sydney and
Montreal, a distance of over ten hun-
dred miles. Thgs means ‘that to carry
out this ‘experiment with any success
the ordinary traffic would have to suf-
fer. If there was a dduble track, the
case would be entirely altered, for, of
course, you would have a train going
at the rate of forty miles an hour  to
the eighteen which the steamer would
make, : o

If the
Governmerit deésires thé matter to be
still further attempted, then, of course;
we would do our part. Naturally, the
people of Sydney are anxious to have
their port given a reputation.”

A ditficulty 1In the case 1s the ex-
ceedingly tortuous character of the
Intercolonial in thé eastern section. It
winds in and out like & snake. ' It
would be impossible te make fast time
upon the line in the neighborhood of
Sydney. Then there is. the Gut of
Canse to be ferried over —. the train
being placed upoh the ferry and drawn
aeross — a work taking time. This
means another loss, It is considered by
experts that if the road were straight-
ened, and a bridge built across the Gut
of Canso, and another across Pictou
Harbor to connect with the short line
all of which would cost ' a great deal
of money, an undoubted saving eould
be effected by the boats ealling at Syd-
ney, instead of at Rimouski, as it
would be the case of a fast train trav-
elling at the rate of perhaps fifty miles
an hour as against a boat which would
not meke mope: than eighteen.

NO EXPERIMENT UNTIL SPRING.

The experiment tould only be made
in the spring, of course, when the port
was open. for navigation. As far as
the Allans are.concerned in the initial
trial, the Virginlan did splendidly, but
the train connections were mot prompt
enough, nor the speed fast enough to
make a record.
