rangement, the people of the Parish, al-
most to & man,were mpehdissatisfied. Next
year, there was another “grant, and our
members wrote to W. T. Baird to go to
the Parish of Brighton, and call 'a meeting,
and have’ ONE man elected te expend the
grant and they would have HIM appoint-
ed.

Something, however
nccurred that led to the overthrow of that
project, and Mr. Baird received anothsr
epistle from the Members, telling him to
g0 to the Parish of Northampton and get
ONE man elected there, snd they would
getv HIM eppainted.

On the day appointed for election, Mr.
Orser appeared as a candidate. But the
people of the Parish, having beeen inform-
ed cf the former proceedings, declined to
proceed to election, as they thuught M.
Bubar a very efficient Commissioner, he
having heretofore given general satisfac-
tion. Moreover, be having been elected
in Brighton, if they elected one, there
would then be two, and ins‘ructians haa
only been received for the election of ONE*
