W. H. Thorne said he concurred 
in what Dr. White said as to the re­
gret of the shareholders and the peo­
ple of St. John at the termination of 
the bank. For sentimental reasons 
he would have sympathized with any 
movement to continue the bank. 
(Thorne) had favored expansion when 
that policy was proposed some years 
ago. It was a move in the right direc­
tion, and it was felt the Bank of New 
Brunswick would in time take its 
place among the leading institutions 
of the country. Mr. Thorne reminded 
the meeting that a few years ago in a 
leaflet Issued by sellers of stock it 
was stated an offer of 1350 had been 
made then for the Bank of New Bruns­
wick.

sued an antiquated policy. Montreal, 
Vancouver and nearly every other Can­
adian city exacted business taxes for 
every variety of employment.

The Mayor—But the license system 
is not preventing the growth of Mon­
treal and Vancouver. As for St. John 
It Is in a good financial position; if the 
federal government would, as it ought 
to, take over our harbor facilities and 
pay us what we expended, St. John 
would have every other city In Canada 
distanced by a mile. The transporta» 
tion companies had little reason to 
oppose what they called the head tax. 
St. John was providing them With 
harbor facilities at less then cost.

Com. Schofield said that it was true 
that other cities applied the license 
system to a much greater extent than 
8t. John, but they did not tax laborers. 
He said his proposition would apply 
to all classes who came into the city 
to do business and not only to the 
laborers. "Next year there will be 
a license list presented which will 
cover all those classes of business 
which you think are now exempt."

Com. Schofield's amendment was. 
then voted down and the motion to re­
duce the tax from $7.50 to $5.00 was 
adopted.

At the tneeting of the city council 
yesterday it was decided to reduce the 
labor tax from $7.50 to $5.00. Com. 
Wlgmore Introduced a resolution to 
raise the water rates In the Parish 
of Lancaster 50 per cent, but, on re­
quest of Couns.

The bulletin on the sea fisheries for 
October issued by the authority of the 
minister, Hon. J. D. Hazen, K. C., 
shows that for October of this year 
there was a marked Increase in the 
value of the fish taken by Canadian 
fisheries, as compared with October of 
last year. The value of the fish catch 
for the month was $2,920,197 as com­
pared with $1,422,019 IfFOctober, 1911. 
In view of the fact that weather con­
ditions were not favorable to fishing 
operation in many sections, this is a 
remarkably good showing.

Around Cape Breton Island and west­
ward along the south shore of Nova 
Scotia the weather was generally 
rough during the first half of October, 
so much so that very little fishing was 
carried on In some of the easterly 
parts of Cape Breton.

Rough weather on the banka was 
reported by the Lunenburg deep sea 
fleet.

The fishermen of Queens, Shelburne 
and Yarmouth counties found mackerel 
and herring very plentiful during Oct­
ober.

Inshore fishing in the Bay of Fun- 
dy was poor: but mackerel fishing in 
St. Mary's Bay was good. Cod were 
plentiful on the inshore grounds of 
Annapolis county.

Very story weather prevailed on the 
coasts of Prince Edward Island. This 
notwithstanding, the results of oyster 
fishing which began with October, com­
pare favorably with those for the eame 
period last year, the figures being 6,- 
148 barrels for 1912, and 6,018 for 
1911.

In New Brunswick, on the other 
hand, owing to the prevalent rough, 
cold weather, the quantity of oysters 
taken fell far short of that for Octo­
ber of the preceding year, the figures 
being 5,366 barrels for 1912, and 9,- 
703 for 1911.

From Gaape and Saguenay counties 
as well as from the Magdalen Islands, 
come reports of poor fishing results In 
consequence of bad weather.

The total quantity of fish landed 
In England and Galea during the nine 
months ended September 30. 17912, 
was 8,724,849 cwts- valued at $30,909,- 
770; while that landed during the cor­
responding period In the preceding 
year was 8,704,190 cwts., valued at $27,- 
599,950.

The city people had to 
bear ail the burden of bond redemp­
tion, and in two or three years It 
would be necessary to renew the pipe 
line to Spruce Lake.

permitted to go to work, lie recog­
nized there was a sound principle In­
volved in the license tax; a man 
should pay taxes for the portion of 
the year he stops here. His motion 
would only tax the man for the time 
he stopped here and enable him to 
sell his license If he went away.

Com. McLellan said the railway, 
steamship «companies and real estate 
speculators were mainly Interested In 
the removal of the tax. He would like 
to see conditions that would warrant 
the abolition at the tax. But he re­
garded St. John as a stock company:
